The growth of the dogmatic teaching of the Church is closely related to the spiritual improvement of the Christian, as the Orthodox
theology is not the fruit of rationalism or imagination, but comes from truly experiencing God in the mystical life of the Church.
The Church advances through history following the steps of the Saints, so that no epoch is less patristic than another, while man has
been called to be always patristic, namely to live the spiritual states of purification, illumination and deification. These conditions
represent the spiritual premises allowing the believer, be he a clergyman or a layman, to theologize and to provide an answer to the
theological crises or debates that appear in the life of the Church and endanger people’s salvation. This kind of contribution
represents the growth of the dogmatic teaching of the Church, which does not mean a new Truth, since in Christ is concentrated and
concluded the whole Revelation, but the fact that the believer, having these spiritual premises, is able to go deeper into the truths of
theology and of the Church teaching.

The choice of the topic of this study is the result of a problematization of many years concerning the way the dogmatic teaching of
the Orthodox Church, through the concise theological word characterizing it, can be developed and can become perceivable today
to the contemporary man. Yet, the limited time framework indicated for the presentation of a research work has not permitted a full
analysis of this problematization, but only the presentation of certain essential points, not with the intention of answering all the
questions concerning this topic, but with the desire of highlighting certain aspects of the authentic living of the Church, as it has
been inherited and preached by the Church in its fullness, and with the hope that this will contribute to the contemporary
problematization regarding the growth of the dogmatic teaching in the Orthodox Church.

The Duration of the Patristic Period

The first problematization concerns the duration of the patristic period, in other words, the issue whether we can accept the division
made by the Western Christian doctrine regarding this period, according to which the patristic period ends in a certain century for
the Christian world2 or we are right to state that the period under discussion has continuity in the one, holy, catholic and apostolic
Church to this day and shall continue until the second coming of our Savior Jesus Christ.

According to the Western Christian doctrine, the patristic period ended in the 8th century for the Eastern Christianity and, beginning
with that epoch, other theologies have been developed, which formulate the experience of the Church using the terms and the
thinking of each epoch. For instance, for the Western Christianity, one of these theologies was, according to the supporters of this
division, the scholastic theology along with its representatives, who are considered the new theologians or the new Fathers of the
Western tradition. One of them was Thomas of Aquino (1224/1225-1274), who, in his work Summa Theologica, uses the
viewpoints of John of Damascus (T 749). Consequently, the Western Christian doctrine includes Saint John of Damascus among the
Holy Fathers of the first eight centuries and considers that he concludes the patristic period of the Eastern Christianity.

Dogmatic theology is that part of theology which treats of the theoretical truths of faith concerning God and His works ( dogmata
fidei ), whereas moral theology has for its subject-matter the practical truths of morality ( dogmata morum ). At times, apologetics
or fundamental theology is called "general dogmatic theology", dogmatic theology proper being distinguished from it as "special
dogmatic theology". However, according to present-day usage, apologetics is no longer treated as part of dogmatic theology but has
attained the rank of an independent science, being generally regarded as the introduction to and foundation of dogmatic theology.
The present article shall deal first with those questions which are fundamental to dogmatic theology and then briefly review its
historical development due to the acumen and indefatigable industry with which the theologians of every civilized country and of
every century have cultivated and promoted this science.

I. DEFINITION AND NATURE OF DOGMATIC THEOLOGY

To define dogmatic theology, it will be best to start from the general notion of theology. Considered etymologically, theology (Gr.
Theologia, i.e. peri Theou logos ) means objectively the science treating of God, subjectively, the scientific knowledge of God and
Divine things. If defined as the science concerning God ( doctrina de Deo ), the name of theology applies as well to the
philosophical knowledge of God, which is cast into scientific form in natural theology or theodicy. However, unless theodicy is free
from errors, it cannot lay claim to the name of theology. For this reason, pagan mythology and pagan doctrines about the gods, must
at once be set aside as false theology. The theology of heretics also, so far as it contains grave errors, must be excluded. In a higher
and more perfect sense we call theology that science of God and Divine things which, objectively, is based on supernatural
revelation, and subjectively, is viewed in the light of Christian faith. Theology thus broadens out into Christian doctrine ( doctrina
fidei ) and embraces not only the particular doctrines of God's existence, essence, and triune personality, but all the truths revealed
by God. The Patristic era did not, as a rule, take theology in this wide sense. For the earlier Fathers, strictly limiting the term
theology to doctrine about God, distinguished it from the doctrine of His external activity, especially from the Incarnation and
Redemption, which they included under the name of the "Divine economy ". Now, if God is not only the primary object but also the
first principle of Christian theology, then its ultimate end likewise must be God ; that is to say it must teach, effect, and promote
union with God through religion Consequently, it lies in the very essence of theology to be the doctrine not only of God and of faith,
but also of religion ( doctrina religionis ). It is this triple function which gave rise to the old adage of the School: Theologia Deum
docet, a Deo docetur, ad Deum ducit (Theology teaches of God, is taught by God, and leads to God ).

Since patristic theology represents a unitary and indivisible fact, could one possibly accept the opinion that, in the historical
evolution of the Church, two types of ecclesiology were developed, the primordial one and the subsequent one? According to this
opinion, the primordial ecclesiology appears in the New Testament, it is called ecclesiology of communion and Eucharistic
spirituality, representing a historical eschatology from a horizontal perspective. The subsequent ecclesiology appears beginning with
the third century and is considered a conception of history from a vertical and rather personalist perspective, a conception defined
by the intense ideological pressures of the Gnosticism and Neo-Platonism, and connected to the desert, in other words, to the
anachoretic monasticism. The primordial ecclesiology of communion relies on the Divine Eucharist as a revelation of the
eschatological glory of God’s Kingdom, and the subsequent personalist ecclesiology is characterized as therapeutic-purifying,
having two directions: the first refers to the mysterious concentration of the divine, which occurs with the mind emptied of any idea,




taking place according to the Evagrian tradition, namely the tradition developed around the teaching of Evagrius Ponticus, and is
characterized as a contemplative mysticism; the second direction, developed after the Evagrian tradition and relying on the teaching
of Saint Macarius of Egypt, gives priority to the sense, to the information and to the heart, is called Macarian tradition and is
characterized as a spiritualized materialism.

Yet, such a division of the ecclesiology fragments the unitary patristic tradition of the Church and alters its whole theology
regarding the spiritual premises of the knowledge of God, since it underestimates the hesychastic way of living the faith in Christ
and the mysterious life of the Church, in other words, since it ignores the spirit of the Philokalia and of the 18th century Holy
Neptic Fathers and also the whole ecclesiology of the Orthodox Church.

The important points of reference of the ecclesiastic life and of the faith are the Holy Scripture and the Holy Tradition, and also the
Divine Eucharist, the dogma and prayer. There is, therefore, a close connection between lex credendi (the law of faith) and lex
orandi (the law of prayer), since, as His Holiness Athanasius Yevtich notices, the Church cannot subsist, according to Saint Irenaeus
of Lyons, without the right faith, namely Orthodoxy, and the Divine Eucharist, just as the right faith cannot survive without the
Church and the Divine Eucharist, and the Divine Eucharist cannot subsist outside the Church and the Orthodoxy24, whose
structures are par excellence patristic and cultic, as they express man’s true experiencing of God in the sacramental life of the
Church.

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Consequently, the Holy Fathers are not people that once belonged to the Church, because even nowadays they exist on earth and
belong to the Church. Actually, the Church is not an old one; on the contrary, it is contemporary and continually renewing itself...
The Holy Church Fathers and the Canons of the local and Ecumenical Synods clearly present the spiritual premises of man’s
participation to the Divine Eucharist, which are ascesis, namely the hesychastic way of living, and all that leads man towards living
the experiencing of God. Man’s aim is to progress from the state according to God’s image to that according to God’s likeness,
which can be realized through the synergy of the human will with the divine will26, since we are co-workers of God. Regarding the
realization of this process, man has the duty to participate to God’s purifying, illuminating and deifying energy, expressing in this
way his goal through his actions. For this reason, the Divine Eucharist cannot replace the purification, the illumination and the
deification and certainly the other way round this statement is equally true, because the Holy Eucharist represents the way of
realization of the deification, which is participation to the embodied Son and Word of God. And this is clearly felt in the
eschatological living of God’s Kingdom in the Divine Eucharist, whose premise is precisely man’s participation to God’s purifying,
illuminating and deifying energy.

Saint Maximus the Confessor, who in his Mistagogy systematically presents man’s and the world’s ascension towards God, does not
present only the eschatological dimension of the Divine Eucharist, but also its hesychastic dimension, as a return of man’s mind
from those which are sensible to those which are inside him, to the heart, namely there where God’s uncreated grace is activated
through purification and illumination. In this way, the believer gets to contemplate God, namely he gets to see with the eyes of his
mind the uncreated Light of His glory. Based on the same holy and spiritual experience, Father Sophrony Sakharov considered, in
our times, the hesychast way of living as a necessary premise for correctly approaching the Divine Liturgy.
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According to Saint Gregory the Theologian, the one who theologizes philosophically and lives outside the tradition of the Church is
called dialectic and loquacious. Thus, the one who theologizes first needs purification and to go through the living of the state of
quietness (oyoAn), to finally reach the illumination of the mind; otherwise, he shall fall into a wrong doctrine and heresy. Because
one really needs to have quietness in order to know God, as Saint Gregory the Theologian affirms. Consequently, in order for
someone to theologize and to be characterized as a theologian, he needs to have purified both his soul and his body, namely that
person needs to have been set free from the external mire and trouble and his guiding power should be able to no longer be troubled
by malevolent and deceitful representations. For this reason, Saint Gregory the Theologian speaks about purification (kéfapoig),
illumination (éAMopyic/owtiopoc) and deification (B€woig) as necessary premises for the Orthodox theology or for the Orthodox
way of theologizing and delimits the way of living and expressing this theology as follows: For where there is fear [of God], there is
respect of the commandments; and where is respect for the commandments, there, one attains the purification of the body, namely
the chasing away of the cloud that hinders the soul and prevents it from clearly seeing the divine ray; and where there is
purification, there is illumination; and illumination is the fulfillment of the desire of those who wish for the very high ones or for the
most high one or something over the biggest thing. This fact is necessary and, therefore, one has to purify himself and only after
that can one try to get close to the purified One.

Consequently, man is especially called to live the hesychastic way of living of the Church, so that he may reach the healing of his
thoughts, the purification of his heart, the activation of his noetic energy or function, the acquisition of the prayer of the heart or of
the mind and of unselfish love. Yet, this way of living is directly connected to the sacramental life of the Church and leads man to
deification as man’s only aim and goal in history. For this reason, it is considered that the deified man is, in fact, the true theologian,
as he is the one who acquires the true knowledge of God, namely the one who lives the experiencing of God’s glory and who then
formulates it in agreement to the challenges of each epoch. Actually, man is, according to Saint Basil the Great, as it is mentioned
by Saint Gregory the Theologian, 0g0g kekedevopuévoc, namely he has in himself the commandment to become god by grace, in
other words to be conformed to the image of God’s Son.
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This growth of the dogmatic teaching of the Church shall not be realized, however, by limiting the Orthodox theology to academic
research or by interpreting the Holy Scripture using rationalistic or imaginary criteria; on the contrary, it is based on the premises of
man’s spiritual and sacramental life, which are purification, illumination and deification, and by means of which the believer, be he
a clergyman or a layman, can theologize. In other words, theologians can be called those who have reached the vision and the
knowledge of God and it is only them that can bear the name of “Fathers and Teachers of the Church”.

Actually, the patristic period has not come to an end, because the life of the Church progresses through history following the steps




of the Saints. This means that the patristic tradition is not fragmented between the persons of the Holy Fathers of the Church, to
allow one to talk about patristic periods. Those who are on their way towards spiritual perfection invite us to keep the Orthodox
ecclesiastic criteria of interpretation for problems and things, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, exhort us to wait for the voice
of the charismatic or deified men for a formulation of the teaching of the Church regarding the issues under discussion in each
epoch. Consequently, the Holy Fathers represent the reference point of the Orthodox teaching.

The Orthodox Theology is certainly not deprived of originality, dynamism, renewing spirit and actuality. Nevertheless, all these
features create a continuum with the patristic period and the Holy Tradition, because each epoch of the Church is also patristic
through the presence of those who have reached illumination and deification. The Theology of the Church has been and shall
remain patristic, a fact that has been enriching the dogmatic teaching of the Church.

It is only from the position of the experiencing of the vision of God that someone can give a good answer to an existential problem
of our epoch. For this reason, we should: 1) accept and existentially live what the Holy Fathers have been living in the Church, in
other words, purification, illumination and deification through the grace of the Holy Trinity in order to be able to theologically
express a greater and ampler experience of the Truth, Who is manifested in the Holy Tradition of the Church; 2) offer a decisive
contribution, based on the divine experience, to the overcoming of a theological crisis that is shaking the Church during a certain
epoch and which concerns the Truth, namely Jesus Christ, and man’s redemption.

Therefore, we have the duty to follow the Holy Fathers and Teachers of the Church, not because the Church is the heir of the
patristic teaching, but because the Church contains and renews this patristic teaching in the contemporary world. Consequently, the
Orthodox theology should not be limited to the academic thinking and the scientific word, but should first of all continue the
patristic theological tradition both through its way of living and thinking and also through its way of expressing and using the
methods of the contemporary scientific community.

Die orthodoxe Lehre von der Kirche

Der orthodoxe Kirchenbegriff ist weit pneumatischer als der in den westlichen Bekenntnissen. Nach der nicht ganz korrekten
Meinung vieler orthodoxer Theologen ist die Kirche im romischen Katholizismus vorwiegend eine organisierte Heilsanstalt, im
Protestantismus nur die Versammlung der Glaubigen, sozusagen ein christliches Kollektiv. In der Orthodoxie ist die Kirche weder
eine Anstalt noch ein Kollektiv. Sie ist ihrem Wesen nach Leben, genauer, gottmenschliches Leben, die Fortsetzung des Lebens
Christi in den in Gemeinschaft mit Christus stehenden Glaubigen durch die Kraft des Heiligen Geistes. Zur Kirche gehoren heifit, an
diesem gottmenschlichen Leben teilnehmen, denn die Kirche ist ja der mystische Leib Christi. Die Kirche ist, wie N. Glubokowsky
schreibt, »das Leben der mystischen Gemeinschaft mit Gott in Christo und der Gnadenerneuerung durch den Heiligen Geist«.
Ahnlich bemerkt auch der russische Philosoph N. Berdjajew: »Die Kirche ist ein lebendiger Organismus, der gottmenschliche
Organismus, in dem sich unauthorlich gegenseitige Wirkungen der Gottheit und Menschheit vollziehen.»

Weiterhin ist die Kirche auf Erden der Ort, wo das Gottesreich, das Reich Christi, der »heilige Tempel im Herrn, in und auf
welchem wir auch miterbaut werden »zu einer Wohnung im Geiste« (Ephes. 2, 22), Wirklichkeit, Lebenstatsache ist. Wie sich in der
Menschwerdung Christi eine Theophanie vollzogen hat, so ist auch die Kirche eine Theophanie, »eine geheimnisvolle gottliche
Erscheinung.« (G. Florowsky). Die Kirche ist schon das Leben des Gottesreiches auf Erden. Deshalb besteht kein scharfer
Trennungsstrich zwischen der irdischen und der himmlischen Kirche; hier wie dort ist ja ein und dasselbe Leben, hier der Anfang,
dort die Fortsetzung und Vollendung.

Die Kirche ist der mystische Leib Christi. Dies ist sie infolge und kraft der Menschwerdung Christi. Nur in wesentlicher, realer
Verbindung mit diesem Ereignis ist die Kirche das, was sie ihrem Wesen nach ist und was sie qualitativ von jeder irdischen
Institution, Anstalt oder Korporation unterscheidet. Deshalb betont die orthodoxe Kirche so stark das Dogma der Menschwerdung
des Logos, der Gottmenschheit Christi und die sich aus diesem Dogma ergebende Idee der Theosis des Menschen, ja der ganzen
Welt. »Die Lehre von der Kirche... ist die direkte Fortsetzung und Enthiillung des christlichen Dogmas im Geiste und Sinne der
Glaubensdefinition von Chalcedon.« (G. Florowsky). In Seiner Inkarnation hat Christus das Fundament der Kirche gelegt. In der
menschlichen Natur Christi war die ganze Menschheit eingeschlossen, denn nach orthodoxer Anschauung ist die Menschheit,
obwohl sie als Vielheit der Personlichkeiten erscheint, ein wesentliches Ganzes, ein Organismus. Christus hat in Seiner Menschheit
diesen Organismus rekapituliert (als zweiter Adam); deshalb hat Er auch in Seiner Person die ganze Menschheit mit der Gottheit
vereinigt. Im ersten Adam war die Menschheit von Gott abgefallen; Christus ist das Haupt der durch Thn und in Thm wieder mit Gott
vereinigten Menschheit geworden. Diese neue Gottmenschheit ist eben die Kirche — der Leib Christi. Sie ist und in ihr ist die
Einheit des gottlichen und menschlichen Lebens, der Ort, wo sich zwei vorher getrennte Welten wieder getroffen haben und eine
Einheit in der Zweiheit bilden, wie ja Gott die Einheit in der Dreifaltigkeit ist. Im Leibe Christi ist die geschaffene Natur (die
Menschheit und dann auch die ganze Welt) in das wahre Sein zuriickgekehrt und aufgenommen. Die Folge ist die Vergottlichung
der menschlichen Natur.

Thus, a whole series of new concepts began to enter Russian religious thought. These concepts did not evoke any special resistance
in Russian theological circles, since they were expressed more as philosophy than as theology.

Soloviev by his literary works and speeches was able to inspire an interest in religious problems among a wide circle of Russian
educated society. However, this interest was joined to a deviation from the authentic Orthodox way of thinking. This was expressed,
for example, in the Petersburg "religious-philosophical meetings" of 1901-1903. At these meetings, such questions as the following
were raised: "Can one consider the dogmatic teaching of the Church already completed? Are we not to expect new revelations? In
what way can a new religious creativity be expressed in Christianity, and how can it be harmonized with Sacred Scripture and the
Tradition of the Church, with the decrees the Ecumenical Councils, and the teachings of the Holy Fathers?" Especially symptomatic
were the disputes concerning "dogmatic development."

In Russian religious and social thought, at the beginning of the present century there appeared an expectation of the awakening of a
"new religious consciousness" on Orthodox soil. The idea began to be expressed that theology should not fear new revelations, that
dogmatics should use a more broadly rational basis, that it cannot entirely ignore the personal prophetic inspiration of the present
day, that there should be a broadening of the circle of fundamental dogmatic problems, so that dogmatics itself might present a
complete philosophical-theological world-view. The eccentric ideas expressed by Soloviev received further development and
changes, and the first place among them was given to the problem of sophiology. The most outstanding representatives of the new
current were Priest Paul Florensky (The Pillar and Foundation of the Church and other works) and Sergei N. Bulgakov, who was
later an Archpriest (his later sophiological writings include The Unsetting Light, The Unburnt Bush, Person and Personality, The
Friend & Bridegroom, The Lamb of God, The Comforter, and The Revelation of John).

In connection with these questions it is natural for us to ask: Does dogmatic theology, in its usual form, satisfy the need of the
Christian to have a whole world outlook? Does not dogmatics, if it refuses to acknowledge the principle of development, remain a
lifeless collection of separate dogmas?

With all assurance one must say that the sphere of revealed truths which enter into the accepted systems of dogmatic theology gives
every opportunity for the formation of an exalted and at the same time clear and simple world-view. Dogmatic theology, built on the
foundation of firm dogmatic truths, speaks of a Personal God Who is inexpressibly near to us, Who does not need intermediaries
between Himself and the creation: it speaks of God in the Holy Trinity "Who is above all, and through all, and in you all" (Eph.
4:6), of God Who loves His creation, Who is a lover of mankind and condescending to our infirmities, but does not deprive His
creatures of freedom; it speaks of man and of mankind, of his high purpose and exalted spiritual possibilities, and at the same time
of his sad moral level at the present time, of his fall; it presents ways and means for the return to the lost paradise, revealed by the
Incarnation and the death on the Cross of the Son of God, and the way to acquire the eternal blessed life. All these are vitally
necessary truths. Here faith and love, knowledge and its application inaction, are inseparable.
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Dogmatic theology does not pretend to satisfy on all points the curiosity of the human mind. There is no doubt that to our spiritual
gaze Divine revelation has revealed only a small part of the knowledge of God and of the spiritual world. We see, in the Apostle's
words, "through a glass darkly" (1 Cor. 13:12). An innumerable number of God's mysteries remain closed for us.

But one must state that the attempts to broaden the boundaries of theology, whether on a mystical or on a rational foundation, which
have appeared both in ancient and modern times, do not lead to a more complete knowledge of God and the world. These systems
lead into the thickets of refined mental speculations and place the mind before new difficulties. The chief thing, however, is this:
nebulous opinions about the inner life in God, such as are to be seen in certain theologians who have entered the path of
philosophizing in theology, do not harmonize with the immediate feeling of reverence, with the awareness and feeling of God's
closeness and sanctity, and indeed, they stifle this feeling.

However, by these considerations we do not at all deny every kind of development in the sphere of dogma. What, then, is subject to
development in dogmatics?

The history of the Church shows that the quantity of dogmas, in the narrow sense of the word has gradually increased. It is not that
dogmas have developed, but that the sphere of dogma in the history of the Church has broadened until it has come to its own limit,
given by Sacred Scripture. In other words, the increase has been in the quantity of the truths of faith that have received a precise
formulation at the Ecumenical Councils, or in general have been confirmed by Ecumenical Councils. The work of the Church in this
direction has consisted in the precise definition of dogmatic statements, in their clarification, in showing their basis in the word of
God, in finding their confirmation in Church Tradition, in declaring them obligatory for all the faithful. In this work of the Church
the scope of dogmatic truths always remains in essence one and the same, but in view of the irruption of unorthodox opinions and
teachings, the Church sanctions some dogmatic statements which are Orthodox and rejects others which are heretical. One cannot
deny that thanks to such dogmatic definitions the content of faith has become more clear in the awareness of the people of the
Church and in the Church hierarchy itself.

Further, theological learning itself is subject to development. Dogmatic theology can use various methods; it can be supplemented
by material for further study; it can make a greater or lesser use of the facts of exegesis (the interpretation of the text of Sacred
Scripture), of Biblical philology, of Church history, of Patristic writings, and likewise of rational concepts; it can respond more fully
or more timidly to heresies, false teachings and various currents of contemporary religious thought. But theological learning (as
opposed to theology proper) is an outward subject in relation to the spiritual life of the Church. It only studies the work of the
Church and its dogmatic and other decrees. Dogmatic theology as a branch of learning can develop, but it cannot develop and
perfect the teaching of the Church. (One may see an approximate analogy of this in the study of any writer: Pushkinology, for
example, can grow, but from this the sum of the thoughts and images placed into his work by the poet himself is not increased.) The




flowering or decline of theological learning can coincide or fail to coincide with the general level, with the rise or decline of
spiritual life in the Church at one or another historical period. The development of theological learning can be impeded without loss
to the essence of spiritual life. Theological learning is not called to guide the Church in its entirety; it is proper for it to seek out and
to keep strictly to the guidance of the Church's consciousness.

It is given to us to know what is necessary for the good of our souls. The knowledge of God, of Divine life and Divine Providence,
is given to men in the degree to which it has an immediate moral application in life. The Apostle teaches us this when he writes:
"According as His divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness ... giving all diligence, add to your
faith virtue, and to virtue knowledge, and to knowledge temperance, and to temperance patience, and to patience godliness, and to
godliness brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness charity" (2 Peter 1:3-7). For the Christian the most essential thing is moral
perfection. Everything else which has been given to him by the word of God and the church is a means to this fundamental aim.

What exactly is Dogmatic Theology?

What’s being Dogmatic?

The word “dogmatic” comes from the Greek word “dogma” and it simply refers to a basic set of beliefs that someone holds to
regarding any strong set of principles concerning faith, morals, values, or beliefs like those laid down by a church or denomination
and is a belief or set of beliefs that is accepted by the members of a group without being questioned or doubted. The word “dogma”
means “opinion,” so for the Christian, it might be dogmatically holding onto the divinity of Christ, the holiness of God, and that we
are saved by grace alone as the Apostle Paul writes that it is “by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own
doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast” (Eph 2:8-9). Christians tenaciously hold to this biblical
truth of being saved by grace alone and for them (and us), it is not negotiable since the Bible records it in several places. A person
that holds to this belief is said to be dogmatic in their belief.

Dogmatic Theology is a set of beliefs that are held by a church or denomination that are, corporately, held to be true and cannot ever
be changed. It would be like the sun is always hot and we know that from experience and we will not vary on this clear scientific
fact. For churches, dogmatic theology is said to be related to theological beliefs or truths of the faith concerning God and biblical
doctrines as revealed in the Word of God, the Bible. Dogmatic Theology was also a response of the Protestant Reformation against
the traditions of the Catholic Church, but more than that, it is a guarding of the immutable truths found in Scripture that reveal
salvation, sin, repentance, confession of sin, sanctification, and God’s command to obey Him and live lives of holiness (although
not sinless-ness, which is not possible this side of heaven). These things are considered crucial to the Christian faith and to deny
these essentials would be to fall into heresy and what Jude was striving for when he wrote “Beloved, although I was very eager to
write to you about our common salvation, I found it necessary to write appealing to you to contend for the faith that was once for all
delivered to the saints” (Jude 1:4).

The Origin of Dogmatic Theology

L. Reinhardt apparently created the term Dogmatic Theology in 1659 which designated the so-called “Articles of Faith” which is
close to a church’s creed, but the idea was to have the resolve to hold onto the truths of the Bible and to expose heresy where those
who hold to different beliefs can be identified as being false. Theologian Karl Barth wrote a massive six-volume series titled Church
Dogmatics that described God as “totally other” or “wholly other,” and as such, He is set apart from His creation and His created
creatures, however we can have a personal relationship with God, so it’s not that He’s set apart from us totally and He is
unknowable. Jesus told Thomas, who had just asked to see the Father (John 14:8), “Have I been with you so long, and you still do
not know me, Philip? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’” (John 14:9)? In fact, to see
Jesus or know Jesus, is to know “the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds the universe
by the word of his power. After making purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high” (Heb 1:3).
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Die Glaubenslehre der Orthodoxen Kirche

Die urspriingliche Heimat des christlichen Dogmas und der Dogmatik ist der Orient, der gleichzeitig auch die Heimat vieler
Hiéresien war, gegen die er sich im Dogma zu schiitzen hatte. Der christliche Okzident hat natiirlich auch am Kampf gegen die
verschiedenen Héresien teilgenommen und zur dogmatischen Formulierung der christlichen Glaubenswahrheiten beigetragen; er hat
sich aber vorwiegend der Praxis des kirchlichen Lebens gewidmet und sich um die kirchliche Verfassung und Disziplin bemiiht. Die
Griechen dagegen hatten eine mehr intellektuelle Begabung und waren zum Philosophieren geneigt. Deshalb haben sie im Kampfe
gegen die Héresien den dogmatischen Inhalt des Christentums herausgearbeitet und die dogmatischen Wahrheiten der Kirche
formuliert. Diese Rolle hat die griechisch-orthodoxe Kirche bis zum Untergang des Byzantinischen Reiches im christlichen Orient
gespielt.

Die orthodoxen Russen hatten sich zunichst damit begniigt, das zu wiederholen, was sie von ihren Lehrern, den Griechen, erhalten
hatten. Im Kampfe gegen die Sekte der »Judaisierenden« (im 15. Jahrhundert) beschrédnkten sich die russischen Theologen, z. B. der
hl. Joseph von Wolokolamsk, Maximus der Grieche, Sinowij und andere, darauf, daf3 sie die Haretiker nur mit Texten und
dogmatischen Ausfithrungen aus den Werken der alten Kirchenviter widerlegten. Erst im 16. und 17. Jahrhundert, als die russischen
Hierarchen sich veranlaft sahen, dem vordringenden romischen Katholizismus entgegenzutreten, erschienen die ersten
systematischen dogmatischen Werke russischer Theologen. Es waren dies aber keine selbstdndigen Werke, sondern oberflachliche
Umarbeitungen romisch-katholischer dogmatischer Lehrbiicher; man lieB einfach das aus, was das orthodoxe Credo nicht enthielt
und fiigte einiges hinzu, was in den romisch-katholischen Vorlagen fehlte. Zu diesen Arbeiten orthodoxer Theologen gehdren »Der
grof3e Katechismus« von Lawrentij Sisanius und vor allem »Das orthodoxe Bekenntnis« des berithmten Metropoliten von Kiew,
Peter Mogilas. Die Werke sind sowohl der Form als auch dem Inhalte nach stark von der lateinischen Scholastik beeinflufit, sogar
abhéngig. Als die Kiewer Theologen, die im Geiste dieser Theologie erzogen waren, nach Moskau kamen, fanden sie dort keine
Sympathie, im Gegenteil, man verdéchtigte sie sofort der Heterodoxie. Erst im 18. Jahrhundert gewann diese Kiewer Theologie
immer mehr an Boden und wurde allméahlich zur herrschenden, hauptsachlich weil die Kiewer Theologen von Peter dem Grof3en




unterstiitzt wurden. Nach Peter dem GrofBen waren die duBeren Bedingungen zu ungiinstig fiir die Entwicklung einer selbsténdigen
russisch-orthodoxen Theologie. Wenn frither der EinfluBl der rémisch-katholischen Theologie herrschend gewesen war, so wurde er
spéter von protestantischen Einfliissen verdriangt, da am Zarenhofe Vertreter des Protestantismus ihre Anschauungen zur Geltung
bringen konnten. Die wenigen theologischen Lehranstalten, die es damals gab, spiegelten nur die wechselnden Einfliisse,
Tendenzen und Stimmungen wider. Noch im Jahre 1900 forderte der russische Theologe, der Hieromonach Tarassij: »Man muf}
unsere Orthodoxie zur urspriinglichen Reinheit der Véter zuriickfiihren, nur dann werden wir verstehen, daf3 sie fahig ist, ihre
Entwicklung, der feindliche duBere Umsténde entgegenstanden, fortzusetzen.« Seit Anfang des 20. Jahrhunderts sind alle
hervorragenden russischen Hierarchen und Theologen einmiitig in der Forderung: Los von der Scholastik! Los vom Rationalismus!
Zuriick zu den alten hl. Vitern und Lehrern der patristischen Zeit!

Die Heiligen Mysterien der Orthodoxen Kirche

Die Lehre der spéteren orthodoxen Theologie von den heiligen Mysterien hat sich unter dem Einflu8 der romisch-katholischen
scholastischen Sakramentslehre gebildet. Lateinisch-scholastisch sind die Definitionen des Wesens der heiligen Mysterien bei vielen
orthodoxen Theologen, z. B. Metropolit Makarius und Propst N. P. Malinowsky; der romisch-katholisdien Theologie ist auch die
Siebenzahl der heiligen Mysterien entlehnt.

In der »Orthodoxen Confession« (Teil I, Antw. 99) lesen wir: »Das Mysterium (Sakrament) ist eine heilige Handlung, in der unter
dem sichtbaren Zeichen der Seele des Glaubigen die unsichtbare Gnade Gottes mitgeteilt wird; es ist von unserem Herrn, durch Den
jeder Glaubige die gottliche Gnade erhélt, eingesetzt.« Die dltere orthodoxe Theologie schwankte in der Bestimmung der Zahl der
heiligen Mysterien; Dionysius spricht z. B. von sechs, der hl. Johannes von Damaskus nur von zwei Sakramenten; einige der élteren
orthodoxen Theologen betrachteten auch die Monchsweihe, die Grofle Wasserweihe und das Totenoffizium als Mysterien. Die
neuere Theologie zéhlt, wie auch die romisch-katholische, sieben Sakramente, ndmlich die Mysterien der Taufe, Myronsalbung,
Bufle, Eucharistie, Ehe, Priesterweihe und Kranken6lung. Der bekannte orthodoxe Laientheologe A. S. Chomjakow schreibt: »Im
Glauben an die Kirche bekennen wir mit ihr sieben Sakramente, d. h. die Taufe, die Eucharistie, die Priesterweihe, die Salbung, die
Ehe, die Beichte, die Olung. Es gibt noch viele andere Sakramente, denn jedes im Glauben, in der Liebe und in der Hoffnung
vollbrachte Werk wird dem Menschen vom Geiste Gottes eingeflof3t und ruft die unsichtbare gottliche Gnade herbei.« (»Die Einheit
der Kirche«).

Die heiligen Mysterien sind zundchst Gnadenmittel, d. h. sie spenden den Glaubigen die gottliche Gnade. Hierbei muf3 aber in
Betracht gezogen werden, daB die Gnade nach orthodoxer Lehre als eine gottliche Energie, als eine Theophanie, Manifestation
Gottes betrachtet wird. Die Mysterien sind also Wirkungen des Heiligen Geistes und vermitteln Christi Erlésungswerk und
Heilsgnade. In den Mysterien vereinen sich die Gldubigen mit Gott; in ihnen offenbart sich die hohere gottliche Welt. Durch die
Kraft des Heiligen Geistes wandeln sie den Menschen um und schaffen ein neues Sein und ein neues Leben in Christo. Dieses neue
Sein ist die Vergottlichung durch die Gnade, das neue Leben — der Anfang, die Antizipation des ewigen Lebens.

DpaHIy3CKHil SI3bIK
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La notion de spiritualité (du latin ecclésiastique spiritualitas) comporte aujourd'hui des acceptions différentes selon le contexte de
son usage. Elle se rattache conventionnellement, en Occident, a la religion dans la perspective de 1'étre humain en relation avec des
étres supérieurs (dieux, démons) et le salut de I'ame. Elle se rapporte, d'un point de vue philosophique, a I'opposition de la matiere et
de l'esprit (voir probléme corps-esprit) ou encore de l'intériorité et de 1'extériorité.

Elle désigne également la quéte de sens, d'espoir ou de libération et les démarches qui s'y rattachent (initiations, rituels,
développement personnel, Nouvel Age). Elle peut également, et plus récemment, se comprendre comme dissociée de la religion ou
de la foi en un Dieu, jusqu'a évoquer une « spiritualité sans religion » ou une « spiritualité sans dieu».

Bien que les aspirations et pratiques spiritualistes se soient développées de fagon souvent trés normative (dans le cadre d’Eglises
établies, ou de rites traditionnels) au point de rendre les termes religion et spiritualité synonymes pendant plusieurs si¢cles, la notion
de spiritualité s'est de plus en plus appliquée dans les travaux de théologiens ou de sociologues pour désigner des croyances et
comportements humains universels antérieurs ou postérieurs aux religions historiques et dont la motivation serait liée a 1'idée d'une
survie apres la mort physique, a une notion plus ou moins apparentée a celle de 1'ame, en tant qu'entité cohérente et indépendante du
corpsl5, ainsi qu'a des rites propitiatoires proches du chamanisme (pour appeler une bonne chasse, de bonnes récoltes etc., voir les
rites funéraires préhistoriques). Certains voient dans la spiritualité une simple expression de l'instinct de survie, voire un moyen de
ne pas se confronter a la réalité de notre condition de mortels; selon d’autres, elle révéle la mémoire intrinséque de I’immortalité de
I’ame. Si toute religion est fondée dans une spiritualité [réf. nécessaire], toute spiritualité n'est donc pas une religion. Selon certains
auteurs, la distinction se ferait ainsi: il y aurait dans la religion une perspective collective et dans la spiritualité une démarche plus
individuelle.

La spiritualité religieuse est généralement associée a 'aspiration a se « relier » (du latin religare, racine possible du mot religion). Il
s'agit alors essentiellement de se relier a Dieu, au Divin, a une réalité transcendante; un lien qui conduirait, par extension, 'homme a
se relier aussi a lui-méme, aux autres, a la nature ou a l'univers.

Aprés avoir supplanté les spiritualités plus ou moins structurées du paganisme ou de I'animisme, les spiritualités juive, bouddhique,
chrétienne, musulmane, se sont développées sans véritable concurrence pendant de nombreux siécles, jusqu'au siécle des Lumiéres.
Dans tous les pays ou ces religions n'étaient pas parvenues a s'imposer, des spiritualités locales ont cependant continué a se
développer.
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uH(popManuy Ha (paHITy3CKOM sI3bIKE (YCTHO).

Le mot "baptéme" signifie : plonger, immerger, laver, régénérer. Aprés l'immersion du "vieil homme" émerge homme nouveau
incorporé au Christ. Dans 1'Eglise orthodoxe, ce sacrement s'effectue par trois immersions complétes, au nom du Pére, du Fils et du
Saint Esprit. Les petits enfants sont baptisés a 1'dge de quarante jours.

La "chrismation", par I'onction du Saint-Chréme, est inséparable du baptéme et le suit immédiatement. Le Saint Chréme, composé
d'huile d'olive et de baumes précieux, est consacré par le Saint-Esprit invoqué par les évéques. Par cette onction, le baptisé devient
membre du Peuple de Dieu.

"Eucharistie" signifie action de grace. Elle commémore l'institution de la Sainte Cene par le Christ. Au cours de la Divine Liturgie,
les fidéles offrent le pain et le vin et s'offrent eux-mémes avec les vivants et les morts et toute la création. Toute I'assemblée prie le
Pére d'envoyer 1'Esprit Saint sur ces offrandes, afin qu'elles soient transformées en Corps et Sang du Christ. L'Eucharistie actualise
par 1'Esprit Saint le sacrifice du Christ et ouvre les portes du Royaume. Chaque baptisé - y compris le tout petit enfant dés son
baptéme - communie - sous les deux especes du Pain et du Vin - au Corps et au Sang du Christ.

La pénitence, conversion ou repentir, est la prise de conscience des pensées et actions qui détournent de Dieu (péchés), et 1'effort de
se tourner vers Dieu seul.

La confession des péchés a lieu devant une icone du Christ ou de Sa M¢ére. Le prétre est le témoin de la confession, dont Dieu est le
seul Juge. Le prétre a le pouvoir de lier et de délier. Il donne I'absolution au nom de la Divine Trinité.

L'onction d'huile bénie aide a la guérison des maladies de I'ame et du corps, et fortifie le chrétien dans son cheminement vers Dieu.
Ordination est constitutif de la hiérarchie de 1'Eglise. Seuls les évéques ont la plénitude du sacerdoce et le pouvoir d'ordonner ou de
sacrer.

Ordres mineurs: portiers, exorcistes, lecteurs, acolytes, sous-diacres.

Ordres majeurs : diacres, prétres, évéques.
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The Dimension of the Ecclesial Life

Ecclesiology can be perceived only from the inside of the dimensions of the Church life, which dimensions also represent the
interpretation keys in the in-depth study or the growth of the dogmatic teaching of the Church.

In the Orthodox world, it is recognized that the theology of the Church is not a fruit of rationalization, but a revelation of the Triune
God to the deified people, namely to the Prophets, Apostles, Church Fathers and Mothers along the centuries. Saint Philotheos
Kokkinos, patriarch of Constantinople and close friend of Saint Gregory Palamas, mentions in the Synodicon of Orthodoxy the
obligation of the Orthodox believers to walk according to the divinely-inspired theologies of the Saints and the pious way of living
of the Church. But these theologies express, according to Saint Gregory Palamas, the unity of the teachings of the Prophets,
Apostles and Church Fathers, namely the one theology of the Church and not different theological opinions. Saint Gregory
characteristically affirms: what else, naturally, than this thing that perfection is redeeming both in knowledge and in dogmas,
namely we should think the same as the Prophets, the Apostles, the Fathers, simply as all those through whom the Holy Spirit
confesses that He has spoken both about God and about His creations.

Therefore, the unity in faith relies on the common experiencing of the divine revelation and the premise of this experiencing is the
Orthodox hesychastic way of living joined to the sacramental life of the Church. From this fact comes the conclusion that, in the
Church, one experiences Jesus Christ, the revealed and embodied Word of God, Who shows Himself to the believers who are
worthy of this revelation, since Christ is semper conformis cum omni tempore and answers in the same perfect way to the man of
any epoch. Consequently, the Christ of the revelation has nothing to do with the Christ presented by the existentialist Theology
(Rudolf Bultmann), which approaches and interprets the Evangel using philosophical terms and gets to the point of separating
Christ into the historical Christ and the Christ of faith. The fact that the Holy Fathers took certain terms of the old Greek philosophy
does not mean that they also adopt the philosophical content of these terms, which would have led to a laicization of the divine
revelation; on the contrary, they transform these terms, namely they fill them with a new content according to their experiencing of
God’s vision, which they acquire in the context of the sacramental life of the Church.

An example of influence of the western thinking on the Orthodox scientific approach of the patristic texts is the statement that the
writings of Saint Dionysius the Areopagite are Neoplatonic. Yet, what is overlooked is the fact that these writings, although
containing a terminology pertaining to that epoch, express the teaching of Saint Dionysius, which is fundamentally different from
the philosophical opinions of the Platonism and Neoplatonism, and also from those of the Aristotelianism. This can be seen from
Saint Dionysius’ reference to many Holy Fathers that preceded him, who call God beloved but also lover and, on the one hand, good
and gentle, and, on the other hand, eros and love again, as power moving and, at the same time, lifting the beings unto Him. Saint
Maximus the Confessor, who interprets the writings of Saint Dionysius, makes a similar mention: because, on the one hand, due to
the fact that the beloving eros springs from Him, it is said that the eros-bearer Himself moves, and, on the other hand, due to the fact
that He is truly lover and beloved, He is moving the onlookers, namely the beings, towards this thing, and He is the power of the
fact of wishing for these, by analogy. This means that man is called to empirically observe the divine motion by which God is
moving and He is His urger and mover (...). Therefore, the two Saints state that God is eros (§pwg) and lover (¢paotdg), and also
that He is moving (kweitar) towards man. In this way, Plato’s theory that God has no eros is overturned, because he considered that
the eros is only characteristic to man, but also Aristotle’s opinion that God is the first unmoved mover (dkiviitov Kwvodv, perpetuum
immobile), since God is moving.
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From all the above, it clearly results that there are no holy languages and divine words, but each man, walking towards spiritual
perfection, expresses his own revelatory experiencing of God in the framework of the sacramental life of the Church, with the help
of the terminology of each epoch, namely using «words» and «meanings» from the created reality. And this happens because there
is no ontology, no affinity or analogy between the created and the Uncreated One. The Uncreated One does not submit to the canons
of Logic or Morals or Human Psychology, as Father Georges Metallinos affirms.

The Church has put the whole revealed theology in its worship, namely in the hymns of the holy services and in the prayers of the
Holy Sacraments. The Church’s daily prayers describe man’s way from purification to illumination and deification, as states
representing man’s true therapy. For instance, in the Prayer of our Lord Jesus Christ from the Typikon of the evening prayers, the
believer prays to God that He may send His grace and give him alert mind, clean spirit, vigilant heart, and a light sleep, undisturbed
by any satanic illusions, so that he may live the state of awareness not just during the day but also during his sleep.

Consequently, the three dimensions of the Church life are, according to the Holy Fathers, the experiencing of God’s vision, the
hesychastic-philokalic tradition and the worship in the Church49. Based on these parameters or interpretation keys, the ecumenical
patriarch Bartholomew affirmed that the future belongs to the authentic «patristic» theology, beyond the neo-paterism and post-
paterism, to a Church theology invigorated by the intensity between the fact of being «now» and that of not being «yet» of God’s
Kingdom.

The Orthodox way of doing Theology

According to the teaching of the Church, God’s revelation is the same both in the Old Testament, and in the New Testament. This is
why the word of the Prophets is no different from the evangelical word of the Holy Apostles and Fathers of the Church. The
difference consists in the fact that the Prophets in the Old Testament were experiencing the not-yet-embodied Logos, whereas after
the embodiment of the Son and Logos of God, namely in the New Testament and in the life of the Church, the Holy Apostles,
Teachers and Fathers, as well as the believers who live the quality of member of Christ’s Body, are experiencing the embodied
Logos and the communion with Him. Therefore, one can ask what the premises of the Orthodox way of theologizing are, or, in
other words, who can finally be considered a theologian in the Church or who can theologize?

These questions are essential for each generation of people and the attempt to provide an answer to them is part of the
problematization concerning the growth of the dogmatic teaching in the Church. This growth is not an aim in itself or a particular
concern for the Holy Fathers of the Church but appears as the answer of the believers who are deified to the problems of their
epoch. Consequently, another question arises, who is the deified man?
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The Growth of the Dogmatic Teaching in the Church

Certainly, the progress of the positive sciences and especially of biotechnology, the dialogue with different Christian confessions of




faith and religions or the contact to different philosophic and social trends are just a few of the factors challenging the Orthodoxy
today to pronounce an actual and scientific theological discourse, according to their own models. Yet, in order to express an
accurate theological discourse, man needs to have the spiritual premises (purification, illumination, deification), by which one
reaches the correct knowledge of the Church dogmas, in the spirit of the patristic tradition and of the worship sacramental life of the
Church. Otherwise, the word of the Church cannot be theological, but religious. Consequently, the believer can speak from a
theological perspective and teach somebody else only when he has the divine experiencing so that, by the content of his teaching, he
may contribute to the spiritual development of the fullness of the Church and to the solving of the great problems of faith. These
problems, certainly, do not come from faith itself, namely from man’s difficulty in perceiving and living the dogmatic teaching of
the Church, but from the evolution of the world in the framework of the present modern lifestyle, in which man, indifferent to the
Truth, denies God. This lifestyle of the contemporary man continues to represent a determining factor of the existence of time and,
consequently, of modernity, leading to a «vicious circle».

Consequently, it is with these spiritual premises that one can correctly approach the actual needs of the Church community and
express the theological word of the Church. Therefore, it will be necessary that: 1) the sermon should aim not just to simply inform
the believers on the topics of the Evangel, but also to provide them with theological knowledge regarding the dogmatic grounds of
the Church; the sermon should also promote the believers’ spiritual growth, in harmony with the patristic tradition; 2) the
theological truth should be presented accurately, for the believers to be able to distinguish it from non-truth and inaccurate teaching;
3) The Saints’ divine experiences should be approached not as obsolete but as visible manifestations of the Holy Spirit in the
believers’ life; 4) the preservation of the veneration of the Church feats should be continued, using the recognized and anonymous
writers who have transcribed, analyzed and interpreted this veneration; 5) the worship and the glorification of God should be
cultivated correctly104. All these do not represent just answers of the Church to the problematizations of the people of every epoch,
but contribute to maintaining the unity of faith in the Church.

The certainty of the Holy Fathers about the revealing character of their theology and teaching does not rely, of course, on their
personal study and knowledge, but on the words of our Savior Jesus Christ: I have told you these things while I am still with you,
but the Comforter, the Holy Spirit that the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things and will remind you about
everything I have told you. I have still many things to say to you but you are not able to bear them now. But when He, the Spirit of
Truth, comes, he will guide you into all the truth.
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Another way of classifying the literature is according to period or place:

1. The Apostolic Fathers — Include the earliest, non-scriptural Christian writings, often overlapping in date with later New Testament
documents. Some were actually regarded as scripture in certain areas before the final definition of the New Testament canon. An
epistle from St. Clement, a late first-century bishop of Rome to the church at Corinth, epistles from St. Ignatius, bishop of Antioch
written on his final journey across Asia Minor to martyrdom in Rome, an epistle and an account of the martyrdom of St. Polycarp,
bishop of Smyrna, a visionary work known as the Shepherd of Hermas and the Didache, or Teaching of the Twelve Apostles (a
Church manual), are the main items included in this class of material.

2. The Early Apologists — Include Justin Martyr, Aristides, Tatian, Athenagoras, Theophilus, Minucius Felix and Tertullian. These
were active around AD 120-220.

3. Early Western Theology — Irenacus of Lyons (late second century), Tertullian, Hippolytus, and Cyprian of Carthage (third
century) are the important figures. St. Irenaeus, bishop Lyons, is one of the most important figures of the early church. He was
taught by St. Polycarp who was a disciple of St. John the Evangelist. Two of his major works are Against All Heresies and The
Preaching of the Apostles.

4. The Alexandrians — They developed a particular tradition of philosophical theology. The most important were St. Clement of
Alexandria (c. 150-220) and Origen (c. 185-255). Origen was later branded as a heretic (although his writings prior to his falling
away are highly valued and esteemed), whereas Clement is a saint of the Church. Clement was explicitly philosophical in his
approach while Origen was more systematic, more scholarly and more biblical. Origen commented or preached on nearly every
book of the Bible. The Alexandrians mastered and promoted the allegorical (non-literal, hidden moral and spiritual teachings)
method of interpreting scriptures.

5. The Period of Nicea — The early fourth century was dominated by three developments: (i) the conversion of Constantine, the
Christianizing of the empire and the politicizing of the church; (ii) the reaction against accommodation with the world evidenced in
the flowering of the monastic movement, which was to inspire a hagiographical literature of its own; and (iii) the Arian controversy
which occasioned the first Ecumenical Council at Nicea. The greatest figure produced by these events was St. Athanasius, pope of
Alexandria. Many of his writings are anti-Arian treatises, but he also produced a small classic called The Incarnation as well as
another classic, The Life of Antony, a detailed life of St. Antony the Great (said to be the first monk).

6. The Cappadocians — They were a trio with close ties, St. Basil of Caesarea (the author of the Coptic Liturgy), his friend St.
Gregory Nazianzen (called “the Theologian™), and his brother St. Gregory of Nyssa. A vast literature of letters, sermons, treatises,
poems, and commentaries survives from them. They were responsible for the triumph of Nicene orthodoxy in the later fourth
century (i.e. Trinitarian theology).

7. The Golden Age in the East — Includes in addition to the fourth century writers mentioned above, St. John Chrysostom and St.
Cyril of Alexandria. St. John is considered the greatest preacher of the Greek church, although not necessarily important in the
formation of doctrine, his homilies have remained one of the principal influences in the thinking and practice of Eastern Orthodoxy.
St. Cyril is particularly associated with the fifth century christological controversies, his interests were not solely confined to
dogmatic issues. As in the case of most of the Fathers, scriptural exegesis was an important element in his work.

8. The Golden Age of the West — The great figures of St. Jerome, St. Ambrose, and St. Augustine brought Latin theology to its peak.
Together with Gregory the Great, they are the Doctors of the Latin Church. St. Jerome was responsible for the Vulgate, the
authoritative Latin translation of the Bible. St. Ambrose, amongst many other things, introduced Greek exegetical methods to the
West. Although Western theology tended to be less philosophical than the East, St., Augustine’s writings were extremely
intellectual, deeply influencing the future of Western theology. He wrote extensively on the Trinity, the doctrine of the Church, the
doctrine of Grace and Free Will, etc. but is most well known for his essay in the philosophy of history, The City of God, and his
autobiographical work, The Confessions.
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Thirdly, we must read the Fathers with awe. They are not, as some silly observers have put it, "just like us." The Fathers have
always striven to stand in the place of those who healed the sick, conversed with Angels, and even raised the dead. The holy men
and women who constitute the Patristic witness are precisely what we are not, since they have succeeded in uniting themselves to
the holy men and women before them who, transformed in Christ, served as their models, taking them from darkness to light. The
Fathers are what we must become in a similar transformation. They are not the "guys next door." They are not to be measured for
their "human qualities." They are now the Saints "above," and we must draw on those divine qualities which they developed by
restoring in themselves the image of sanctity. If we have anything in common with the Fathers of the Church, this will be revealed
only when we, too, have attained to holiness—a holiness measured not by our mundane abilities, but by what is added to us by
Grace in our ascent toward spiritual perfection.

Next, we must approach the Fathers, not with the rubrics of scholarship—which often lead one to misinterpretation and error—, but
with those of "spiritual" investigation. If the scholar looks for "information," the spiritual seeker looks to the Fathers for "guidance."
And bound up with this notion of spiritual investigation is a care for authenticity and truth unknown to scholarship. A scholar can
treat a Father superficially, offer a few profound comments about his teachings, and then move on to another pursuit. Only his ego
or academic recognition are at stake. However, a spiritual seeker, since his soul and eternal life are at stake in his study, read the
Fathers with extreme care, often taking years to elucidate even a simple point.

Again using St. Gregory Palamas as an example, let me make some comments on this point. The writings of St. Gregory Palamas
are complex beyond description. They are summaries of some of the most profound teachings of the Fathers before him, as St.
Gregory himself states, and they are expressed in a Greek which is unmatched in its complexity. Indeed, I have met few writers
who, despite their many articles and treatises on this great Father, can actually pass my acid test, as I hand them a volume of the yet
uncompleted collection of St. Gregory's writings and ask them to translate a paragraph at random, either from the original Greek or
the modern Greek text.

Many in the West unfortunately begin their study of St. Gregory Palamas with a book written some years ago (originally in French
and, fortunately, somewhat revised in later English editions) by Father John Meyendorff. His book is plagued by mistranslations of
St. Gregory, whom he rendered into French. They lead to some very fundamental distortions of St. Gregory Palamas' teachings, as
Father John Romanides has pointed out in a brilliant commentary on Father Meyendorff’s book [...], and these distortions have
been repeated by writers who, in keeping with the rubrics of scholarship, are more fascinated by a "new thinker" than by the meat of
spiritual life offered to the souls of those who look to St. Gregory Palamas as a model for spiritual growth and enlightenment. In
short, they perpetuate Father Meyendorff's errors and fail to read St. Gregory himself.

Das bedeutet aber nicht, da3 die durch das Heilswerk Christi erwirkte Erlosung, Siindenvergebung, Rechtfertigung und Heiligung
dem Menschen nur duf8erlich, mechanisch oder magisch angeeignet wird. Nein, nach orthodoxer Lehre muf3 auch der Mensch selbst
mitwirken, muB3 sich das aktiv aneignen, was objektiv von Christus vollbracht worden ist, muf selbst in das neue Leben eingehen,
das in Christo in der Welt erschienen ist, entsprechend dem Gebot des Apostels Paulus: »Wirket... euer Heil mit Furcht und
Zittern.« (Phil. 2, 12).

Worin besteht dieses aktive Mitwirken des Menschen an seinem Heil? Die Antwort hierauf ist das bekannte asketische Lebensideal
der orthodoxen Kirche. »Seit den Tagen Johannes des Taufers bis jetzt leidet das Himmelreich Gewalt; und die Gewalt tun, die
reiflen es an sich«, hat Christus gesagt (Matth. 11, 12). Mit anderen Worten: Die aktive Teilnahme besteht im schweren Kampfe mit
den Leidenschaften, der siindigen Natur, in der Bufle, Lossage von den Méchten des Bdsen, Reinigung von der Siinde, Befestigung
des Willens im Guten, Erfiillung des Willens Gottes, der géttlichen Gebote, im Wachsen im tugendhaften Leben, in der Liebe zu
Gott und dem Néchsten, in der Selbstverleugnung und Selbstaufopferung, im Tragen des Kreuzes Christi. Hierfiir ist natiirlich der
Beistand der gottlichen Gnade notwendig. — Das Heil des Menschen ist ein gottmenschlicher Prozel3.

Die romisch-katholischen und evangelischen Christen streiten sich beziiglich der Antwort auf die Frage: Was rechtfertigt den
Menschen? Die romisch-katholischen Theologen antworten: Der Glaube und gute Werke; die Protestanten behaupten: allein der
Glaube, und nennen die romischkatholische Praxis verdchtlich Werkheiligkeit. Doch geht die Auseinandersetzung oft mehr um
die Worte als um die Sache. Beide werden ndmlich im wesentlichen mit der Auffassung der orthodoxen Kirche iibereinstimmen,
wenn sie mit den Worten des hl. Apostels Paulus antwortet: »der Glaube, der sich in der Liebe auswirkt.« (Gal. 5,6). Tagtéglich
bittet der orthodoxe Christ im Morgengebet: »...0 mein Heiland, errette mich nach Deiner Gnade; denn so Du mich nach meinen
Werken selig machen wolltest, das wire keine Gnade noch Geschenk, sondern vielmehr eine Schuldigkeit... Du hast gesagt: Wer an
mich glaubt, der wird leben und wird den Tod nicht sehen ewiglich. So denn der Glaube an Dich rettet die Verzweifelnden, siche:
ich glaube, so rette mich denn, weil Du mein Gott und mein Schopfer bist. Es werde mir nun, o mein Gott, der Glaube zugerechnet
fiir die Werke; fordere nicht die Werke von hier aus, die mich rechtfertigen sollten, sondern dieser mein Glaube soll genugtuend fiir
alles sein, er soll mich verantworten, er soll mich zum Teilnehmer machen Deiner ewigen Herrlichkeit...« In allen Gebeten, in allen
Schriften ihrer heiligen Véter und Lehrer bekennt die orthodoxe Kirche, da3 der siindige Mensch der gottlichen Liebe, Ertbarmung
und Gnade unwiirdig ist, dal er nur Verwerfung und Strafe verdient. »Ich weine und wehklage bitterlich, indem ich sehe die
schreckliche Vergeltung des Wortes, von meinen Werken keine Rechtfertigung habe und wenig besitze im Verhéltnis zu meiner
Schuld, ich Unseliger. Deshalb flehe ich,... schenke mir Erlassung der Siinden, Christus, o Gott, und grofle Gnade.« (Sonntag,
Abendgottesdienst, 5. Ton). Gerettet wird nur der, der ein »neues Geschopf« in Christo ist. Ein »neues Geschopf« ist aber nur der,
der »den fritheren Wandel des alten Menschen, der an den triigerischen Geliisten zugrundegeht«, abgelegt, sich in der »geistigen
Gesinnung« erneuert und den »neuen Menschen, der nach Gott in wahrer Gerechtigkeit und Heiligkeit geschaffen ist«, angezogen
hat. (Ephes. 4, 22—24). Aber auch hierfiir ist Gottes Gnade notwendig. Deshalb betet die Kirche im Begrabnisritus: »Errette durch
Deine Barmherzigkeit, o Erloser, von den Ubertretungen Deinen Diener, den Du jetzt hinweggenommen hast im Glauben, weil
doch, o Menschenliebender, durch menschliche Werke niemand gerechtfertigt wird.« (Priester-Begréibnisritus). Nur »durch den
Heiligen Geist wird jede Seele belebt und durch Reinigung erhoht, erleuchtet durch die dreifache Einheit in heiligem

Geheimnis.« (Sonntag, Morgengottesdienst, 4. Ton).
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Das Erlosungswerk unseres Heilandes Jesu Christi

Die Inkarnation des Ewigen Logos, des Sohnes Gottes, ist die Fundamentaltatsache der evangelischen Geschichte, und das Dogma,
in dem diese Tatsache formuliert ist, das Grunddogma des Glaubens und der Frommigkeit. Warum ist aber der Sohn Gottes Mensch
geworden? — Im nicdno-konslantinopolitanischen Glaubensbekenntnis ist kurz gesagt: »Der um uns Menschen und um unserer
Erlésung willen von den Himmeln herabgekommen, und Fleisch geworden vom Heiligen Geiste und der Jungfrau Maria, und
Mensch geworden ist.« Im Glaubensbekenntnis finden wir aber keine eindeutige Antwort auf die Frage: Wie, d. h. auf welche
Weise, der Herr unser Heil, unsere Erlosung vollzogen hat.

In der Theologie der westlichen Bekenntnisse ist die juristische Auffassung der Erlosung des katholischen Theologen Anselm von
Canterbury vorherrschend. Obgleich diese Auffassung auch in den dogmatischen Systemen vieler neuer orthodoxer Theologen
Aufnahme gefunden hat, ist sie hier doch ein Fremdkoérper, da juristische Vorstellungen und Begriffe der Orthodoxie fremd sind.
Fremd ist diese Auffassung auch den liturgischen Gebeten der orthodoxen Kirche. Deshalb haben namhafte orthodoxe Theologen
die alte patristische Auffassung des Heilswerkes Christi wieder erneuert.

Fast alle hl. Viter und Lehrer der alten Kirche weisen darauf hin, daf} das fleischgewordene Wort den Teufel besiegt und den
Menschen aus der Gefangenschaft, in die er infolge des Siindenfalles geraten war, befreit hat. Schon der hl. Irendus hat in seiner

Schrift »Gegen die Haresien« geschrieben: »Durch den zweiten Menschen (d. h. Jesus Christus) hat Er (d. h. Gott) den Starken
gebunden und seine Gefédlle gepliindert und den Tod vernichtet, lebendig machend den Menschen, der dem Tod verfallen war. Denn
das erste Gefdl} seiner Besitznahme ist Adam gewesen, den er auch unter seiner Gewalt hielt, da er ihn ndmlich unrechtméafBig zur
Ubertretung verleitete und unter dem Vorwande der Unsterblichkeit die Sterblichkeit in ihn brachte. Denn durch das Versprechen,
sie wiirden sein wie Goétter (was ihm durchaus nicht moglich ist), bewirkte er den Tod in ihnen: darum ward auch mit Recht von
Gott wieder gefangen genommen der Gefangennehmer des Menschen, befreit aber ward von den Banden der Verdammnis der
gefangen gewesene Mensch.« (111, 23; vergl. V, 21).
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DOGMATISCHE THEOLOGIE - "NACHMETAPHYSISCH" (FORSCHUNGSSCHWERPUNKT)

INSTITUT FUR FUNDAMENTALTHEOLOGIE UND DOGMATIK

Lebensorientierung und SinnerschlieBung sind in der Uniibersichtlichkeit einer pluralisti-schen und multikulturellen Gesellschaft
dringend notwendig. Dazu bedarf es auch der Glaubenstraditionen und deren intellektueller Aneignung. Aufgabe von
Fundamentaltheologie und Dogmatik ist es, die grundlegenden Inhalte des christlichen Glaubens hermeneutisch zu erschliefen und
ihre Plausibilitit auszuweisen.

Das Institut fiir Fundamentaltheologie und Dogmatik ist seit Anfang an einer ,,Kritischen Theologie* verpflichtet. Das heif3t: Fiir die
wissenschaftliche Reflexion der Bekenntnisgestalt des christlichen Glaubens sind fiir den Ausgangspunkt von Lehre und Forschung
die Moglichkeitsbedingungen einer Rede von Gott im Kontext von Gesellschaft, Kirche und Individuum zu analysieren und
einzubeziehen. Die Konstellation der gegenwértigen nachmetaphysischen Kultur manifestiert eine sich weiter 6ffnende Kluft
zwischen Glauben und Wissen, Sakularisierung und neuen Fundamentalismen, Pluralismus und Riickzug in geschlossene
Konventikel. Jiirgen Habermas® Riickfrage an das Christentum, ob dieses weiterhin eine ,,gegenwirtige Gestalt des Geistes* (Auch
eine Geschichte der Philosophie I, 38) bleiben wird und der Philosophie und den Wissenschaften anregende theologische Gehalte zu
denken aufgibt, ist als besorgte Anfrage von der anderen Seite der geisteswissenschaftlichen und philosophischen Frage nach dem
Menschen und seinem Selbstverstindnis zu verstehen und ernst zu nehmen.

Angesichts dieser Ausgangslage ist unsere Forschungstitigkeit darauthin ausgerichtet, die Traktate der Dogmatischen Theologie auf
ihre Fundamente hin zu iiberpriifen, inwiefern sie nach der irreversiblen Trennung von Glauben und Wissen eine neue Verbindung
von Glauben und Wissen begriindbar und existenziell orientierend leisten kann. Das ist nur méglich, wenn auch die Dogmatische
Theologie den ,,Blick von aulen* aufnimmt und ihn in diskursiver Einstellung verarbeitet. Das Projekt einer ,,Performativen
Dogmatik* untersucht deshalb die wissens-, gesellschafts- und sprachtheoretischen Grundlagen einer Rede von Gott als Arbeit an
einer zukunftsfahigen Theologie fiir das 3. Jahrtausend.
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Dogmatische Theologie hat die Aufgabe, die Sinngehalte des christlichen Glaubens zusammenhéngend darzustellen und im Blick
auf die Fragen der Gegenwart zu erschliefen.

Um diese Aufgabe angemessen wahrzunehmen, muss sie sich zunidchst um eine moglichst ursprungsgetreue Darstellung des
Glaubens bemiihen. Hierzu greift sie auf die Heilige Schrift und die kirchliche Uberlieferung zuriick und schlieft an die groBen
theologischen Entwiirfe der Antike, des Mittelalters und der Neuzeit an.

Dennoch kann Dogmatische Theologie nicht einfach wiederholen, was andere Epochen vorgedacht haben. Sie muss daher die

Sinngehalte des Glaubens fiir heute zeitgemaf erschliefen.

Dazu bedarf es einer wachen Zeitdiagnostik und einer angemessenen Denkform. Das zeitdiagnostische Sensorium kann in den
pluralen Lebenswelten der spiaten Moderne durch das Gesprich mit anderen Geistes- und Sozialwissenschaften, aber auch mit der
Gegenwartsliteratur ausgebildet werden. Fiir die Ausarbeitung einer konsistenten Denkform, in der sich die Inhalte des Glaubens
systematisch zur Darstellung bringen lassen, ist das Gesprich mit der modernen Philosophie wesentlich.

Diesem Aufgabenprofil entsprechen Schwerpunkte der Arbeit an unserem Fachbereich:

Die Poetikdozentur ,,Literatur und Religion®, einzigartig im deutschen Sprachraum, bietet Gelegenheit, mit zeitgendssischen
Autorinnen und Autoren ins Gesprich zu kommen. Sie schult das Sensorium fiir Sprache und schérft die Wahrnehmung fiir
religionsaffine Suchbewegungen der Gegenwart. Der vom Fachbereich initiierte fakultire Forschungsschwerpunkt ,,Christliche
Identitét in der Moderne* beleuchtet die weitreichenden Transformationen des christlichen Glaubens in der Moderne und versucht
die daraus erwachsenden Herausforderungen produktiv zu verarbeiten. SchlieBlich ist das Thema ,,Religion und Gewalt®, das nach
den Anschldgen vom 11. September 2001 eine neue Sichtbarkeit erhalten hat, Gegenstand eines drittmittelfinanzierten
Forschungsprojekts. Dieses untersucht die Frage nach der potentiellen Gewalttrichtigkeit von Religion, die insbesondere durch die
Arbeiten Jan Assmanns aufgeworfen wurde.
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Studieninformationen Dogmatik
Aufgabe des Fachs Dogmatik ist es, den christlichen Glauben in systematischer Sicht darzustellen. Sein Gegenstand ist der Glaube




der Kirche, wie er in der Offenbarung und deren Auslegung in der Entwicklung der Glaubenslehre greifbar wird und, verantwortet
vor den Herausforderungen der Zeit, zur Sprache gebracht werden muss. An der Katholisch-Theologischen Fakultit der Universitét
Miinchen wird das Fach Dogmatik von dem Lehrstuhl fiir Dogmatik und 6kumenische Theologie, zwei auBlerplanméfligen
Professoren sowie von Privatdozenten vertreten. Priifungsberechtigt sind Prof. Dr. Bertram Stubenrauch, PD Dr. Christoph
Binninger und Jun.-Prof. Dr. Birgitta Kleinschwirzer-Meister.

Als Hauptvorlesungen im Fach Dogmatik - damit auch fiir die Lehramtsstudierenden relevant - sind: Gotteslehre, Christologie und
Soteriologie, Schopfungslehre/Anthropologie, Ekklesiologie, Sakramentenlehre und Eschatologie. Dazu kommen
Spezialvorlesungen, die sich vorwiegend an Studierende im Diplomstudiengang richten. Speziell fiir die nicht-vertieften
Studienginge werden Vorlesungen angeboten, die vor allem einen ersten Einblick und einen Uberblick iiber das Fach und seine
Inhalte geben. Dabei wird jeweils der Priifungsstoff vermittelt.

Seminare richten sich an Studierende aller Fachrichtungen, insbesondere an die Eingangssemester. Sie werden normalerweise von
den wissenschaftlichen Mitarbeitern durchgefiihrt. Hier werden exemplarisch Probleme erortert, die fiir das Versténdnis des
christlichen Glaubens weichenstellend sind und von denen her sich das Verstindnis systematischer Theologie insgesamt erschlief3t.
Dabei erfolgt eine Einfiihrung in die wichtige Literatur, es werden Anregungen fiir die Erstellung von Seminararbeiten sowie fiir
eine Wertung der Literatur gegeben. Fiir die aktive Teilnahme an diesem Seminar kann ein Seminarschein ausgestellt werden.

Der ,,Grundkurs Dogmatik I vermittelt zentrale Inhalte des Glaubensbekenntnisses, wie sie etwa im ,,Katholischen Erwachsenen-
Katechismus. Das Glaubensbekenntnis der Kirche* (hrsg. von der Deutschen Bischofskonferenz 1985) dargeboten werden, und gibt
zugleich eine erste Einfiihrung in das Fach Dogmatik. Die hier vermittelten Kenntnisse sind Voraussetzung des Fachstudiums und
Gegenstand der Zwischenpriifung im vertieften Studium. Der Erwerb eines Seminarscheins ist in dieser Veranstaltung moglich.
Der ,,Grundkurs Dogmatik I1“ hat die Aufgabe, eine vertiefte Einfithrung in das Fach zu bieten (Traktat Einfithrung in die
Dogmatik/Theologische Erkenntnislehre) und einen moglichst breiten Uberblick zu erschlieBen. Gleichzeitig soll er als
Repetitorium der unmittelbaren Priifungsvorbereitung in den unterschiedlichen Studiengéngen dienen. Dabei ist die Stoffauswahl —
im Gegensatz zum ,,Grundkurs Dogmatik I — vor allem auf die fiir alle Studiengénge vorgeschriebenen ,,Priifungspflichttrakte*
Gotteslehre und Christologie fokussiert. Von den Zentralfragen des Glaubens ausgehend soll eine innere Struktur des Fachs deutlich
und sichtbar werden. Der Erwerb eines Seminarscheins ist in dieser Veranstaltung moglich.

Das Hauptseminar richtet sich vor allem an Studierende im vertieften Lehramtsstudiengang sowie an Diplomstudierende. Hier ist
der Erwerb eines Hauptseminarscheins moglich. Dazu werden Einzelthemen in historischer und systematischer Betrachtung
erortert. Es soll eine wissenschaftliche Auseinandersetzung mit wichtigen Fragen der Deutung des christlichen Glaubens erfolgen.
Das Oberseminar richtet sich insbesondere an Doktoranden und Diplomanden, die Dogmatik als Hauptfach gewihlt haben. Fiir die
Teilnahme an diesem Seminar werden vertiefte Kenntnisse des Faches vorausgesetzt. Diese Veranstaltungen dienen der
wissenschaftlichen Vertiefung. Fiir die aktive Teilnahme an einem Oberseminar kann ein Oberseminarschein ausgestellt werden.
Das 6kumenische Haupt- bzw. Oberseminar wird in Kooperation zwischen der Ausbildungseinrichtung Orthodoxe Theologie, der
Evangelisch-Theologischen Fakultiit, sowie dem Okumenischen Forschungsinstitut (OFI) bzw. dem Lehrstuhl fiir Dogmatik und
6kumenische Theologie ausgerichtet. In diesen Haupt- bzw. Oberseminaren werden in besonderer Weise Themen des
interkonfessionellen Gesprichs behandelt. Der Erwerb eines Haupt- bzw. Oberseminarscheins im Fach Dogmatik ist hier moglich.
Die vertiefte wissenschaftliche Arbeit im Bereich der Okumene erfolgt im {iberfakultiren Zentrum fiir 5kumenische Forschung
(ZoF).

Das Doktorandenkolloquium findet fiir Doktoranden im Fach Dogmatik statt. Hier werden Ergebnisse der wissenschaftlichen Arbeit
der Teilnehmer vorgestellt und diskutiert. Fiir die Teilnahme ist eine personliche Einladung erforderlich.
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La Théologie Historique

La TH répond a ces questions : “Comment, dans le passé, les gens ont-ils compris la Bible ? Qu’ont-ils pensé de 1’exégése et de la
théologie ?” et plus particuliérement : “Comment la doctrine chrétienne s’est-elle développée a travers les siécles, notamment en
réponse aux fausses doctrines?”” La TH s’intéresse aux opinions du passé. Elle vise a comprendre aussi comment les lecteurs
comprennent la Bible dans d’autres pays du monde. Cela ne veut pas dire qu’ils ont raison, mais cela veut dire que nous avons tous
beaucoup a apprendre.

Etudier attentivement la fagon dont la Bible a été comprise et interprétée dans le temps est une fagon de nous débarrasser de nos
préjugeés. Cela invite a I’humilité, et nous aide a laisser de coté les préjugés que d’autres avant nous ont déja démontés. La TH nous
aide aussi a contrecarrer des fausses doctrines qui ont déja été écartées dans le passé et nous rappelle qu’interpréter la Bible ne doit
jamais étre un travail solitaire.

La Théologie Systématique

La TS répond a ces questions “Que dit la Bible dans son ensemble sur tel sujet ?”, ou, formulée d’une autre fagon, “Qu’est-ce qui
est vrai sur Dieu et I’univers ?”

Au risque d’enfoncer des portes ouvertes, la TS est systématique : elle est organisée autour de principes logiques, d’ordres et de
besoins. Elle étudie comment la Bible est logiquement cohérente dans un systéme de pensée. Elle organise la vérité biblique sous
des titres ou « systémes » tels que la doctrine de Dieu (théologie propre), la Bible (bibliologie), les humains (anthropologie), le
péché (hamartiologie), le Christ (christologie), I’Esprit Saint (pneumatologie), le salut (sotériologie), I’Eglise (ecclésiologie), et la
fin des temps (eschatologie).

La TS est faite pour interagir avec le monde contemporain et s’adresser a lui. Méme les théologiens systématiques les plus fideles
aux spécificités narratives de la Bible et aux différences de récits, finissent par avoir une pensée trés structurée, certains les appelant
des théodramas [sic].

L’unité de la Bible rend la TS possible et nécessaire. Les données bibliques doivent guider la TS, et en retour, la TS doit défier les
courants de pensée du monde.

Parfois il est primordial de ne pas aller « au-dela des Ecritures », car certaines vérités bibliques recouvrent des choses qui demeurent
inconnues. Par exemple, il y a des choses importantes que nous ne savons pas sur I’incarnation de Jésus, sur la Trinité, sur la
souveraineté de Dieu et la responsabilité des hommes.




Prétendre que nous en savons plus risquerait d’engendrer de la confusion et des fausses doctrines. Il est important d’écouter avec
humilité et attention la Parole de Dieu et de relier chaque passage entre eux avec respect de la vérité et de 1’authenticité.

Tout le monde a recours a la TS. Sa qualité est basée sur des données, des méthodes de construction, des principes d’exclusion, du
vocabulaire précis et des conclusions logiques et pertinentes.

La Théologie Pastorale

La TP répond a la question suivante : “Comment les étre humains doivent-ils répondre a la révélation divine ?”” Parfois, la Parole de
Dieu elle-méme répond a cette question, parfois il faut le déduire des Ecritures.

La TP met en pratique les autres théologies : a tel point que les autres théologies risquent d’étre stériles et méme de déshonorer Dieu
si elles ne sont pas étroitement liées a la réponse que les étres humains doivent donner face a la révélation de la Parole de Dieu.

La TP peut concerner des domaines divers tels que la culture, 1’éthique, 1’évangélisation, le mariage, la famille, I’argent, la guérison
des ames, la politique, I’adoration et bien d’autres encore.
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La question est complexe parce qu’elle est au croisement des statuts donnés a ces textes par leurs différentes communautés de
lecture, des usages qu’on en a faits et des méthodes de lecture qu’on leur a appliquées. Une premiére précaution est a prendre :
comment, en effet, percevons-nous la dimension, disons « religieuse », de ces textes ? Il me semble que cette dimension ne prend le
sens que nous lui donnons aujourd’hui qu’a partir du moment ou se sont trouvés opposés les termes religieux et non religieux. Pour
I’époque d’écriture de ces textes, d’une fagon qui peut paraitre paradoxale, cette distinction n’est pas pertinente puisque les dieux
vont de soi ! En tout cas, si I’univers dans lequel sont nés ces textes est religieux — parce qu’il ne peut pas en étre autrement — il ne
I’est pas comme nous I’entendons aujourd’hui dans son opposition a non religieux. Mieux encore, il convient de relever que les
discours bibliques ne sont pas uniquement théologiques, que les problémes humains et sociaux y tiennent une grande place et que
certains livres parlent peu ou pas de Dieu (ainsi le livre d’Esther).

I1 est nécessaire de clarifier le rapport que I’on peut avoir a ces textes fondateurs dans le cadre de I’école. Pour préciser ce que peut
étre ou ne pas étre cette lecture, entrons dans le probléme de fagon concréte avec un texte connu de tous et une premicre question :
quelles lectures peut-on faire du premier chapitre de la Genése, selon que 1’on se situe dans une approche confessionnelle —il y a
plusieurs traditions et, a I’intérieur de chacune, de grandes diversités existent — ou dans une approche textuelle — ce qui n’exclut pas
non plus les accents divers (plutot littéraire, plutot historique, plutot philosophique ou encore anthropologique...) ?

Une premicére lecture confessionnelle pourra considérer ce premier chapitre de la Genése comme vérité sur I’origine du monde en
affirmant que tout ce qui y est énoncé s’est ainsi passé (c’est le point de vue créationniste). Une autre lecture confessionnelle, libre
par rapport a la littéralité du texte, dira que, si ce texte ne décrit pas I’origine du monde, il annonce un message a son lecteur pour
I’instruire sur la vision du monde qu’il considére comme vraie, selon les valeurs qu’il met en avant. Prenons la précaution de
rappeler que ce ne sont que deux exemples et que, a I’intérieur des approches confessionnelles, la pluralité existe et méme une tres
grande diversité. N’oublions pas que face a cette lecture s’est développée, depuis Voltaire, une lecture du soupgon, qui va jusqu’a
une position militante ne voyant dans ce texte que supercheries et tromperies.

Précisons maintenant les caractéristiques d’une lecture que ’on pourrait qualifier d’historico-littéraire de ce méme texte. Ecrit dans
un contexte postexilique par un groupe sacerdotal (des indices textuels le montrent), il est considéré comme la réponse élaborée par
des hommes a leur interrogation sur ce qu’ils voient du monde, de leur monde proche-oriental, de son ordre et des menaces qui
pésent sur cet ordre, et donc sur eux : il prend position par rapport aux autres textes existant dans le monde babylonien. Force
incitative du mythe qui ne prétend pas a I’explication rationnelle mais stimule la réflexion, ouvre des points de vue différents sur
une réalitécommune (ici I’étre humain s’interrogeant, & un moment précis, sur son origine, sur le temps et sur sa place dans
I’univers qui est le sien tout en énongant son point de vue face a d’autres conceptions).

L’interprétation des textes varie donc selon la communauté de lecture qui s’en empare et le statut qu’elle leur donne. L’Ecole est
aussi une communauté de lecture qui lit des textes a son propre compte et ne peut pas se contenter de faire une histoire des lectures
pratiquées par les autres communautés de lecture. Les lectures initiées et pratiquées par 1’école ne peuvent étre ni confessionnelles
ni confessantes : elles ressortissent a une approche strictement textuelle, située historiquement. Dans la formation a la lecture des
textes fondateurs, 1’école me semble pouvoir tenir un réle précis et limité : permettre aux lecteurs non pas de croire ou de ne pas
croire mais de comprendre ces textes, ce que leurs auteurs ont voulu dire. A titre d’exemple, il ne s’agit pas de croire que Dieu a
donné I’ordre & Abraham, un jour, de sacrifier son fils mais de comprendre ce que veulent dire ceux qui ont écrit ce récit, quelles
réponses ils apportent a quelles questions de leurs contemporains (et a quels contemporains d’ailleurs ?). De plus, I’école est bien
placée, dans sa tache d’initiatrice a la lecture, pour (ré)-intégrer les textes bibliques dans le corpus des textes de « notre » antiquité
et leur appliquer les mémes méthodes d’analyse qu’aux autres textes.

Exégéese et théologie biblique

La TB atténue la fagon dont notre exégése influence notre TS, en partie parce qu’elle aide chacun a se rappeler qu’il y a une
promesse et un accomplissement, un type et un antitype, un développement organique, une anticipation et une consommation.
L’exégese et la TB ont des domaines communs : les deux permettent de comprendre les textes et la TB est impossible sans
I’exégese. L’exégese se concentre sur des analyses et la TB sur des synthéses. La TB étudie les résultats de 1’exégese dans des livres
individuels et a la lumiére du récit dans sa globalité. L’exégése contrdle la TB, et la TB influence I’exégese.

Exégése et théologie biblique

Les anciens Credos et I’histoire de I’exégese et de la théologie sont intéressants mais ne sont pas, comme la Bible, 1’autorité ultime.
Sans la théologie historique 1’exégese peut dégénérer dans des débats obscurs liés aux enjeux du XXIéme siécle.

Une exégese responsable lutte avec des exégeses et des théologies plus anciennes.

11 est possible, cependant, de devenir expert des opinions secondaires, au point d’oublier le texte biblique. Analyser 1’histoire des
interprétations ne doit jamais usurper la lecture et I’analyse de la Bible.

Exégese et théologie systématique

Certains pensent que leur exégése découvre naturellement et objectivement le sens du texte et que leur théologie systématique
découle de ces découvertes.

En réalité, la théologie systématique influence profondément 1I’exégese de chacun. Sans le savoir, beaucoup de personnes
développent leur liste de passages favoris dans la Bible. Ils deviennent ensuite leur grille de lecture pour interpréter le reste de la




Bible. Cela engendre beaucoup de conflits entre chrétiens. Ce probléme peut se développer de deux fagcons au moins :

Une tradition d’Eglise peut exagérer des vérités bibliques aux dépens d’autres, mettant de coté les passages qui ne « collent pas ».
Par exemple, la fagon dont 1I’'un comprendra la lettre aux Galates influencera sa fagon de comprendre la justification dans tout le
Nouveau Testament.

Une tradition d’Eglise peut adopter une structure qui intégre tous les livres de la Bible mais qui les classifie de fagon artificielle et
peut profonde. Le pire, c’est d’utiliser une théologie systématique sans se soucier du reste de la Bible.

Théologie historique et théologie systématique

Quand on étudie ce que la Bible dit sur un sujet précis, il faut prendre en compte la TH. Dans une certaine mesure, la TS intégre les
catégories de la TH mais 1'objectif et les priorités de la TS soulévent des questions pertinentes dans notre société moderne.
Théologie biblique et théologie historique

La TB et la TH prennent en considération les périodes historiques : la TB se concentre sur 1'époque ou les textes ont été écrits et
collectés, alors que la TH étudie les temps a partir du moment ou la Bible a été compléte. Dit autrement, la TB se concentre sur la
Bible alors que la TH se concentre sur ce que des personnes remarquables ont pensé de la Bible. La TB est optimale quand elle est
en interaction avec la TH.
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Théologie biblique et théologie systématique

La TB est historique et organique, la TS est relativement a-historique [sic] et universelle. Contrairement a la TB, qui est un travail
intuitif & partir du texte biblique, la TS s’¢loigne du texte biblique puisqu’elle fait appelle a la philosophie, aux sciences et a d’autres
disciplines que le texte biblique ne souléve pas directement. Cependant, la TS est la plus exhaustive des disciplines théologiques.
L’exégese et la TB ont un avantage, par rapport a la TS, c’est que la Bible est plus directement en ligne avec leur raisonnement. La
TS a I’avantage d’une approche holistique.

La TS est plus ¢éloignée du texte biblique que la TB, mais elle se référe plus a ’engagement culturel.

D’une certains fagon, la TB est comme un pont entre 1’exégése et la TS parce qu’elle couvre les deux et elle les aide a s’écouter et
s’entendre 1’une 1’autre. D’une certaine fagon, la TS est une discipline cumulative car elle forme et transforme la vision du monde
d’une personne.

La TB est importante de nos jours parce que I’Evangile peut étre incohérent si les personnes ne comprennent pas ’histoire entiére
de la Bible. La TS est importante car quand elle est bien menée, elle apporte clarté et profondeur a notre compréhension de la Bible.
La théologie pastorale et les autres disciplines

La TP applique I’exégese, la TB, 1a TH et la TS, afin d’aider les gens a glorifier Dieu dans leur vie, au quotidien, avec sagesse et
une vision biblique. Elle répond a la question pratique “Comment devons-nous vivre ?”

11 est possible de considérer la TP comme une discipline indépendante, mais il est plus sage de reconnaitre que la Bible n’a pas été
donnée pour nous pousser seulement a des réflexions intellectuelles. Elle nous a été¢ donnée pour transformer nos vies, et que nous
soyons pragmatiques.

La notion de “théologie peu pratique”, ¢’est-a-dire une théologie qui met de c6té la repentance, la foi, I’obéissance, la joie du
Seigneur, a quelque chose de ridicule voire de blasphématoire.

Parfois, nous sommes prompts a nous demander “que veut dire la Bible pour moi ?”” que nous ignorons la distance entre nous-
mémes et le texte et nous compromettons 1’historicité de la Bible et la révélation de Dieu.

Il est mieux de lire un passage, le méditer, réfléchir a son apport dans toute la Bible et ensuite seulement, se demander comment il
s’applique a nous, a notre Eglise et & notre société.

Puisque Dieu a créé I’univers, nous devons lui rendre des comptes et il a donné sa Parole dans la Bible. Méme si nous essayons
honnétement de comprendre la grace de Dieu, ¢’est insuffisant si nous ne lui apportons pas une réponse.

Les interpretes sont inséparables de la procédure d’interprétation et notre attitude envers le texte est capitale. Essayer de maitriser le
texte n’est pas suffisant, nous devons vouloir étre maitrisés par le texte. Car un jour, nous devrons rendre des comptes a Celui qui
dit « Toutes ces choses, ma main les a faites, Et toutes ont regu l'existence, dit 'Eternel. Voici sur qui je porterai mes regards: Sur
celui qui souffre et qui a I'esprit abattu, Sur celui qui craint ma parole. » (Es 66.2).
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L’article porte un titre un peu osé et le lecteur pourrait s’attendre & y trouver un débat sur la théologie biblique. Il n’est pas question
de soulever ici cette question, mais notre objectif est de présenter un projet en cours de réalisation, a savoir : le rayonnement
théologique dans les communautés de base.

A I’exemple de Jésus évangélisateur itinérant, le théologien est invité a descendre des amphithéétres universitaires pour rejoindre la
natte communautaire de la palabre sur la Parole de Dieu. En effet, si I’objectif du théologien est d’amener ses destinataires a mieux
connaitre Dieu et son message, s’il veut que son discours soit pertinent et efficace, son agir doit se faire en deux mouvements : le
mouvement de ressourcement et le mouvement de I’aller vers et de 1’étre avec les destinataires d’un message dont il n’a pas le
monopole de sens, c’est a dire d’interprétation. Le role du théologien est alors de contribuer par ses connaissances exégétiques a
I’intelligence du texte en proposant notamment a la communauté en palabre les clés de décryptage et de prendre ensuite la place
d’un simple membre pour se laisser enrichir par I’apport de la communauté en palabre ou chacun est invité a s’exprimer sur ce qui
se fait et sur ce qui se dit. Le théologien forme les membres de la communauté et se laisse former par eux. « Ahari inama haba
Imana : 13 ou est la communion, 1a Dieu est présent et opérationnel ». Et I’Evangile selon Mt 18,20 ne dit pas autrement : « La ou
deux ou trois se trouvent réunis en mon nom, je suis au milieu d’eux ».

Convaincue de la puissance de la parole livrée en palabre, je crois que I’enracinement de la parole de Dieu dans le terroir africain ne
peut pas se faire sans la contribution de la base. L’ouverture aux mod¢les de discussions au sein de la communauté en palabre
traditionnelle est une des voies pour y parvenir. Et pour cela, I’apport de la base éclairée par les chercheurs théologiens est une
contribution indispensable pour la véritable vitalité de la communauté. Le projet de rayonnement théologique veut, a son niveau,
contribuer a cette vitalité communautaire.

Il aura a établir le pont entre les théologiens et la base en les mettant sur la méme natte communautaire. Pour y arriver le projet
prépare la base a ’accueil des enseignements des théologiens et facilite leurs mouvements de ’aller vers et de 1’étre avec les
communautés de base. Le projet crée, a cet effet, des espaces qui rendent accessibles aux chrétiens de la base les enseignements des
théologiens. Ces derniers sont invités a enseigner dans notre langue, puisque la plupart des chrétiens n’en comprennent pas une




autre. Cette manicre de faire va certainement contribuer a I’accouchement théologique dans notre langue et notre culture.

Mais comme ce projet est vaste, il a fallu commencer modeste- ment par un bout : la vulgarisation de I’é¢tude de la Bible.

Depuis cing ans, j’y travaille dans certaines paroisses de I’Eglise de Dieu qui est au Burundi. En 2007, ma Congrégation des Sceurs
Bene Tereziya, qui a comme charisme « I’enseignement de la Parole de Dieu » a approuvé le projet comme point d’appui pour la
nouvelle évangélisation. En 2009 lors de la cldture du Jubilé de 75 années d’existence de la Congrégation des Bene Tereziya, la
Supérieure Générale a invité solennellement les chrétiens a entrer a I’école de I’é¢tude de la Bible pour tous : « Mw’ishule :
‘Mukama Menyekana’« : en frangais « Epiphanie ». Actuellement, ma famille religieuse est en train d’intensifier ses efforts pour
que ce projet devienne le tremplin de la nouvelle évangélisation en cours. M’offrir un espace dans cette illustre revue pour en parler
est déja une contribution.

Avant de présenter le projet lui-méme, je vais commencer par parler de ce qu’on pourrait nommer 1’ avant projet.
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The following article serves to define and introduce the study of Patristics. It also provides some fundamental rationale on the
importance of the Church Fathers in Orthodox Church Life.

What is Patrology?

Patristics, or Patrology, deals with the study of the large body of literature stemming from those known as the “Fathers.” Most of
these were bishops or scholars of the church in the early centuries. The majority of these fathers studied and wrote in Greek and
Latin, although some important and influential figures wrote in one or other of the ancient languages such as Coptic, Syriac, or
Armenian. There is some disagreement about how long the patristic period may be considered to have lasted but all agree that
minimally the period would extend to the date of the Council of Chalcedon (451 AD).

Classification of Patristic Literature

The Patristic literature can be classified in various ways. One would be genre (category):

1. Epistles — (epistle = formal letter) Beginning with the writings of the early Apostolic Fathers and culminating in the published
correspondence of major ecclesiastical figures like St. Basil of Caesarea or St. Ambrose of Milan. They are, similar to the epistles of
St. Paul in the New Testament, written to churches or communities of Christians.

2. Homiletic works — (homiletic = art of preaching) From some writing in the second century to the extended exegetical collections
of preachers like St. John Chyrsostom and sermons on topical or theological themes from many of the famous bishops.

3. Apologetic works — (apologetic = defense or proof of) Directed to the outsider or opponent, ranging from fairly short explanatory
essays to extensive debates.

4. Controversial literature — Describing, condemning, and arguing against teachers and heretics.

5. Biblical commentaries — Sometimes in the form of collections of exegetical homilies from scholars like Origen or from many of
the leading bishops of the later period (4th cent.).

6. Catechetical letters — (chatechetical = pertaining to teaching) Instructing new converts in the faith during lent and preparing them
for baptism at Easter.

7. Personal works — such as poems by St. Gregory Nazianzen or St. Augustine’s’ “Confessions.”

8. Hagiographical works — (hagiography = writings and study of lives of saints) Lives of saints and martyrs or homilies delivered on
saints’ days.
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Why Study Patristics?

Historical Reasons

The Patristic literature is the primary source material for reconstructing the history of the church during the period with which we
are concerned. Although there is other relevant material in secular literature, archeological evidence, etc., the Patristic literature is
the largest body of extant evidence.

Doctrinal Reasons

The Patristic literature is the primary source material for reconstructing the early history of Dogma. For the Orthodox Church, the
Fathers are a major source and authority alongside Holy Scripture and are venerated as such.

Liturgical Reasons

The Patristic literature is the primary source material for reconstructing the early history of the liturgy. In addition to the texts of the
liturgies, Patristic literature gives us such things as the descriptions of practices, quotations of early prayers, hymns, rituals, etc.
Biographical Reasons

Many of the writers were outstanding personalities worth studying in their own right. Patristics gives us insight into their character,
ete.

Spiritual Reasons

The Fathers of the Church are saints not only because of their vast knowledge, but also because of their deep spirituality. According
to the teachings of the Church, there can be no real separation between theology and spirituality. The Fathers are examples to us by
their conduct, way of life, and holiness.
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Our Knowledge of God; The Dogma of Faith

THE FIRST WORD of our Christian Symbol of Faith is "I believe." All of our Christian confession is based upon faith. God is the
first object of Christian belief. Thus, our Christian acknowledgment of the existence of God is founded not upon rational grounds,
not on proofs taken from reason or received from the experience of our outward senses, but upon an inward, higher conviction
which has a moral foundation.

In the Christian understanding, to believe in God signifies not only to acknowledge God with the mind, but also to strive towards
Him with the heart.

We believe that which is inaccessible to outward experience, to scientific investigation, to being received by our outward organs of




sense. St. Gregory the Theologian distinguishes between religious belief — "I believe in someone, in something" — and a simple
personal belief — "I believe someone, I believe something." He writes: "It is not one and the same thing ‘to believe in something'
and ‘to believe something.' We believe in the Divinity, but we simply believe any ordinary thing".

SO AS TO GUARD the right path of faith, the Church has had to forge strict forms for the expression of the truths of faith: it has
had to build up the fortresses of truth for the repulsion of influences foreign to the Church. The definitions of truth declared by the
Church have been called, since the days of the Apostles, dogmas. In the Acts of the Apostles we read of the Apostles Paul and
Timothy that "as they went through the cities, they delivered them the decrees (dogmata) for to keep, that were ordained of the
apostles and elders which were at Jerusalem" (Acts 16:4; here the reference is to the decrees of the Apostolic Council which is
described in the fifteenth chapter of the Book of Acts). Among the ancient Greeks and Romans the Greek word dogmat was used to
refer a) to philosophical conceptions, and b) to directives which were to be precisely fulfilled. In the Christian understanding,
"dogmas" are the opposite of" opinions," that is, inconstant personal conceptions.

The Sources of Dogmas

ON WHAT ARE DOGMAS FOUNDED? It is clear that dogmas are not founded on the rational conceptions of separate individuals,
even though these might be Fathers and Teachers of the Church, but, rather, on the teaching of Sacred Scripture and on the
Apostolic Sacred Tradition. The truths of faith which are contained in the Sacred Scripture and the Apostolic Sacred Tradition give
the fullness of the teaching of faith which was called by the ancient Fathers of the Church the "catholic faith," the "catholic
teaching" of the Church. The truths of Scripture and Tradition, harmoniously fused together into a single whole, define the "catholic
consciousness" of the Church, a consciousness that is guided by the Holy Spirit.
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Finally, we must not let political ecumenism distort what the Fathers have written. The Orthodox Fathers write what they do with a
true concern for the truth, and thus words like "heretic" and "defiler of the Faith" are to found in their writings. They do not use
these words in the spirit of hatred that marks so many misled Orthodox zealots today, but out of a deep and abiding concern for the
protection of their readers—their spiritual children—from wrong teaching. There is nothing embarrassing about this aspect of the
Fathers for mature Christian thinkers, and we must heed the message in these harsher words of the Fathers with care. We are not
free to pick and to choose.

St. Gregory Palamas begins one of his essays on the Holy Spirit with comments about the Latins that would shock an ecumenist. He
dismisses the Latins as heretics and denies all of the political formulas by which, in our hypocritical age, what is not Orthodox is
suddenly made so. Had Father John Meyendorff, again, heeded this point, his book on this great Father might have been more loyal
to the teachings of St. Gregory.

Barlaam well may have been, as St. Gregory Palamas believed and intimates, a Latin who went East to foster compromise and
dissent, so as to provoke a political union between the Orthodox and Rome [...]. And St. Gregory Palamas may well have been a
champion of the same kind of resistance which we Old Calendarists are waging today against the machinations of Rome in
attracting Orthodox ecclesiastical politicians into a union based on ecclesiological relativism and a betrayal of the Orthodox
Church's claim to primacy. Perhaps this is why the Uniates (Greek Catholics) still celebrate the second Sunday of Lent, dedicated in
the Orthodox Church to St. Gregory Palamas, as the Sunday of the Holy Relics. And perhaps Father Meyendorff's insensitivity to
the less edifying side of ecumenism hid from his eyes the wisdom of St. Gregory's warnings against Latin intrigue as they apply to
our own days!

If we are to learn from the Fathers, we must turn from the emptiness of scholarly egotism, snide doubt about things sacred, and
superficial tomes praised by the world but disloyal to the teachings of those about whom they are written.
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At this point we may wonder whether form and content can be so easily separated, yet the general principle seems sound,
particularly when combined with the apophatic nature of all theological language. Dogmas do not fall from the heaven. They are
verbalized at a specific time and place in response to specific questions and polemical challenges. Nor does a dogmatic definition
necessarily terminate discussion. The Council of Nicaea needed to be succeeded by the First Council of Constantinople; the Council
of Ephesus needed to be followed by the Council of Chalcedon, which in turn needed the clarifications advanced by the Second
Council of Constantinople. Such is the way of the Body of Christ in history. “Tradition is not a book,” explains Bulgakov, “which
records a certain moment in the development of the Church and stops itself, but a book always being written by the Church’s life”.
How many dogmas are there? Orthodoxy, the Russian theologian insists, has only a small number of de fide tenets that bind the
conscience of its members—specifically, the articles of the Niceno-Constantinopolitan Creed and the dogmatic definitions of the
seven Ecumenical Councils. This does not mean that everything else in the Church’s life is optional—quite the contrary — but it
does mean that much of the Church’s teaching lacks the degree of obligatoriness possessed by authentic dogmas. Bulgakov
mentions the following areas open to future dogmatic definition: pneumatology, sacraments, salvation, predestination, ecclesiology,
the veneration of the Theotokos and the saints, and eschatology. Bulgakov contrasts the dogmatic minimalism of Orthodoxy with
the maximalism of Roman Catholicism, “which tends to canonical formulation of an entire dogmatic inventory”. Orthodoxy is “a
stranger to the legalistic spirit, even in the matter of doctrine”. The Orthodox Church firmly rejects the Protestant appeal to private
judgment, as if each believer is free to invent the Christian faith for himself; yet in comparison to Catholicism, it “leaves more
liberty to personal theological thought, to individual judgment in the domain of ‘theological opinions’ (‘theologoumena’)”. In
necessariis unitas, in dubiis libertas, in omnibus caritas.

In his important essay “Dogma and Dogmatic Theology,” Bulgakov distinguishes between dogmatic fact, dogma, and
theologoumena. He does not clearly explain what he means by “dogmatic fact,” but the term seems to refer to the proclamatory-
sacramental-mystical life of the Church. Before the Church began to dogmatize, it simply preached and evangelized, baptized and
eucharistized, worshipped and prayed and hymned. This is the reality of the gospel as lived out at its primordial experiential level.
Lex orandi, lex credendi—the law of worship is the law of belief. Theology, therefore, should be understood as secondary reflection
on the primary discourse and ministry of the Church, as identification and explication of the dogmatic facts.

Herkunft des Begriffs

Der Begriff "dogmatische Theologie" soll erstmals 1659 im Titel eines Buches von L. Reinhard aufgetaucht sein. AM Fairbairn ist
der Ansicht, dass es der Ruhm von Petau war, der der neuen Miinzpragung "dogmatische Theologie" Aktualitit verlieh;und obwohl
dieselben oder verwandte Sitze seit Reinhard und Andreas Essenius wiederholt von weniger einflussreichen Schriftstellern
verwendet wurden, wird angenommen, dass F. Buddeus ( Institutiones theol. dogmat., 1723; Compendium, 1728) dem Ausdruck
seine Vormachtstellung verliehen hat. Noel Alexandre, der gallikanische Theologe, fiihrte es moglicherweise in die rémisch-
katholische Kirche ein (1693; Theologia dogmatica et moralis).

Sowohl die romisch-katholischen als auch die protestantischen Behorden sind sich einig, dass der Ausdruck mit der neuen
Gewohnheit verbunden war, Dogmatik von christlicher Ethik oder Moraltheologie zu unterscheiden, obwohl Albert Schweizer dies
von Reinhard bestreitet.In einer anderen Richtung wurden Dogmen und dogmatische Theologie auch den Wahrheiten der Vernunft
und der natiirlichen Theologie gegeniibergestellt.
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Systematische Theologie / Dogmatik

Die ,,Dogmatik* fragt nach der Bedeutung der christlichen Uberlieferungen in der Gegenwart: Wie sind die Inhalte des christlichen
Glaubens in unserer pluralistischen Kultur heute zu verstehen? Diese Frage wird nicht durch die Vermittlung eines geschlossenen
Systems beantwortet, sondern durch die Anleitung zu eigenstidndiger Reflexion, Kritik und Urteilsbildung.

Die Studierenden lernen die traditionellen Denkwege und die aktuellen Diskussionen zu theologischen und
religionsphilosophischen Themen kennen. Diese Inhalte werden auf ihre Begriindungszusammenhénge hin untersucht, zueinander
in Beziehung gesetzt und auf der Landkarte theologischen Denkens verortet. Dabei wird auch die Frage nach der Geltung, der
Leistungsfahigkeit und den Konsequenzen von konkreten theologischen Positionen gestellt. Dies fithrt zur Entwicklung eigener
Denkformen, die begriindet und in kritischen Diskussionen verantwortet werden.

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Dogmatik ist,dass einTeil der Theologie Umgang mit den theoretischen Wahrheiten des Glaubens iiber Gott und Gottes Werke, vor
allem die offizielle Theologie anerkannt durch eine organisierte Kirche Korper, wie die romisch -katholische Kirche, Niederlandisch
-Reformierte Kirche, usw. Manchmal Apologetik oder grundlegende Die Theologie wird "allgemeine dogmatische Theologie"
genannt, wobei die eigentliche dogmatische Theologie als "spezielle dogmatische Theologie" unterschieden wird.Im heutigen
Sprachgebrauch wird Apologetik jedoch nicht mehr als Teil der dogmatischen Theologie behandelt, sondern hat den Rang einer
unabhéngigen Wissenschaft erreicht, die allgemein als Einfithrung in und Grundlage der dogmatischen Theologie angesehen wird.
Der Begriff dogmatische Theologie wurde nach der protestantischen Reformation immer hiufiger verwendet, um die
Glaubensartikel zu bezeichnen, die die Kirche offiziell formuliert hatte.Ein Beispiel fiir dogmatische Theologie sind die
Lehraussagen oder Dogmen, die von den frithen Kirchenréten formuliert wurden, die theologische Probleme 16sen und sich gegen
eine ketzerische Lehre stellen wollten.Diese Glaubensbekenntnisse oder Dogmen, die aus den Kirchenréten hervorgingen, wurden
als mafigeblich und bindend fiir alle Christen angesehen, da die Kirche sie offiziell bestatigte. Ein Zweck der dogmatischen
Theologie ist es, eine Lehre zu formulieren und zu kommunizieren, die als wesentlich fiir das Christentum angesehen wird und die,
wenn sie geleugnet wird, eine Héresie darstellen wiirde.

Was ist Dogmatische Theologie?

Dogmatische Theologie ist der Glaube an eine absolute Wahrheit, die durch den christlichen Glauben festgelegt wurde. Dies
bedeutet, dass die Kirche einige durch Mundpropaganda, Tradition und historische Daten verbreitete Wahrheiten hervorgebracht
hat, und die Anhénger der Kirche miissen sie als grundlegende Wahrheit akzeptieren. Beispiele hierfiir sind die Unbefleckte
Empféngnis, die Himmelfahrt der Mutter Maria und die Auferstehung Jesu Christi.

Empirische Daten oder Tatsachen, die physisch erlebt und aufgezeichnet wurden, sind normalerweise die akzeptierte Norm in
wissenschaftlichen Studien. In der dogmatischen Theologie sind Fakten und Zahlen flieBender, weil die meisten schriftlichen




historischen Referenzen durch Mundpropaganda gestiitzt werden. Was in diesem Studienbereich akzeptiert und praktiziert wird, ist,
dass Gott den Menschen ein Konzept, eine Wahrheit oder ein Wunder gegeben hat. Gelehrte Personen wie Priester konnen es zur
moralischen Verbesserung oder Anleitung studieren.

Dogmatische Theologie wird von einem organisierten theologischen Gremium sanktioniert. Einige der anerkannteren organisierten
theologischen Korperschaften sind die romisch-katholische Kirche und die niederldndisch-reformierte Kirche. Es wird auch
allgemein als Wissenschaft mit dem Konzept von Gott und seinen Werken als Studienschwerpunkt in Verbindung gebracht.
Dogmatische Theologie ist als wissenschaftliches Studienfach die Wissenschaft des objektiven Glaubens durch gesammelte Daten;
Thomas von Aquin, ein Dominikanerpriester, der ein Heiliger wurde, hat zusammengefasst, dass die gesammelten Daten Prinzipien
sind, die von Gott offenbart wurden. Diese Prinzipien bilden die Grundlage der heiligen Wissenschaft, was bedeutet, dass ein
Student, der dogmatische Theologie studiert, ebenso wie ein Schiiler eine Tatsache akzeptiert, die im Unterricht gelehrt wird, auch
eine Tatsache, die von Gott gelehrt wird.

Theologie wird immer noch in der Grund- und Oberstufe an einer Reihe ausgewihlter Schulen auf der ganzen Welt unterrichtet. Fiir
ein weiterfiihrendes Theologiestudium miissen die Studierenden Philosophie und Theologie belegt haben. Der nichste Aufstieg im
Theologiestudium ist der Diakon, bei dem ein Student seinen Theologiegrad abschlieft. Die letzte Stufe des Studiums wire, ein voll
ordinierter Priester zu werden.

Fiir Priester und Glaubige ist das Theologiestudium eine Weiterbildung. Einige Priester lesen immer noch die veréffentlichten
Werke von Rev. Francis Hall, einem Professor fiir Dogmatik, und Rev. Joseph Pohle, einem Philosophieprofessor, um ihre eigenen
schriftlichen Werke zu erstellen, um ihre Gemeindemitglieder zu unterrichten. Gemeindemitglieder und Glidubige wiederum geben
das Gelernte an die néchste Generation weiter, was einen Zyklus des Erlernens des christlichen Glaubens propagiert.

Als hermeneutische Wissenschaftlerln fragt die/der DogmatikerIn nach den Ressourcen und Gefahren religidser
Selbstvergewisserung und ihrer Vergemeinschaftung im Kontext pluraler Gesellschaften und ihren Transformationen. Deswegen ist
Dogmatik auf interkulturelle und interreligidse Fragestellungen und Zusammenarbeit mit diesen Fachern auch international
angewiesen, will der/die DogmatikerIn als gegenwiértig relevanteR theologischeR Gespréachspartnerln gedacht werden konnen.

In der binnentheologischen Perspektive ist die Aufgabe der Dogmatik die zusammenfassende und zusammenhéngende Darstellung
der christlichen Glaubenslehre. Damit ist zugleich ausgesagt, dass die Dogmatik wahrheitsverpflichtete Hermeneutik des
christlichen Glaubens ist. Die Dogmatik hat also zu zeigen, dass und wie sich aus der Grundwahrheit des christlichen Glaubens, der
Selbstoffenbarung Gottes in Jesus Christus, ein zusammenhingendes Verstehen von Gott, Mensch und Welt entwickeln ldsst. Diese
Interpretation der Welt kann die Dogmatik nicht alleine tun, sie bezieht andere Wissenschaften mit ein, eben weil es um ein
zusammenhingendes Verstidndnis von Mensch, Welt und Gott geht. Damit strebt die Dogmatik als theologische Wissenschaft eine
Interpretation an, die sich sowohl im Verhéltnis zum Erfahrungswissen von Welt und Mensch (Human- Naturwissenschaften) sowie
zum Reflexionswissen der Philosophie als wahr vertreten lasst. Die Aufgabe der Dogmatik besteht also darin, den Inhalt des
Glaubens in einer mit nichttheologischem Wissen zustimmenden Weise unter den Herausforderungen der Moderne zu begreifen.
Und darin dringt diese zusammenhéngende Interpretation von Gott, Welt und Mensch aus der Perspektive des
Offenbarungsgeschehens auf eine Vergegenwirtigung der geschichtlich gegebenen und iiberlieferten Glaubenswahrheit und zielt auf
die verstehende Aneignung unter den Bedingungen der jeweiligen Gegenwart.

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La question synoptique, c’est-a-dire la présentation en parallele des trois premiers évangiles (Matthieu, Marc et Luc) — ce que I’on
appelle synopse — est une longue histoire avec de multiples conséquences. Retenons 1’essentiel. Elle permet de mettre en évidence
de treés grandes ressemblances entre les trois premiers évangiles sans doute parce que la pluralité posait question. Elle a permis
aussi, par réaction a un concordisme excessif (vieille histoire dans les églises) ou a force d’observation des réalités textuelles, de
préter une plus grande attention a chacun des textes, de faire émerger le projet littéraire, social et théologique propre a chacun.

On aura sans doute pergu que, dans la Bible hébraique comme dans le Nouveau Testament se trouvent juxtaposés des points de vue
différents, voire contradictoires si nous entrions dans le détail de certains textes. Les divergences n’ont pas été écartées ni réduites,
au moins pour celles qui apparaissent: nous n’avons évidemment pas de garantie absolue concernant ce qui aurait été supprimé.

11 faut ajouter que la Bible hébraique est truffée d’échos d’autres littératures, notamment la littérature assyrienne, ou elle puise le
concept d’alliance qu’elle réinvestit pour lui donner le sens qui convient a ce qu’elle veut proclamer. Autre exemple : 1a naissance
de Mofise qui apparait comme une réécriture de celle de Sargon d’Akkad. Mais, a I’intérieur méme de la Bible hébraique, les appels
et les réalisations intertextuels foisonnent.

Par ailleurs, et pour rendre encore plus complexe la tache du lecteur, il serait vain de vouloir lire le Nouveau Testament sans se
reporter a la Bible hébraique, dont il se présente comme I’accomplissement et I’ interprétation définitive. Ce phénomene fait courir
un risque a la lecture de la Bible hébraique, celui d’étre emportée par le flot des interprétations chrétiennes. De fagon paradoxale
mais tout a fait fondamentale, il est donc nécessaire de restituer son autonomie a la Bible hébraique et de dégager les textes hébreux
des lectures chrétiennes qui ont marqué notre culture sans qu’on en soit forcément conscient.
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On ne peut pas lire la Bible sans I’interpréter... alors autant bien le faire !

Il n’est pas possible de lire un texte sans I’interpréter. Cela est d’autant plus vrai pour un texte comme celui de la Bible qui a été
écrit dans des langues qui ne sont pas les notres, a une époque lointaine et dans une culture trés différente de la nétre. Or, pour le
chrétien, la Bible n’est pas un texte comme les autres : il s’agit de la Parole de Dieu et du guide ultime pour notre vie. Il est donc
primordial de bien comprendre ce que Dieu veut nous dire a travers ce texte. Cela peut demander du temps, mais 1’investissement
en vaut la peine !

Faire de I’exégese !

Dans une précédente série, j’ai proposé quelques principes qui me semblent importants pour interpréter le texte biblique d’une
bonne maniére. Dans cette nouvelle série, j’aimerais proposer quelques étapes pratiques pour la mise en ceuvre de ces principes.
Vous étes face a un passage biblique, et vous souhaitez comprendre ce qu’il dit : vous allez 1’étudier pour comprendre quel est son
sens. C’est ce qu’on appelle, en langage savant, la démarche exégétique. L’exégese biblique cherche a répondre aux questions




suivantes : Que veut dire ce texte ? Quel message son auteur inspiré voulait-il transmettre ?

L’importance d’associer la foi a I’exégése

Bien comprendre un texte biblique n’est pas une fin en soi. Pour que I’étude d’un texte ait un impact sur notre foi, il faut ensuite
laisser Dieu nous interpeller par sa Parole, laisser notre Seigneur transformer nos idées regues, laisser le Saint-Esprit fagonner nos
pensées, et surtout notre fagon de vivre. Comprendre la Bible sans y entendre la Parole de Dieu qui peut transformer nos vies ne
nous apportera pas grand-chose, si ce n’est des connaissances. Inversement, vivre sa foi sans prendre le temps d’étudier et de
comprendre ce que Dieu veut nous dire par la Bible, c’est fonder sa foi sur des sables mouvants.

8 étapes pour étudier la Bible. ..

Il existe des manuels d’exégéese particuliérement fournis et détaillés. Je vais ici me contenter de proposer 8 étapes qui me semblent
importantes. Cette série est destinée a un large public de croyants qui ont de bonnes bases bibliques, mais qui n’ont pas forcément
fait d’études de théologie. Le but est de proposer une démarche simple pour 1’étude d’un passage biblique. Cela pourra servir aussi a
ceux qui sont amenés a précher ou préparer une étude biblique.

Des outils pour nous aider !

J’accompagnerai ma présentation de quelques références et outils qui peuvent s’avérer utiles pour 1’étude de la Bible. Nous avons le
privilége de vivre a une époque ou nous pouvons accéder a de nombreux livres ou ressources électroniques pour 1’étude de la Bible.
Ceux qui les ont écrits sont généralement des personnes particuliérement compétentes. Ils peuvent donc nous étre d’une grande aide
pour notre étude : ne nous en privons pas !
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La prophétie n’est pas une fin en soi : il s’agit d’un moyen utilis¢ par Dieu pour transmettre un message a une ou plusieurs
personnes. Par conséquent, il convient de se placer aussi du c6té des auditeurs de la prophétie. Comment sommes-nous appelés a
accueillir la prophétie dans I’Eglise?

La nécessité de la prophétie pour 1’Eglise

La premiére chose que je reléve, ¢’est la nécessité d’un accueil positif de la prophétie dans 1’Eglise. Les prophétes chrétiens sont les
« envoyés » du Christ (Mt 10.40-41; 23.34) et ses « témoins » dans ce monde (Ap 11.3-13; 19.10; 22.9). Par conséquent, leurs
prophéties sont accueillies et écoutées dans I’Eglise (Ac 11.27-30; 13.1-3; 21.10-14). Il est donc nécessaire de valoriser la prophétie
et de lui réserver une place de choix dans la pratique ecclésiale (1 Co 12.28; 14; 1 Th 5.19-20).

Il me semble que le Nouveau Testament donne deux raisons théologiques principales a cette nécessité. La premiére raison est
intrinséque a I’identité de I’Eglise : celle-ci est pergue comme le peuple prophétique eschatologique (voir Ac 2.1-41 ; Ap 11.3-13).
Deuxiémement, comme nous avons vu précédemment, la prophétie est présentée comme jouant un role important dans 1’édification
—la croissance ! — de I’Eglise (voir 1 Co 14.1-40 ; Ep 4.11-16).

Accueillir positivement la prophétie n’est pas une option, mais bien une nécessité pour la bonne construction de I’édifice.

La nécessité du discernement prophétique

Ouvrir la porte au prophétique dans I’Eglise peut faire peur : on craint forcément les dérives éventuelles. Nous avons tous en
mémoire quelques mauvaises expériences dans ce domaine ou quelques exemples farfelus rencontrés sur Internet ou ailleurs. Des
montanistes aux mormons, I’histoire de 1’Eglise est marquée par les dérives prophétiques en tout genre.

Cela existait déja largement a I’époque des auteurs bibliques. Ceux-ci sont tout a fait conscients du risque. Dans 1’ Ancien
Testament, les exemples de conflits entre les prophétes du Seigneur et les faux-prophétes sont nombreux (voir Dt 13.2-6; 18.9-22; 1
R 18.20-40; 22.5-28; Jr 28.1-17). Le Nouveau Testament ne cache pas non plus 1’existence de faux-prophétes qui détournent
certains croyants de I’Evangile du Christ (voir Mt 7.15-23; 24.11, 23-25; Ac 13.6-12; 1 Jn 4.1-6; Ap 2.20; 16.13; 19.20; 20.10).
Malgré cela, comme nous I’avons vu, le Nouveau Testament encourage la pratique de la prophétie dans I’Eglise. La réponse du
Nouveau Testament a la dérive prophétique n’est pas I’absence de prophétie, mais plutot I’encouragement au discernement
prophétique.

Le discernement des prophétes et le discernement des prophéties

Lorsqu’il s’agit de synthétiser les données néotestamentaires sur ce point, il est nécessaire de distinguer deux phénomeénes.

D’une part, certains textes mettent en garde contre des faux prophétes. Ceux-ci influencent 1’Eglise mais ils sont clairement
dénoncés comme n’étant pas de vrais chrétiens. Il s’agit alors de repérer ces usurpateurs et de les mettre au ban de la communautg.
D’autre part, certains textes évoquent un examen des prophéties dans le cadre d’une assemblée ecclésiale. Cette évaluation porte sur
les prophéties et non sur le prophéte.
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Principes généraux pour le discernement

De maniére générale, plusieurs éléments sont a noter :

Tout d’abord, dans le Nouveau Testament, le discernement prophétique est toujours I’affaire de la communauté dans son ensemble.
Aucun texte ne suggére que le discernement soit uniquement 1’affaire du pasteur ou des responsables de la communauté. Tous les
textes invitant au discernement prophétique sont des exhortations générales (voir, par exemple, Mt 7.15-23; 1 Co 14.29; 1 Th 5.21-
22;2P2.1; 1 Jn4.1; Ap 2.20). Tous les croyants sont concernés ! C’est une affaire communautaire pour laquelle chaque croyant est
responsabilisé. Il convient donc que les croyants soient formés et équipés pour apprendre & discerner les prophéties. Cela est
d’autant plus important a I’ére de 1’Internet ou tous les faux prophétes sont a portée de clic.

Deuxiémement, comme je 1’ai déja noté, la prophétie est chrétienne ou elle n’est pas. Il n’y a pas de vrai prophéte non chrétien, ni
de prophétie qui serait contraire a I’enseignement du Christ.

Troisiémement, la prophétie est forcément en accord avec la révélation antérieure.

- « Les Ecritures » juives — que la tradition chrétienne nommera « Ancien Testament » — sont une référence positive
constante dans le Nouveau Testament pour prouver la véracité d’une affirmation. La « prophétie de I’Ecriture » s’oppose ainsi aux
affirmations des faux prophétes (2 P 1.19-2.1; 3.2). Comme pour confirmer sa véracité, la prophétie de I’ Apocalypse est truffée
d’allusions a I’Ancien Testament.

- En Matthieu 7.15-23, les faux prophétes sont ceux qui ne mettent pas en pratique 1’enseignement du Christ, et en
particulier, la « Loi » que le « nouveau Moise » vient de formuler lors du sermon sur la montagne (Mt 5-7). L usurpateur est donc
celui qui ne s’accorde pas avec les paroles de Jésus.

- La tradition apostolique est également une référence positive pour le discernement prophétique. Le « prophete » doit




reconnaitre que ce que Paul écrit est « un commandement du Seigneur » (1 Co 14.37). Face au risque d’une parole faussement
inspirée (2 Th 2.2), les Thessaloniciens sont encouragés a « garder fermement les traditions » qui leur ont été enseignées « de vive
voix ou par lettre » (2 Th 2.15). De méme, en 2 Pierre, 1’enseignement apostolique fait autorité face a I’équivalent des faux
prophétes (2 P 1.16-18; 3.2). Les lettres de Paul en viennent méme a revétir un caractére semblable aux « autres Ecritures » (2 P
3.15-16).

L’enseignement du Christ et la tradition apostolique nous ont été transmis par les écrits du Nouveau Testament. Avec 1’ Ancien
Testament, ces écrits constituent notre Bible. Autrement dit, une vraie prophétie ou un vrai prophete est forcément en accord avec la
Bible chrétienne.
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Le discernement des faux prophétes

Venons-en a la question des faux prophetes. Le critére central du Nouveau Testament pour discerner le vrai prophéte, c¢’est qu’il est
avant tout un vrai chrétien. Cela se vérifie de 3 maniéres:

Par la confession de Jésus-Christ. Celui qui ne « confesse pas Jésus » est un faux prophéte (1 Jn 4.3).

Le second critére est moral. La confession chrétienne doit se vérifier dans I’attitude morale du prophéte : celui-ci doit appliquer
I’enseignement du Christ, sinon c’est un faux prophete (Mt 7.15-23; 2 P 2.15s).

Le troisieéme critére est ecclésial. Le faux prophéte est celui qui « n’écoute pas » ceux qui confessent Jésus-Christ (1 Jn 4.6). 11 est
en contradiction avec 1’enseignement qui fait norme dans 1’Eglise : les écrits de I’ Ancien Testament, 1’enseignement du Christ et
celui des apotres (Mt 7.15-23; 2 P 1.16-2.1).

Notons que le critére de 1’accomplissement d’une prophétie n’est pas mentionné dans le Nouveau Testament, & I’inverse de 1’ Ancien
Testament (voir Dt 18.22). Le faux prophéte n’est jamais présenté comme celui qui se trompe dans ses prédictions. Inversement, un
faux prophéte peut prononcer de vraies prophéties ! L’exemple retenu par le Nouveau Testament — a la suite du judaisme
intertestamentaire — est celui de Balaam qui est, en quelque sorte, le faux prophete par excellence. Pourtant, Balaam a prononcé des
prophéties que 1’ Ancien Testament considére comme divinement inspirées (Nb 22-24). S’il est considéré comme un faux prophéte,
c’est a cause de son attitude morale déplorable : Balaam est un faux prophéte a cause de son avidité et parce qu’il a entrainé les
israélites a la débauche (2 P 2.15-16 ; Ap 2.14; cf. Nb 31.16 ; Nb 25.1-2).

Bien entendu, si un prophéte se trompe dans ses prédictions, il y a clairement un probléme. Le vrai chrétien se doit de reconnaitre
ses torts lorsqu’il a prononcé une parole qu’il pensait étre inspirée et qui ne 1’était pas. Il doit aussi manifester le désir d’un
changement de comportement pour éviter que de telles erreurs ne se reproduisent plus. Toutefois, le Nouveau Testament ne fait pas
du critere de la réalisation de la prophétie un critére central pour le discernement. Peut-étre est-ce parce qu’il n’est pas toujours aisé
d’évaluer la réalisation d’une prophétie, surtout si elle n’est pas datée. Certaines prophéties de 1’ Ancien Testament ne se sont
accomplies que plusieurs siécles aprés avoir été dites (en Jésus-Christ, notamment), et d’autres ne se sont toujours pas réalisées
(celles qui annoncent le renouvellement de la création, par exemple).

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Dogmatic Theology

THE DOGMATIC LABOR OF THE Church has always been directed towards the confirmation in the consciousness of the faithful
of the truths of the Faith which have been confessed by the Church from the beginning. This labor consists of indicating which way
of thinking is the one that follows the Ecumenical Tradition. The Church’s labor of instructing in the Faith has been, in battling
against heresies: to find a precise form for the expression of the truths of the Faith as handed down from antiquity, and to confirm
the correctness of the Church's teaching, founding it on Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition. In the teaching of the Faith, it is the
thinking of the holy Apostles that was and remains the standard of the fullness and wholeness of the Christian world view. A
Christian of the twentieth century cannot develop more completely or go deeper into the truths of the Faith than the Apostles.
Therefore, any attempt that is made-whether by individuals or in the name of dogmatic theology itself — to reveal new Christian
truths, or new aspects of the dogmas handed down to us, or a new understanding of them, is completely out of place. The aim of
dogmatic theology as a branch of learning is to set forth, with firm foundation and proof, the Orthodox Christian teaching which has
been handed down.

Certain complete works of dogmatic theology set forth the thinking of the Fathers of the Church in an historical sequence. Thus, for
example, the above-mentioned Essay in Orthodox Dogmatic Theology by Bishop Sylvester is arranged in this way. One must
understand that such a method of exposition in Orthodox theology does not have the aim of investigating the "gradual development
of Christian teaching"; its aim is a different one: it is to show that the complete setting forth, in historical sequence, of the ideas of
the holy Fathers of the Church on every subject confirms most clearly that the Holy Fathers in all ages thought the same about the
truths of the Faith. But, since some of them viewed the subject from one side, and others from another side, and since some of them
brought forth arguments of one kind, and others of another kind, therefore the historical sequence of the teaching of the Fathers
gives a complete view of the dogmas of the Faith and the fullness of the proofs of their truth.

This does not mean that the theological exposition of dogmas must take an unalterable form. Each epoch puts forth its own views,
ways of understanding, questions, heresies and protests against Christian truth, or else repeats ancient ones which had been
forgotten. Theology naturally takes into consideration the inquiries of each age, answers them, and sets forth the dogmatic truths
accordingly. In this sense, one may speak about the development of dogmatic theology as a branch of learning. But there are no
sufficient grounds for speaking about the development of the Christian teaching of faith itself.
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Philosophers of science have discussed the dichotomy between criticism and dogmatism in scientific practice since the 1960s. The
core of their discussion regards the necessity to preserve the stability of science against “permanent (scientific) revolution” whilst at
the same time, acknowledging the essential function played by doubt and criticism in scientific progress. Philosophers such as




Thomas Kuhn stress the constitutive role of “normal science” in scientific practice, and affirm that criticism and doubt are
appropriate only in exceptional circumstances, which he calls “crises”, the prelude of revolutions. Popper and the Popperians reply
that the development of science consists in the falsification of attested theories and that the suspension of doubt has negative
consequences for science. The “Popper-Kuhn controversy” is recorded in Criticism and the Growth of Knowledge (Lakatos &
Musgrave, 1970), where Kuhn says, for example, that “Sir Karl has characterised the entire scientific enterprise in terms that apply
only to its occasional revolutionary parts” (Kuhn, 1970: 6). Popper replies that, although normal science is a real phenomenon, it is
also “a danger to science and, indeed to our civilisation” (Popper, 1970: 53). According to Popper, “the normal scientist [...] is a
person one ought to be sorry for” (Popper, 1970: 52).

As we can see, the question deals with the social structure of science, and the nature of disagreement within scientific communities.
Within what limits can scientists doubt the methods and results of their activities? It is trivial to say that a state of permanent doubt
is dangerous for science, since it causes uncertainty, which can turn into scepticism and undermine the trust in scientific institutions
(both among the experts and in the public debate about science). On the contrary, it is important for scientific communities to
defend the stability of knowledge against pathological doubt and scepticism, and I think Popper would have agreed on this point.
However, at the same time, we must acknowledge that the critical discussion of well-confirmed theories is an indispensable tool for
the development of science. Therefore, it is useful to propose a model that distinguishes between useful doubt and pathological
doubt about scientific practice.

Hewmeukuii sa3b1k
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Dogmatische theologie

Dogmatische theologie is dat deel van de theologie dat zich bezighoudt met de theoretische geloofswaarheden betreffende God en
Gods werken, in het bijzonder de officiéle theologie die wordt erkend door een georganiseerd kerkelijk lichaam, zoals de Rooms-
Katholieke Kerk , de Nederlands Hervormde Kerk , enz. Soms apologetiek of fundamentele theologie wordt "algemene
dogmatische theologie" genoemd, waarbij de eigenlijke dogmatische theologie ervan wordt onderscheiden als "speciale
dogmatische theologie". Tegenwoordig wordt apologetiek echter niet langer behandeld als onderdeel van de dogmatische theologie,
maar heeft ze de rang van een onafthankelijke wetenschap bereikt, die algemeen wordt beschouwd als de inleiding tot en het
fundament van de dogmatische theologie.

De term dogmatische theologie werd op grotere schaal gebruikt na de protestantse Reformatie en werd gebruikt om de
geloofsartikelen aan te duiden die de kerk officieel had geformuleerd. Een voorbeeld van dogmatische theologie zijn de leerstellige
uitspraken of dogma's die werden geformuleerd door de vroege kerkenraden die probeerden theologische problemen op te lossen en
een standpunt in te nemen tegen een ketterse leer. Deze geloofsbelijdenissen of dogma's die uit de kerkenraden kwamen, werden
beschouwd als gezaghebbend en bindend voor alle christenen omdat de kerk ze officieel bevestigde. Een van de doelen van
dogmatische theologie is het formuleren en communiceren van leerstellingen die als essentieel worden beschouwd voor het
christendom en die, indien ontkend, tot ketterij zouden leiden.

Definitie

Dogmatische theologie kan worden gedefinieerd als de wetenschappelijke [1] uiteenzetting van de gehele theoretische leer
aangaande God en Gods uiterlijke activiteit, gebaseerd op de dogma's van de Kerk.

Dogmatische theologie benadrukt het belang van propositionele waarheid boven ervaringsgerichte, zintuiglijke waarnemingen.

De Rooms-Katholieke Congregatie voor de Geloofsleer is belast met het verzekeren van trouw aan de katholieke leer over theologie
en doctrine onder alle leden van de kerk - vooral in geschillen of onopgeloste kwesties met betrekking tot theologie en het geloof,
en in de omgang met individuen (in het bijzonder geestelijken, religieuzen en catechisten, waar orthodoxie een speciale zorg is,
maar ook leken) wiens leringen of verklaringen op lokaal niveau als onjuist zijn beoordeeld. In 1989 stelde de Internationale
Theologische Commissie van de congregatie een document op over leerstellige theologie genaamd "De interpretatie van het
dogma". Dit gebeurde toen paus Benedictus X VI prefect van de congregatie was en dus voorzitter van de commissie.
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Katholieke dogmatische theologie

De geschiedenis van de katholieke dogmatische theologie valt uiteen in drie hoofdperioden: de patristische, middeleeuwse en
moderne.

Patristische periode (ongeveer 100-800 n.Chr.)

De kerkvaders worden door de kerk geéerd als haar belangrijkste theologen. Tertullianus (geb. ongeveer 160) stierf als een
montanist , en Origenes ( overleden 254) toonde een duidelijke neiging tot het hellenisme . Sommige kerkvaders, bv. St. Cyprianus
(gest. 258) en Gregorius van Nyssa , waren op individuele punten onorthodox; de eerste met betrekking tot de doop van ketters , de
laatste met betrekking tot apocatastasis.

Het was niet zozeer in de catechetische scholen van Alexandri€, Antiochié en Edessa als wel in de strijd met de grote ketterijen van
die tijd dat de patristische theologie zich ontwikkelde. Dit dient om het karakter van de patristische literatuur te verklaren, die
apologetisch en polemisch, parenetisch en ascetisch is, met een schat aan exegetische wijsheid op elke bladzijde; want de wortels
van de theologie liggen in de Bijbel , vooral in de evangelién en in de brieven van St. Paulus . Het was niet de bedoeling van de
paters om een systematische behandeling van theologie te geven; Mohler vestigde de aandacht op de verscheidenheid die in hun
geschriften wordt aangetroffen: de apologetische stijl wordt vertegenwoordigd door de brief van Diognetus en de brieven van St.
Ignatius ; het dogmatische in pseudo-Barnabas ; de moraal, in de pastoor van Hermas ; canoniek recht , in de brief van Clemens van
Rome ; kerkgeschiedenis, in de Handelingen van het martelaarschap van Polycarpus en Ignatius. Na het herstel van verloren
manuscripten kan worden toegevoegd: de liturgische stijl, in de Didache ; de catechetische, in het bewijs van de apostolische
prediking door Irenaeus.

Hoewel de verschillende tijdperken van het patristische tijdperk elkaar overlappen, kan in het algemeen worden gezegd dat de
apologetische stijl de overhand had in het eerste tijdperk tot aan Constantijn de Grote , terwijl in het tweede tijdperk, dat wil zeggen
tot aan de tijd van Karel de Grote.

Christelijke schrijvers die tegen heidendom en judaisme waren , moesten de waarheden van natuurlijke religie uitleggen , zoals
God, de ziel, de schepping, onsterfelijkheid en vrijheid van de wil; tegelijkertijd moesten ze de belangrijkste mysteries van het




christelijk geloof verdedigen, zoals de Drie-eenheid, de incarnatie, enz., en moesten ze hun verhevenheid, schoonheid en
conformiteit met de rede bewijzen. De lijst van tegenstanders van heidens polytheisme is lang: Justinus , Athenagoras , Tatianus ,
Theophilus van Antiochi€ , Hermias , Tertullianus , Clemens van Alexandrié , Origenes , Cyprianus , Minucius Felix ,
Commodianus , Arnobius , Lactantius , Prudentius , Firmicius Maternus , Eusebius van Cesarea , Athanasius , Gregorius van
Nazianzus , Cyrillus van Alexandri€ , Nilus , Theodoret , Orosius en Augustinus van Hippo . De meest prominente schrijvers tegen
het jodendom waren: Justinus, Tertullianus, Hippolytus van Rome , Cyprianus, Athanasius, Gregorius van Nyssa , Epiphanius van
Salamis , Chrysostomus , Cyrillus van Alexandri€, Isidorus van Sevilla , met aanvallen op Joden die weigerden de profetische
christelijke interpretatie te erkennen van het Oude Testament.

DpaHILy3CKHii S3BIK
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L'« Eglise orthodoxe» ou «Communion des Eglises orthodoxes» regroupe les nombreuses Eglises territoriales qui se réclament de la
théologie des sept premiers conciles du christianisme et des canons ou lois qu'ils ont édictés.

Le christianisme orthodoxe (en grec ‘Opfodo&ia, signifiant «opinion juste») professe descendre directement des premiéres
communautés chrétiennes fondées par les apdtres de Jésus dans les provinces orientales de 'Empire romain.

Sept de ces Eglises orthodoxes se réclament d'une fondation par un apdtre, ou un évangéliste, au Ier siécle, 'Eglise
orthodoxe de Constantinople fondée par I'apotre André, 'Eglise d'Alexandrie et de toute I'Afrique fondée par Marc, 'Eglise
d'Antioche et de tout I'Orient fondée par les apdtres Pierre et Paul, I'Eglise orthodoxe de Jérusalem fondée par l'apotre Jacques,
I'Eglise de Géorgie fondée par I'apotre André, I'Eglise orthodoxe de Chypre fondée par Paul et I'Eglise orthodoxe de Gréce fondée
par Paul : certaines portent la dénomination officielle d’apostoliques, d'autres non.

Les Eglises orthodoxes se sont réparties dans le monde entier au travers de la diaspora des communautés d'origine et par
le biais de convertis. Ces Eglises en inter-communion partagent une compréhension, un enseignement et des offices qui avaient
cours a l'origine dans 'Empire romain d'Orient et se considére comme faisant partie d'une seule et méme Eglise.

Avec les chrétiens orthodoxes des Eglises des deux conciles et ceux des Eglises des trois conciles, les chrétiens
orthodoxes des Eglises des sept conciles représentent dans le monde la troisiéme plus grande confession chrétienne en nombre de
fideles aprés I'Eglise catholique et les dénominations protestantes. On estime a 250 millions le nombre de chrétiens orthodoxes dans
le monde.

Elles sont principalement présentes dans l'antique zone de culture grecque, c'est-a-dire dans la zone orientale du bassin de
la Méditerranée (Gréce, Turquie, Syrie, Liban, Israél, Palestine, Egypte, Arménie, Géorgie), dans les zones de peuplement slave
(Russie, Ukraine, Biélorussie, Bulgarie, Serbie, Monténégro, République de Macédoine) ainsi qu'en Roumanie et Moldavie.

Les Eglises orthodoxes célébrent la liturgie selon cinq rites différents (byzantin, arménien, antiochien, chaldéen et
alexandrin); la Bible et la Liturgie sont lues dans les langues nationales actuelles ou anciennes (araméen, arménien classique, grec
des Evangiles, vieux-slave).

L'Eglise orthodoxe se comprend comme 1'Eglise chrétienne « des origines », « une, sainte, catholique et apostolique ».
Ainsi, elle considére que toutes les autres Eglises (ou confessions), y compris la catholique romaine, sont ses membres ou
potentiellement ses membres, méme si des séparations ont pu, provisoirement ou durablement, empécher la communion. Une Eglise
orthodoxe congoit aussi tous les chrétiens résidant dans son territoire canonique comme relevant de sa responsabilité pastorale
méme si certains d'entre eux ne la reconnaissent pas comme leur patrie spirituelle.
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Le coeur de la spiritualité orthodoxe est riche, principalement dans le chant, de la liturgie fortement symbolique, dont la forme
actuelle, au moins partiellement, s'enracine au IVe siécle. Selon 1'Eglise orthodoxe dont il dépend, le fidéle suit un calendrier
liturgique pécifique qui détermine les dates des fétes dans 1'année.

La premiere partie de la liturgie, appelée Liturgie des Catéchumenes avec pricre et lectures bibliques se référe au cultes synagogal,
tel que Jésus dut le connaitre ; la deuxiéme partie, la Liturgie des fidéles, célébrant I'Eucharistie est d'origine proprement chrétienne.
Le nom de chacune des parties se réfere au temps ou tous les candidats non encore baptisés devaient quitter I'église apres la
premiére partie et ou l'on fermait les portes a clef.

La liturgie originale dure cinq heures, la liturgie basilienne dure environ deux heures, la liturgie de Jean Chrysostome ne dure
environ qu'une heure et demie et c'est celle qui est célébré la plupart des dimanches tandis que, pour les fétes plus importantes, on
préfere la liturgie de Saint-Basile.

Avec les orthros (matines) et d'autres priéres, I'office dure aussi trois heures les dimanches normaux; de ce fait, tous ne restent pas
du début a la fin. L'antienne Kyrie eleison (Seigneur, prends pitié) fréquente est typique de la liturgie.

Le chant revét une importance particuliére dans la liturgie orthodoxe, en particulier géorgienne, russe ou serbe. Ils sont compris
comme priere a part entiere; ils ne doivent donc étre «produits» que par les voix humaines. L'utilisation des instruments n'y est pas
admise parce que les instruments ne peuvent prier. Dans les autres Eglises orthodoxes, la musique instrumentale est rare. Une
théorie, envisageant cette aversion contre la musique instrumentale, la rapproche des orchestres usuels dans les jeux du cirque
romains ; les chrétiens considérent les jeux du cirque, dans lesquels ils étaient parfois les victimes, comme un culte idolatre.
