AHIIUACKUN A3BIK

I would like to move on to issues of the will of God in our life and ministry and the question most Christians ask at some point:
“Am I on the right track in life?”. The following seven points assume that we have consulted Scripture first. The right track is
always within the bounds of the Biblical commandments! Being on the “right track” should always help us to also be the “right
person” - that is a more Christ-like individual. If we are worn-out, grumpy, impatient and unloving then no matter how noble the
track we may be on, it is probably the wrong one! Whenever I get involved in administration rather than teaching I find myself
becoming frustrated, grumpy and irritable. As necessary as administration may be it is outside of my gifting and the spiritual effect
is that “the fruit of the Spirit start falling off the tree”. Love, joy, peace and patience all seem to vanish when I take on such roles.
However as soon as I get back to teaching the love, joy and peace return. Thus one sign that I am on the right track is how I grow as
a person when I am doing that particular thing. This especially applies to “activist” Christians who tend to take on too many
projects. You can reach the point where good things turn into bad things because they make you into a bad person - who neglects
friends, family, worship and quiet times and where the fruit of the Spirit have vanished, and have perhaps even morphed into into
the “results of the ministry”. God produces holy joyous saints, not hamsters on a treadmill!

Another guide to the will of God is a clear conviction and a sense of inner peace. If something leaves you inwardly uneasy so that
you always have to justify it and find excuses for it - then it is never God's will. What is not from faith is sin! (Romans 14:23) On
the other hand we are told to “let the peace of God rule (as umpire) in our hearts” (Colossians 3:15). This means that the peace of
God, that inner tranquility of a clear Spirit-filled conscience, is a good guide to where the boundaries of action lie. If we push those
boundaries too far we find ourselves in inner discomfort which is God's way of alerting us to a line that has been crossed.

Im Konflikt zwischen Kreationisten und Darwinisten prallen Fromme und Forscher aufeinander. Doch Wissenschaft und Religion
taugen nicht flir eine Neuauflage des Kampfes der Kulturen. Im Gegenteil, sie brauchen einander.




Die Wissenschaftsgeschichten der Moderne sind von zahllosen harten weltanschaulichen Konflikten bestimmt worden. So gut wie
keine grofie Revolution der wissenschaftlichen Denkungsart blieb ohne empdorte Reaktionen erregter Glaubiger oder klerikaler
Autorititen. Wer traditionelle Gewissheiten in Frage stellt, erzeugt nun einmal Verunsicherung und 16st Erschiitterungen aus. Als ein
inzwischen klassisches, aber bleibend aktuelles Beispiel fiir wissenschaftsinduzierte Kulturkdimpfe konnen die heftigen
weltanschaulichen Auseinandersetzungen um die darwinsche Evolutionslehre gelten. Charles Darwins ,,On the Origin of

Species® (deutsch: ,,Die Entstehung der Arten“) war von den meisten Universititstheologen und Kirchenleuten zunichst interessiert
und zustimmend aufgenommen worden. Als dann einzelne Darwin-Anhénger anfingen, die Evolutionslehre zu einem
wissenschaftsreligiosen Glauben an ein universales Erklérungsprinzip fiir Welt und Mensch insgesamt zu erheben, begannen einige
traditionsbewusste Fromme, Kritik zu formulieren.

Die Anhéngerschaft jener zunehmend méchtigen religionskulturellen Bewegung der diversen Kreationismen, die die
Evolutionslehre radikal ablehnt, wéchst — keineswegs nur bei amerikanischen ,,fundamentalistischen Protestanten®, sondern auch
bei europdischen Evangelikalen sowie bei orthodoxen Juden und korantreuen Muslimen. Der Kreationismus ist keineswegs
Regression ins Mittelalter, sondern ein hchst modernes Phanomen, und zwar die religiose Reaktion auf Tendenzen der
Verweltanschaulichung der Naturwissenschaften. Wo die moderne Wissenschaft ihr Konto iiberzieht und sich selbst als eine Art
Ersatzreligion etabliert, erzeugt sie Gegenbewegungen.

La critique théologique de I’argument apologétique (Moingt)

Apres le tribunal de la raison philosophique et de la raison historique, 1’argument apologétique doit comparaitre devant celui de la
raison de la foi, et il ne résiste pas davantage a I’examen. L’intention des récits évangéliques rapportant les miracles n’est pas de
prouver des faits mais de manifester la logique d’une histoire dont I’enjeu est la véritable identité de Jésus. Pour résumer les
impasses théologiques, je choisis de faire référence a la section intitulée « des miracles et des signes » dans le tome premier intitulé
« Du deuil au dévoilement de Dieu » de I’ouvrage de Joseph Moingt, Dieu qui vient a I’homme, en raison de son caractére
synthétique : il dit en peu de mots ce qui doit étre dit.

L’auteur sauve la particula veri de I’argument apologétique : refuser les signes c’est se mettre en dehors de 1I’économie de la foi.
Mais il note aussi I’application contradictoire qui en est faite par cette apologétique : le méme fait ne peut inviter a la foi et la
garantir de I’extérieur. Jésus et les évangiles ont explicitement tourné le dos a 1’orientation fonciére de I’apologétique : les miracles
ne sont pas la pour assurer le succés de la prédication, leur but est autre ou alors ils n’ont pas accompli leur propos ; la politique de
« prestiges » qu’on préte a la sagesse divine est démentie par la déréliction de la croix et la grande discrétion autour du fait pourtant
décisif, eschatologique, de la résurrection : Dieu n’a pas cherché a « assurer le triomphe de son envoyé par des moyens de puissance
» (369). Jésus a d’ailleurs fait preuve de discrétion et de réserve a 1’égard de sa popularité de thaumaturge. L’apologétique classique
dessine en réalité¢ une vision réductrice de 1’offre du Fils venu révéler le Pére, qui ne rend pas compte de 1’infini respect des libertés
qu’il sollicite: « Il faudrait enfin, et ce n’est pas le moins important, s’interroger s’il est convenable, s’il est digne de Dieu de lui
préter I’intention de communiquer avec les hommes par un tel mode de contrainte, qui ne s’adresse ni a leur esprit ni a leur liberté,
qui n’est porteuse d’aucune parole sensée, sinon de 1’injonction brutale de devoir croire ce dont ils ne peuvent pas se rendre raisony.
Les miracles remplissent la fonction symbolique d’exprimer la compassion de Dieu a I’égard des petits. L’activité thaumaturgique
de Jésus rend effective la bonne nouvelle qu’il proclame, a savoir la libération annoncée aux pauvres dans la ligne du prophéte Isaie.
Ce sont des béatitudes en actes. Ils révelent « I’humanité de Dieu » et illustrent le « caractére humain et humanisant du Royaume de
Dieu». Il faut enfin souligner le contexte dialogique des miracles et ainsi souligner le mode de leur production : la puissance de la
foi 8’y déploie. Quant aux théophanies du baptéme et de la transfiguration, la réécriture postpascale situe en la chair de Jésus méme
le lieu de la gloire qui a triomphé de la mort. Pour toutes ces raisons, la théologie doit s’écarter du préjugé apologétique classique,
qui peut encore ressurgir au moment d’aborder les miracles devant 1’opinion sceptique.

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Why should we study the Bible?

Bookstores are filled with books attempting to help us figure out this life. Books on marriage, parenting, relationships, and personal
growth fill countless shelves. Others claim to aid in addiction recovery and explain the meaning of life. Still more give views on life
after death, good and evil, and the origin of human existence. But only the Bible gives us answers to those questions, and more,
directly from the God who created us. The Bible is God's inspired words to us. No speculatory self-help book can come close to the
words of our Creator.

Because the Bible is the direct Word of God, breathed out by His Holy Spirit (2 Timothy 3:16), it is accurate, reliable, and inerrant.
The science in the Bible is accurate because the Bible was given by Him who created the world. Scientific, geological, and
historical evidence are consistent with biblical accounts. We know the Bible is reliable because God gave affirmation of the writers
by empowering them to perform miracles. We also know it is accurate because of the myriad prophesies and their consistent,
specific fulfillments. No other holy book has such substantiation. Because of these obvious, visible proofs, we can trust that the un-
provable words in the Bible are also true. A book with so many physical truths can be trusted with the spiritual, as well.

Although societies, cultures, and technologies have changed over the years, God's character remains the same. God's universal
truths do not alter. The Bible, written over the course of 4500 years, shows this. A mere 2000 years later, God's Word is as relevant
to us now as it ever has been. Mankind is still sinful, we all search for meaning and happiness in vain ways, and God is always
patient, waiting for us to acknowledge Him (2 Peter 3:9). The Bible shows that this has always been the case, and then shows us that
God is always the answer.

This is an unpopular message, if all those volumes in bookstores are taken into account. Each one is written by a person, using
human intellect and speculation to try to make sense of the world. Only the Bible is inspired from God, and studying it will so fill us
with truth that we will be able to better recognize the lies around us. Only the Bible is God's own description of Himself; every
other account is human hubris or deception from the enemy. Only the Bible contains God's description of how much He loves us
(Romans 5:6-8; John 3:16) and how we are designed to love Him (1 John 4:19). And only the Bible shows how we can join God for
eternity, be freed from our sins by the sacrifice of His Son, alone, and not by any effort on our part (John 14:6; Ephesians 2:1-10;
Isaiah 53:6; Romans 3:10-18, 5:8, 6:23, 10:9-13).

Then the Bible shows us how to respond to God's love and grace by serving Him (2 Timothy 3:17; Ephesians 6:17; Hebrews 4:12)
and living the life He meant for us to live (Joshua 1:8; James 1:25). It teaches us how to reject sin in ourselves (Psalm 119:9, 11)
and in the world (Romans 12:2; James 4:4). How to focus on what really matters (1 Timothy 6:17). And how to actively participate
in God's plan (1 Corinthians 9:23).

The Bible also gives us examples of what happens when people live according to God's will—and what happens when they don't.
Adam and Eve, Ananias and Sapphira, and the children of Israel show that sinning may seem prudent at the time, but rebellion
against God always ends in harm. Joshua, Jeremiah, and Paul demonstrate that following God is often difficult, but leads to rewards
in the end, and joy in the moment. And David and Peter are classic examples of how a humble heart allows God to work through an
imperfect character.

The Bible is the only book inspired by God, filled with what He wants us to understand. To read it is to read a personal message to
us, written by God Himself. To ignore it is to reject His primary method of communicating with us. God wants us to understand
Who He is, who we are, how we can be reconciled with Him, and how we can live fruitful, joyful lives. To that end, He gave us the
Scriptures. The more we study the Bible, the more we will gain.
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Who Wrote Hebrews?

Exploring a New Testament Mystery

For the first 1,500 years of church history, most Christians believed Paul wrote the letter of Hebrews. The resurgence in Greek
scholarship at the time of the Reformation, however, revealed serious concerns with Pauline authorship, not least of which is the
large stylistic discrepancy between Hebrews and Paul’s other letters.

Some scholars, clinging to Pauline authorship, have attempted various explanations for the manifest differences in style. Perhaps
Paul wrote in Hebrew, and Luke, say, translated the letter into Greek. Or maybe Paul cowrote with another member of the apostolic
band. Perhaps Paul’s amanuensis (secretary) had a longer-than-normal leash, giving this epistle a distinctive style compared with his
other thirteen letters. (Such a rationale suffices for the more moderate differences of the Pastoral Epistles, but not for Hebrews.)
However, the best argument against Paul as author comes in the letter itself.

Not Paul

Even though the author of Hebrews does not leave us his name, he does refer to himself in a revealing statement at the beginning of
chapter 2 — and in doing so he speaks in a way that we can acknowledge, on good authority, that the apostle Paul emphatically
would not speak.

Speaking of the Christian gospel (and the new covenant in contrast with the old) as “such a great salvation,” the author writes, “It
was declared at first by the Lord, and it was attested to us by those who heard” (Hebrews 2:3). Note carefully three parties in view
here. First is “the Lord” Jesus himself. He not only came as the great salvation, and to accomplish the great salvation, but he told of
it. He himself preached, taught, and declared it. Then Hebrews mentions a second group: “those who heard” — that first generation
of apostles and Christians, who followed Jesus’s life, witnessed his death, saw him resurrected, and believed. They saw and knew
and heard Jesus for themselves. Then the author of Hebrews puts himself in a third group: “it was attested to us by those who
heard.”

Based on what Paul writes elsewhere, and how he reasons and understands his call as an apostle of Christ, Paul would not put
himself in this third group, which received the message through another group, and did not receive it directly from the mouth of the
Lord. For instance, Paul writes to the Galatian church about the gospel he preaches, “I did not receive it from any man, nor was I
taught it, but I received it through a revelation of Jesus Christ” (Galatians 1:12). Critical for Paul, as an apostle “untimely born” (1
Corinthians 15:8), was that he met the risen Christ face to face on the road to Damascus and received the truth, and his commission,
from Christ himself.

Hebrews 2:3 thus leads many post-Reformation scholars to say, with Lane, about the author, “It is certain that he is not Paul.”

Who Could It Be Now?

J.A.T. Robinson (1919-1983) comments in his 1976 book Redating the Testament about the writer to the Hebrews.

The mantle of the Apostle [Paul] has in part fallen upon the writer himself. He can address his readers with a pastoral authority
superior to that of their own leaders and with a conscience clear of local involvement (Heb. 13:17f.), and yet with no personal claim
to apostolic aegis. There cannot have been too many of such men around.

Many have agreed that we’re dealing with a very limited pool of candidates, even if we can’t claim to know that pool exhaustively.
Tertullian (c. 160-220) suggested Barnabas, who partnered with Paul in gospel triumphs on the first missionary journey (Acts 13:1—
15:35). Some have wondered whether the author’s closing reference to the epistle as a “word of encouragement” (13:22) might
allude to the name Barnabas, “which means son of encouragement” (Acts 4:36). However, Paul and Barnabas didn’t remain in the
same circle indefinitely. The two had “a sharp disagreement” about Mark and “separated from each other” (Acts 15:37—41), doing
so before Paul met Timothy (Acts 16:1).

Others have suggested Silas (Silvanus), who was together with Paul and Timothy for the writing of 1 Corinthians, 1 Thessalonians,
and 2 Thessalonians (and also helped with 1 Peter). Memorably, Martin Luther suggested Apollos, who appears to be “the kind of
person who wrote Hebrews.” Acts 18:24 describes Apollos as a Jewish native of Alexandria, “an eloquent man, competent in the
Scriptures.” However, the train of early church fathers from the city of Alexandria does not mention Apollos as a possibility. Would
the Alexandrian church have forgotten that one of its own authored such a masterpiece?

In the end, the suggestions of Barnabas, Apollos, and Silas meet the same fate: we do not have writing samples from them to
compare. However, we do have an additional candidate to mention from whom we do have extensive writing — and even then, it’s
not conclusive.
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Counting with God

WHAT DO NUMBERS IN THE BIBLE REALLY MEAN?

The meaning of biblical numbers is often unclear after the first reading of a passage — and even after many readings. And yet
biblical numbers often tell us more than just the facts. Instead of assigning abstract significance to specific numbers regardless of
the passage in which they appear, responsible readers pay careful attention to the context. The details of a passage illuminate the
meaning of its numbers, and in return, the meaning of its numbers sheds further light on the details of the passage, all of which leads




us deeper into the intention of the biblical author.

Have you ever wanted to know more about the numbers contained in the Bible and yet keep a healthy distance from Bible codes,
Kabbalah, and names that add up to 666 (as long as you spell them right)? If so, please read on.

The text of Scripture contains a significant quantity of numbers. Or to be more precise, the text of Scripture contains a significant
quantity of words that designate numbers. The Old Testament alone contains over 7,000 such words (appropriately, the book of
Numbers contains the most1), while the New Testament contains over 1,200. And God has chosen to inspire each and every one of
them.

As Christians, we therefore seem obliged to affirm one of two claims. Either:

(a) the God of glory has chosen to inspire thousands of words that have little or no relevance to us, not to mention whole passages
that are mostly irrelevant to us since most of their words designate numbers (for example, Ezra 2:1-41), or

(b) the numbers contained in Scripture are relevant to our interpretation of Scripture and, by extension, to our lives as Christians.
Suffice it to say, I incline toward the latter view, and I hope to persuade you to do so as well.

Of course, to say a number is significant isn’t to say its significance will become immediately clear to us if we simply sit down and
think about it for a while. But a couple of truths at least are clear. First, if we don’t devote sustained attention to the numbers
contained in Scripture, then we certainly won’t discover what God wants to teach us through them. And second, if responsible
exegetes don’t devote attention to the numbers contained in Scripture, then irresponsible eisegetes will, which won’t be good news
for anyone.

All well and good, one might say. But how exactly are we supposed to find out what a given number signifies? In a word, context.
The Bible is an organic text. It doesn’t present us with isolated lists of numbers and leave us to unravel their many mysteries.
Rather, it presents us with numbers in the context of narratives, poetry, legal texts, and a host of other genres, which is how God
wants us to analyze numbers.

Below, therefore, I’ll seek to do just that. As a case study, I’ll consider how numbers function in the book of Judges. Afterward, I’ll
seek to distill some general principles from our discussion.
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Over 250 of the words in the book of Judges designate numbers, some of which crop up too frequently (and in circumstances too
similar) for it to be a coincidence. For instance, both Gideon and Samson are accompanied by exactly 300 torchbearers. (Samson’s
happen to be foxes, Judges 7:22; 15:4.) Three different groups of exactly 600 men are mentioned. (We have 600 slain Philistines in
Judges 3:31, 600 warlike Danites in Judges 18:11, and 600 defeated Benjaminites in Judges 20:47.) And six different sums of
exactly 1,100 shekels of silver are mentioned (Judges 16:5; 17:2).

None of these numbers needs to be mentioned. As far as the story line of Judges is concerned, our author simply could have referred
to “foxes,” “many men,” “silver,” and so on. Our author clearly, therefore, wants us to infer something from the numbers in his text.
But what? Let’s take a step back and see.

One Tribe Short of Twelve

When we consider the numbers in the book of Judges as a whole, we first notice the book’s predilection for the number eleven (and
multiples thereof). The book actually turns out to be based around eleven distinct occurrences of eleven-fold numbers.

Joshua lives for 110 years (11 x 10) (Judges 2:8).

Gideon’s first army consists of eleven men — Gideon and his ten servants, Judges 6:27).

Gideon later dismisses 22,000 men (11 x 2,000) from a much bigger army (Judges 7:3).

Gideon brutalizes 77 elders (11 x 7) in Succoth (Judges 8:14).

Jair judges Israel for 22 years (11 x 2) (Judges 10:3).

Samson is outfoxed on (what appears to be) the 11th day of his challenge to the Philistines (Judges 14:14-18).2
Delilah is bribed with (five lots of) 1,100 pieces of silver (11 x 100) (Judges 16:5).

Micah’s Levite puts 1,100 pieces of silver to a bad use (Judges 17:2).

Micah is visited by 605 Danites (11 x 11 x 5) (Judges 18:17).

Eleven tribes gather at Shiloh in the book’s gruesome climax. (A body part is sent out to summon each of the twelve
tribes, but only eleven respond, Judges 19:29; 20:13—14.)

O And 22,000 Israelites (11 x 2,000) are slain in Israel’s first battle against Benjamin (Judges 20:21).

Why might the number eleven be significant in the context of Judges? Well, something seems deeply inappropriate about the
association of Israel with the number eleven. The proper number of Israel is not eleven but twelve, just as the proper number of the
apostles is not eleven but twelve (which is part of the reason why Peter proposes that another apostle replace Judas). As such, the
numbers employed in the book of Judges are intended to reflect a situation where life in Israel is not as it should be. Something is
deeply and fundamentally wrong.

Of course, this claim does not require numerical analysis to discern. But our author’s preference for the number eleven tells us other
things as well. Suppose, per our suggestion, Israel is indeed a tribe short. Which tribe is it short? As we read through the text, the
answer soon becomes apparent.

The book of Judges consists of three sections: a prologue (Judges 1:1-3:6), a main body, where the judgeships of twelve distinct
judges are set out (Judges 3:7-16:31), and an epilogue (Judges 17:1-21:25). In the main body of the book, we are informed about
the exploits of each of Israel’s tribes, with one exception: the tribe of Levi. Not a single Levite is mentioned, even incidentally.
Therefore, one thing wrong with Israel is clear: the absence/silence of the Levites.

The book’s epilogue brings that fact out very clearly. In chapters 17-21, three important changes take place in the book’s narrative.
First, the text rewinds to the days of Moses’s and Aaron’s grandsons (Judges 18:30; 20:28; cf. Numbers 25:7; Joshua 22:13).
Second, for the first time in the book, some Levites are mentioned. And third, a previously unknown refrain is taken up by our
author — namely, “There was no king in Israel” (Judges 17:6; 18:1; 19:1; 21:25).

What are these changes meant to tell us? My suggestion is as follows. In terms of Israel’s time in Canaan, things began to go wrong
from the very outset. In the absence of a king, God’s commands should have been upheld by the Levites. But the Levites
(spectacularly) failed in their duties. Rather than lead the Israelites in the ways of God, they led the Israelites into gross acts of
idolatry (chs. 17—-18) and violence (chs. 19-21).
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Some Reflections and Derived Principles

In the discussion above, I’ve tried to show how the book of Judges uses numbers. It does so, I submit, in two main ways. First, it
uses numbers to emphasize key aspects of its narrative. For instance, the book’s eleven eleven-fold numbers emphasize the fact
something is very wrong in the fabric of Israel’s society. Second, it uses numbers to connect particular texts together, and hence to
encourage us to read/interpret those texts in light of one another. For instance, the book connects the numerical gaps in chapters 17—
20 with the holes in the Levite’s testimony, which allows us to come to a deeper and more authorially informed view of the text.

Of course, my suggestions as to what the author of Judges wants us to infer from his employment of particular numbers are not the
clear statements of Scripture, but merely suggestions. Perhaps you find some of them debatable, or perhaps you have better ideas.
Either way, I hope I have done enough to persuade you of my initial claim. The numbers contained in Scripture are not random.
They are relevant to our interpretation of the text and, by extension, to our lives as Christians.

Equally important to note is how the book of Judges doesn’t use numbers. The book doesn’t have a hidden numerical code, where,
say, five has to do with the Pentateuch and is hence a good number while thirteen is a bad number. Rather, particular numbers are
embedded in particular narratives and have — or at least can have — a context-specific significance. To correctly interpret the
numbers contained in the book of Judges (or any other book of the Bible), we therefore need to know the book well, to think about
how each number relates to its context and to other numbers in the book, and, with these things in mind, to work out why the book’s
author might have included it.

As such, we have our work cut out for us as students of Scripture. I have no plan to work my way through the Bible and determine
the significance of every number it contains (unless I am afforded a reasonable amount of time to do so in the new heavens and new
earth). But of course, the Bible is a book that is to be read in community. And while no one person is likely to uncover the
significance of every number in Scripture, the sustained efforts of many students of Scripture who learn from one another and share
their insights with one another may indeed be able to do so and hence to uncover more of the riches of God’s word.
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Scripture in Scripture

READING THE OLD TESTAMENT WITH THE APOSTLES

The New Testament authors quote, allude to, and interpret the Old Testament in a great variety of ways — and sometimes in ways
that seem illegitimate to modern readers. But the apostles’ use of the Old Testament becomes clearer as we grasp the distinct
practices and postures they brought to the Scriptures. Such practices and postures reveal not only how the apostles understood the
Old Testament, but also how it shaped and saturated everything they wrote. In the end, the apostles not only thought about and
interpreted the Old Testament; they also thought with and through the Old Testament and were interpreted by it.

You became imitators of us and of the Lord, for you received the word in much affliction, with the joy of the Holy Spirit. —1
Thessalonians 1:6

Paul famously declares, “All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for
training in righteousness” (2 Timothy 3:16). Again, “Whatever was written in former days was written for our instruction, that
through endurance and through the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope” (Romans 15:4). For Paul, Scripture is an
inestimable gift for our life and good. But as Peter acknowledges, it is possible to “distort . . . the Scriptures” (2 Peter 3:16 NASB),
to hear but not hear, to study the words but miss the Word, resulting in destruction. Mere hearing/reading of Scripture is not
advantageous. Fitting, faithful hearing/reading of Scripture is what we are after. And I believe we can find no better help in this
pursuit than in the models provided by the biblical writers themselves. “Be imitators of me,” Paul exhorts (1 Corinthians 4:16;

11:1). Might we include imitation of reading habits and sensibilities in the call?

With this possibility in view, [ want to ask after the mystery and manners of apostolic reading of Scripture. In what ways did the
New Testament (NT) writers wield the sword of the Spirit? How did they read and respond to their Bible? Of course, for the
apostles in the texts cited above, the “Scripture” firstly in view is what Christians normally call the Old Testament (OT). Thus, a
subset of our larger concern is a much-attended-to matter known as “the NT use of the OT.” For reasons that will become apparent
below, I want to move beyond the category of use. But we can begin with it.

New Testament ‘Use’ of the Old Testament

The challenge that arises here is that NT writers use the OT in incredibly varied ways. One of the most obvious ways is to flag some
fulfillment of a direct OT prophecy, frequently signaled with a formula like “This was to fulfill the word of X” (Matthew and John
have a penchant for this). Closely related are NT claims, explicit and implicit, of indirect prophecy or types being fulfilled.
Typological (figural) reading is on high display among the NT writers, who viewed OT events/narratives (e.g., exodus, exile),
institutions (e.g., marriage, Levitical offerings), and persons (e.g., barren patriarchal wives, the Davidic king), for example, as
divinely ordained “shadows” (Colossians 2:17; Hebrews 10:1) cast backwards from, or realities bearing the imprint of, the person of
Christ and his worshiping, missional body of the last days.1

Shifting the focus, a NT author may use an OT passage as something of a literary template. It is arguable, for example, that
Revelation 4-5 is modeled on the vision of Daniel 7,2 and that Isaiah 52:7-53:12 forms the literary-theological substructure of John
12.3 More broadly, Romans 6—8 may be said to mimic the movement of the Pentateuchal narrative of Israel being delivered from
slavery through baptism in the sea (Romans 6), to receiving the law at Sinai (Romans 7), to being led by the Spirit through suffering
in the wilderness en route to the Promised Land (Romans 8).4 Still more sweepingly, Matthew’s Gospel arguably copies the framing
of the whole Hebrew Bible (in contrast to English ordering; see Matthew 23:35), which begins with the “book of the genealogy” in
Genesis 2:4 (LXX; see also 5:1; cf. Matthew 1:1) and concludes with the decree of Cyrus in 2 Chronicles 36:23 (cf. Matthew
28:18-20).
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Singing and Speaking in ‘Scripture’

But this sheds light on another crucial feature of the OT in the NT, one which transcends the category of mere “use.” It’s not just
that the apostles discerned the melodies of the OT; the biblical melodies sank into their bones, cultivated them, transformed them.
Their musical sensibilities were profoundly shaped by the OT so that the new songs they sang (i.e., the NT writings) were organic
fruitions of the old, old tunes.




Nowhere is the shaping effect of the OT’s language and sensibilities on a NT writer more clearly discernible than in the Revelation
of St. John. Almost every clause of the Apocalypse is packed with one and often several allusions, even several layers of allusions,
to the OT. Already in the opening report of John’s vision of the ascended Lord Jesus in Revelation 1:9-20, we can begin to sense
this. Here Jesus is presented in terms of the Son of Man (“one like a son of man”) and the Ancient of Days (having white hair) from
Daniel 7:9-14, at the same time arguably also as a bridegroom in the mold of Song of Solomon 5:10-16,23 and simultaneously as a
living temple.24 To understand what John is doing in this passage and throughout the book, we need to have some awareness of the
biblical music that has preceded Revelation.

Whereas most of the NT sings songs about the OT, Revelation plays in the key of the OT. Whereas most of the NT exposits the OT,
Revelation composes with it.25 We might say that the fundamental language of Revelation isn’t Greek or Hebrew, but Scripture.
I’'m persuaded that this isn’t an accidental use of the OT, as if John is so saturated with his Bible that he expresses himself
reflexively in OT idioms without much thought or deliberate purpose. Instead, John’s language, images, and idioms are deliberate,
forging connections with and completing earlier Scripture.26 Revelation is a purposeful speaking of the language called
“Scripture.”
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But this means that John learned the language called “Scripture.” The language, the possibilities inherent in it, the culture that it
embodies, the drama developing in it, sank into his bones and transformed his outlook, his sensibilities, his musical competence.
Scripture provided the mental furniture of his imagination. While John provides the most outstanding example, the same basic point
applies to all the NT writers. The apostles did not just think about and interpret Scripture. They also thought with and through
Scripture and were interpreted by it. Scripture was not just an instrument to use for the apostles, a tool to wield for their own non-
scripturally formed agendas; it was something they submitted to as authoritative and was a transforming energy of God that shaped
them.

The Nature and Authority of Scripture

Thus, considering the use by the NT of the OT unfolds into the shaping of the NT by the OT. A course in apostolic hermeneutics
doubles as the beginnings of a doctrine of Scripture, demonstrations of the nature, authority, and proper functioning of Scripture in
the life of God’s people. Attending not only to the use of the OT by the NT writings but also to the broader engagement with and
shaping impact of the OT on display in the NT writings gives us guidance for faithful practices and postures today when we come to
the word of God, OT and NT.27

Not everyone agrees with this point. At times, apostolic reading and responsiveness to the OT is written off as simply unintelligible,
no sure guide for interpretive practice today. In a more pious form, we chalk up the apostles’ reading strategies and reactions to
being uniquely inspired by the Holy Spirit to do things with Scripture that we ought not try to duplicate. My conviction is otherwise.
We have observed how the apostles read Scripture in varied ways, how they read with Christian convictions, how they read
contextually with sensitivity to literary flow and musical sense, how they are apparently saturated in and submissive to the shaping
power of Scripture. In these and still other forms discernible in Scripture but left unaddressed above (e.g., reading Scripture as a
covenantal document, as an aurally received [publicly read] word, as a word of address to respond to with words of prayer), let us
the church today become imitators of the apostles and of the Lord, receiving the word in much tribulation and with the joy of the
Holy Spirit.
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Septuagint

WHY THE GREEK OLD TESTAMENT STILL MATTERS

What many call “the Septuagint” today was a collection of varied Greek translations of the Hebrew Old Testament that circulated
among Jews and Christians in antiquity. The apostles both read and referenced these Greek translations often, especially as they
wrote to Greek-speaking churches throughout the Greek-speaking world. Sometimes, their use of the Septuagint comes across
through translations of key words; other times, they quote directly from the Septuagint rather than the Hebrew. Their familiarity
with the Greek Old Testament also exerts a behind-the-scenes influence on broader New Testament themes. Familiarity with the
Septuagint, then, offers a fresh window into the study of the Scriptures, for pastors and engaged laypeople as well as for scholars.

If your personal Bible is the ESV or NIV, you first come across it in a footnote at Genesis 4:8. If you are using the NET, you will
spot it even earlier in a translators’ note at Genesis 3:15. But if you cut against the grain and use the CSB, you will see it make a
cameo as early as Genesis 2:2. In fact, you will bump into it roughly 96 times in the CSB’s footnotes for Genesis—Deuteronomy.

It is called the Septuagint, or LXX for short: in a nutshell, the Greek form of the Old Testament (OT). Often ignored or
misunderstood, it is one of the more important words in your Bible’s footnotes.

Septuagint studies has enjoyed a bit of an academic renaissance in recent decades, but many pastors and laypersons still know little
about it. It sounds esoteric, especially with its difficult-to-say title — which scholars do not pronounce uniformly anyhow — and
fancy nickname. The aim of this article is to bring it out of the shadows of footnotes and into the light, focusing on clarifying what it
is and why it matters to everyday Christians.

What Exactly Is the Septuagint?

Before discussing its relevance, we have to clarify what is meant by Septuagint. But that is part of the problem. The term itself,
when paired with the (the Septuagint, or the LXX), and combined with the fact that you can purchase a copy, might give the false
impression that “the Septuagint” is a singular book, produced by a single committee, and published in a single place at a single time.
But since we are looking back to a time before printing presses, publishers, computers, and online booksellers, little of this
impression is accurate. It is better to think of the word Septuagint as a pointer to the process by which the Hebrew Scriptures
circulated in the Greek language among Jews and Christians in antiquity. The details are complex, but some key ideas can be
sketched.

Clear Starting Point

Most Christians know that their personal copy of the OT is a translation from the ancient Hebrew text, aimed at conveying God’s
word to people unfamiliar with Hebrew. Jews in antiquity faced the same issue. After the conquest of Alexander the Great (d. 323
BC), much of the Mediterranean world adopted Greek as the functional language. Jews inside and outside Palestine followed suit to
varying degrees, and competency in Hebrew began to wane. In the mid-third century BC, a group of Greek-speaking Jews in Egypt
(likely Alexandria) undertook translating the Torah (or Pentateuch, Genesis—Deuteronomy) from Hebrew into Greek, not only to




give their own people access to Scripture in their daily language for use in worship but also (possibly) to provide a copy of their law
code to the Ptolemaic rulers.

The embellished account of this translation (in the Letter of Aristeas, from the second or third century BC) states there were 72
translators, which, over the course of time, became 70 — the Latin of which is Septuaginta or LXX. Strictly speaking, then,
Septuagint or LXX refers only to this initial endeavor.
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Die Chronikbiicher

Ubersicht iiber die Chronikbiicher (mit Angabe der Parallelstellen)

Name

Wie die Samuelis- und Konigebiicher waren auch die Chronikbiicher urspriinglich ein Buch, welches dann sekundir geteilt wurde.
Der Name "Chronik" stammt von Martin Luther, der damit das griechische chronikon (der ganzen heiligen Geschichte) des
Hieronymus verdeutscht hat. Die hebriische Uberschrift lautet 271 °127, dibré hajjamim (dt. Denkwiirdigkeiten, Geschichte). Die
Septuaginta bietet die Uberschrift paralipgmena, paralipomena: Ubriggelassenes (aus den Biichern Samuel und Konige. Nach dem
Kanon der Septuagint finden sich die Chronikbiicher in Christlichen Bibeln direkt nach den Konigsbiichern, gefolgt von den
Biichern Esra und Nehemia. Im hebriischen Kanon sind Esra/ Nehemia in der Regel vorangestellt, die vier Biicher beschlielen den
Teil "Schriften".

Entstehungszeit

Die Entstehungszeit der Chronik ist nicht ganz sicher anzugeben, verschiedene Hinweise deuten auf das spite vierte oder das frithe
dritte vorchristliche Jahrhundert. Inhaltlich will das Werk die Geschichte Israels von der Erschaffung der Welt bis zum Edikt des
Kyrus darstellen, weil mit ihm der Neubeginn nach dem Exil verbunden ist. Dabei spielt die Griindung und Legitimation der
Kultgemeinde in Jerusalem eine besondere Rolle. Sehr oft wird bei der Darstellung auf {iberliefertes Material zuriickgegriffen, auf
Annalen, Geschichten von Kdnigen oder Propheten. Das soll wohl die Autoritdt der Darstellung steigern. Es ist aber umstritten,
inwieweit die Texte authentisch sind, zu denen es in den Samuelis- und Koénigsbiichern keine Parallelen gibt.

Theologie

Ziel der Chronik ist es, die bekannte Geschichte Israels neu auf die eigene Gegenwart hin zu deuten. Aus dem Schicksal der
Fritheren lésst sich lernen, dass Gehorsam gegen Gott, Gotteslob und ein angemessen durchgefiihrter Kultus im Jerusalemer Tempel
das Heil fiir Israel verbiirgen, Gott werde dann seine Barmherzigkeit zeigen. Dies gilt fiir jede einzelne Generation, jede Zeit steht
allein vor Gott und in jeder Zeit ist Gottes Heilshandeln moglich. Damit ist das zum Beispiel in Ez 18 belegbare individualistische
Denken gegen die bisherigen Kollektivvorstellungen (so noch das DtrGW) weitergefiihrt worden, wobei an dem prinzipiellen
Schema von Tun und Ergehen festgehalten wurde.
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Die Bibel lesen - die Basics

Die Bibel lesen, das hort sich so trivial an. Und so ist es: Die Bibel zu lesen ist die Grundlage dafiir, dass der Heilige Geist wirken
kann. Wir horen das Wort nicht personlich, weil wir nicht in der Zeit der Propheten leben und keine Jiinger des leibhaftigen Herrn
sind. Aber Gott hat sich lesbar gemacht! Lesen im alten Testament entspricht in einer konkordanten Ubersetzung (von einem
iibersetzten Begriff kann man auf immer denselben Begriff im Grundtext kommen) dem hebriischen Wort qara’. Und hier erkennt
man, dass es in der antiken Zeit natiirlich kein spezifisches Verb fiir lesen gegeben haben konnte. Denn Lesen war selten, da es nicht
viel Geschriebenes gab. Insofern leben wir in wahrlich goldenen Zeiten! qara’ bedeutet ausrufen, beim Namen rufen, benennen,
aussprechen, veroffentlichen, und zuletzt auch lesen. Die Bedeutung wird nur im Kontext deutlich, z.B. hier:

Da antwortete mir der Herr und sprach: Schreibe (kathab - eingravieren) die Offenbarung nieder und grabe sie in Tafeln ein, damit
man sie geldufig lesen (qarad’ - lesen) kann! (Habakuk 2,2)

Damals wurde die Bibel eingraviert und konnte nur bei 6ffentlichen Anldssen gelesen werden, da Abschriften teuer waren. Heute im
Computerzeitalter ist Schrift Information. Natiirlich wurde dennoch im Volk Gottes die 6ffentliche Bibellese stark kultiviert. Esra
lie einmal die gesamte Tora, die fiinf Biicher Mose, an einem Stiick lesen.

Nicht nur Bibel lesen

Spitestens im neuen Testament sehen wir, dass Lesen alleine nicht ausreicht. Einer aus Athiopien, ein Kiimmerer und Gewaliger der
Kandake, der Konigin der Athiopier, welcher iiber ihren ganzen Schatz gesetzt war, konnte etwa seine personliche Bibel schon
wihrend einer Pilgerfahrt nach Jerusalem lesen. Der vom Heiligen Geist gelenkte Philippus begegnete ihm und sprach: Verstehst du
auch, was du liest? (Apostelgeschichte 8, 26-30). Der Kdmmerer erwiderte sehr schlagfertig: Wie kann ich denn, wenn mich
niemand anleitet? Das betont die Wichtigkeit folgender zwei Kriterien: Verstehen und Abhéngigkeit von der Hilfe des Heiligen
Geistes, zwei Dinge, die vielleicht eins sind. Jesus sagte oft: Habt ihr nicht gelesen? Die Juden lasen damals aus Tradion die Bibel
offentlich in der Synagoge. Dennoch fehlte etwas.

Aber ihre Gedanken wurden verstockt; denn bis zum heutigen Tag bleibt beim Lesen des Alten Testamentes diese Decke
unaufgedeckt, die in Christus weggetan wird. (2. Korinther 3,14)

Die Juden lasen, lasen, lasen, .... und lasen, ... und wiahrend sie lasen, fanden sie doch nie heraus, was sie eigentlich lasen. Sie
kamen nicht nur Erkenntnis. Wie ernsthaft ist das? Fiir die Juden war Bibellesen eine bloBe geistliche Ubung, eine Tradition.

Schaffe dir ein Ambiente, in dem du zur Ruhe kommen kannst: Stell dein Smartphone in den Flugmodus, schliee deine Zimmertiir
usw. Vielleicht hilft dir Worshipmusik, um dich zu konzentrieren, oder ein Zettel, auf dem du alle Gedanken und ToDos, die dich
beschéftigen, aufschreibst und sie bewusst beiseite lasst.

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Was ist biblische Theologie?

Biblische Theologie ist ein Zweig der christlichen Theologie, der sich am haufigsten mit der historischen Entwicklung des in der
Bibel beschriebenen Wissens der Menschen iiber Gott beschéftigt. Das Studium der biblischen Theologie zeichnet die Geschichte
der Interaktionen zwischen Gott und den Menschen nach. Thre frithesten Befiirworter, darunter Geerhardus Vos (1862-1949),
betrachteten die biblische Theologie als einen Gegensatz zu einigen der rationalistischen Tendenzen in der systematischen
Theologie, da biblische Theologen normalerweise stirker an das Ubernatiirliche glauben als andere Theologen.

Trotz einiger historischer Spannungen haben systematische Theologie und biblische Theologie im Allgemeinen eine komplementére
Beziehung mit leicht unterschiedlichen Zielen. Wiahrend die systematische Theologie versucht, das, was {iber Gott bekannt oder
vorgeschlagen wird, nach logischen Formationen zu klassifizieren oder zu beschreiben, versucht die biblische Theologie, die
Geschichte der Offenbarung dieser Gotteserkenntnis in der Bibel zu verfolgen. Mit anderen Worten, die systematische Theologie
tendiert dazu, einen thematischen Ansatz zu verfolgen, wihrend die biblische Theologie hdufiger einen historischen Zugang zu
Wissen oder Aussagen tiber Gott verfolgt.

Vos und die meisten anderen biblischen Theologen argumentieren, dass die Bibel eine Reihe progressiver Offenbarungen iiber
Gottes Natur enthélt. Das Alte Testament fiihrt den Charakter Gottes und die Geschichte des Umgangs Gottes mit den Menschen,
insbesondere den Israeliten, ein. Gottes Erlosung seines Volkes durch Jesus Christus ist das Thema des Neuen Testaments. Diese
beiden Hauptabschnitte der Heiligen Schrift erzdhlen die Geschichte der erlésenden Geschichte. Nach dieser Auffassung ist alles im
Alten Testament als Vorahnung oder Hinweis auf Jesus zu sehen, wihrend das Neue Testament nur als Fortsetzung der im Alten
Testament begonnenen Erlosung verstanden werden kann.

Um an dieser besonderen Ansicht festzuhalten, miissen Gelehrte im Allgemeinen bestimmte Annahmen {iber die Bibel voraussetzen.
Wihrend viele andere Bibelwissenschaftler oder systematische Theologen die Bibel einfach als einen religiosen Text sehen und
moglicherweise liberhaupt nicht an Gott glauben, halten die meisten Bibeltheologen die Bibel fiir das maf3gebliche Wort Gottes. Ein
GrofBteil der Sichtweise eines biblischen Theologen zum Alten Testament zum Beispiel basiert auf der Annahme, dass die
Geschichte der Israeliten gezielt auf ein zukiinftiges Ereignis hinfiihrt — das Kommen Christi, das nur {ibernatiirlich geschehen kann.
Waihrend die Diskussion iiber die Geschichte der Erlosung die hiufigste Art der biblischen Theologie ist, wird der Begriff
manchmal auch verwendet, um andere Arten theologischer Forschung zu beschreiben. Ein Typus wird manchmal als
phénomenologisch bezeichnet, was bedeutet, dass er versucht, den Glauben bestimmter Menschen zu bestimmten Zeiten zu
beschreiben — wie im Glauben der Israeliten wihrend des Exils nach Babylon. Andere konnten die exegetische Theologie — den
Versuch, relevante Informationen zu verwenden, um die genaue Bedeutung der Worte eines biblischen Autors zu bestimmen — als
einen Zweig der biblischen Theologie betrachten. Diejenigen, die diese Art von Theologie praktizieren, wiirden nicht unbedingt an
denselben Voraussetzungen iiber Gott und die Heilige Schrift festhalten, die andere wahrscheinlich tun wiirden.
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Was bedeutet es, dass die Bibel unfehlbar ist?

Das Wort unfehlbar bedeutet "unféhig fiir Fehler". Wenn etwas unfehlbar ist, ist es nie falsch und somit absolut vertrauenswiirdig.
Ahnlich ist das Wort ,,irrtumslos", welches auch auf die Heilige Schrift zutrifft und ,,frei von Irrtum" bedeutet. Die Bibel irrt sich
nicht und hat keine Fehler. Die Bibel behauptet unfehlbar zu sein in 2. Petrus 1,19: ,,Und so besitzen wir das prophetische Wort
umso fester" (eine feste Grundlage, festes Wort).

Petrus fahrt fort mit der Beschreibung, wie die Heilige Schrift entstand: ,,Denn — das sollt ihr vor allem andern wissen — keine
Weissagung der Schrift verdankt sich menschlicher Anschauung. Denn was an Weissagung einst ergangen ist, geht nicht auf den
Willen eines Menschen zuriick, vielmehr haben, getrieben vom heiligen Geist, Menschen im Auftrag Gottes gesprochen.” (2. Petrus
1,20-21).

Einen Verweis auf Unfehlbarkeit sehen wir auch in 2. Timotheus 3,16-17: ,,Jede von Gott eingegebene Schrift ist auch niitzlich zur
Belehrung, zur Zurechtweisung, zur Besserung und zur Erziehung in der Gerechtigkeit. So wird der Mensch Gottes vollkommen
sein, befdhigt zu jedem guten Werk."

Die Tatsache, dass Gott die Schrift eingegeben hat, versichert, dass die Bibel unfehlbar ist, weil Gott keine Fehler macht. Die
Tatsache, dass die Bibel zu guten Werken befdhigt zeigt, dass sie uns zur Wahrheit, nicht zum Fehler, fiihrt.

Wenn Gott unfehlbar ist, dann ist es auch sein Wort. Die Lehre der Unfehlbarkeit der Heiligen Schrift basiert auf dem Verstindnis
von Gottes perfektem Charakter. Das Wort Gottes bzw. ,,die Weisung des Herrn ist vollkommen, sie gibt neues Leben" (Psalm
19,7), weil Gott selbst perfekt ist. Theologisch wird Gott eng mit seinem Wort assoziiert; der Herr Jesus wird ,,das Wort" genannt
(Johannes 1,14).

Es sollte erwdhnt werden, dass die Lehre der Unfehlbarkeit nur die Originaldokumente betrifft. Fehliibersetzungen, Druck- und
Schreibfehler sind offensichtlich menschliche Fehler und kénnen meistens leicht erkannt werden. Was die Autoren der Bibel jedoch
urspriinglich geschrieben haben, war komplett fehlerfrei, ohne Hinzufligung oder Weglassen, da der Geist ihre Aufgabe liberwachte.
Gott ist ehrlich und absolut zuverldssig (Joh. 14,6; 17,3) und so auch sein Wort (Joh. 17,17).

Die Bibel beansprucht fiir sich selbst vollstindige (nicht teilweise) Perfektion in Psalm 12,6; Psalm 19,6; Spriiche 30,5 und in vielen




anderen Stellen. Sie ist durchweg faktisch und urteilt in Fakt iiber uns (nicht umgekehrt). ,,Denn lebendig ist das Wort Gottes,
wirksam und schirfer als jedes zweischneidige Schwert; es dringt hindurch bis zur Scheidung von Seele und Geist, von Mark und
Bein und urteilt iber Regungen und Gedanken des Herzens." (Hebréer 4,12).

Die Bibel ist die einzige objektive Quelle, die Gott uns iiber sich selbst und seinen Plan fiir die Menschheit gegeben hat. Als Gottes
unfehlbares Wort, ist die Bibel unfehlbar, hat Autoritét, ist zuverldssig und ausreichend fiir unsere Bediirfnisse.

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Die Evangelien

Die Bedeutung des Wortes 10 gvayyéhiov (to euangelion)

Das griechische Wort 10 edayyéhov (to euangelion) bedeutet urspriinglich "Lohn fiir die Uberbringung guter Botschaft" bzw. die
"gute Botschaft" selbst. Es bezeichnet also keine literarische Gattung. Dieser Sprachgebrauch findet sich auch im Neuen Testament,
denn "Evangelium" bedeutet hier "die (miindliche) Heilsbotschaft".

Der wichtigste Zeuge dafiir ist Paulus. Bei ihm begegnen die Wendungen gbvayysiov tod 0god (euangelion tol theol/ Evangelium
Gottes; 1Thess 2,2.8.9; 2Kor 11,7; Rém 1,1; 15,16), die den Ursprung und die Autoritit des Evangeliums betont, und evayygiiov
10D Xpiotod (euangelion toii christoti / Evangelium von Christus; 1Thess 3,2; 1Kor 9,12; 2Kor 2,12 u.6.), die eher den Inhalt der
Heilsbotschaft in den Vordergrund stellt.

Im Markusevangelium beginnt ein Bedeutungswandel des Wortes. Im Summarium Mk 1,14f bezeichnet "Evangelium" die
Verkiindigung Jesu. Indem er den traditionellen Begriff so fiillt, gelingt es dem Verfasser, die Reich-Gottes-Verkiindigung Jesu und
die Verkiindigung von Jesus dem Christus miteinander zu verbinden (vgl. Mk 8,35;10,29). Inhalt des "Evangeliums" sind nun auch
die im Markusevangelium berichteten Jesusgeschichten (vgl. Mk 14,9). Diese Akzentverschiebung gegeniiber der Tradition diirfte
in Kombination mit der Uberschrift Mk 1,1 zu dem Gebrauch von "Evangelium" als Bezeichnung der literarischen Gattung gefiihrt
haben.

Noch die im 2. Jh. entstandenen Evangelieniiberschriften zeigen, dass die urspriingliche Wortbedeutung bewusst geblieben war. Thre
korrekte Ubersetzung lautet nimlich: "Evangelium nach Matthius" usw.

"Evangelium" als literaturtheoretischer Begriff

Als literaturtheoretischer Begriff bezeichnet "Evangelium" eine literarische Gattung, die biographische Elemente (Beginn mit
Taufe / Geburt Jesu; Ende mit Kreuzigung / Auferstehung; Stationen der Wirksamkeit Jesu) mit der Uberlieferung und Deutung der
Botschaft Jesu verbindet. In ihr werden weitgehend die Stilmittel der antiken Biographie genutzt (dreigliedrige Gesamtform,
literarische Topoi, Interesse an der verborgenen Identitdt eines exemplarischen Lebens, erzdhlerische Vergegenwértigung der
Hauptfigur mit dem Ziel der Bereicherung des Lebens der Leser), aber auch Impulse friihjiidischer Gattungen (weisheitliche
Sammlungen, apokalyptische Literatur, Martyrerberichte) aufgegriffen. Die Evangelisten sind — Lk bildet hier mit seinen
weltgeschichtlichen Synchronismen eine gewisse Ausnahme — nicht an einer chronologisch exakten Biographie Jesu interessiert. Sie
wollen Verkiindigung sein, bieten also ein Ineinander von erzihlendem Text und verkiindigender Anrede an die Gemeinde. Thnen
geht es um die Bedeutung Jesu Christi und seiner Botschaft fiir die Gemeinde(n), fiir die sie schreiben.
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Die Heilige Schrift der Christinnen und Christen ist die Bibel. Sie besteht aus zwei Hauptteilen, dem Ersten und dem Zweiten
Testament. In beiden Teilen erzdhlen Menschen spannende Erlebnisse von ihrem Glauben an Gott.

Das Erste Testament ist die Hebrédische Bibel der Jiidinnen und Juden, der Tanach. Thn haben die Christinnen und Christen von den
Jiidinnen und Juden iibernommen, denn er erzdhlt die gemeinsame Geschichte der beiden Religionen. Es geht dabei vor allem um
die Schopfung der Welt, um die Anfange der Menschheit und darum, wie die Menschen nach dem Willen Gottes leben sollen.
Einige lange Geschichten berichten auch iiber die Viter und Miitter des Glaubens, zum Beispiel iiber Abraham und Sara, iiber Josef
und seine Briider und iiber Mose und Mirjam. Mehr dazu liest du im Lexikonartikel {iber das Erste Testament.

Im Zweiten Testament geht es vor allem um Jesus. Dieser Teil gilt nur fiir Christinnen und Christen als heilige Schrift, denn nur sie
glauben, dass Jesus Gottes Sohn und sogar Gott selbst ist. Im Mittelpunkt des Zweiten Testaments stehen die vier Evangelien, die
Apostelgeschichte und die Briefe von Paulus. Evangelium bedeutet ,,Frohe Botschaft”. Dieser Teil umfasst die vier Biicher der
Evangelisten Matthdus, Markus, Lukas und Johannes iiber die Worte und Taten von Jesus bis zu seiner Auferstehung. Die
Apostelgeschichte und die Briefe des Paulus beschreiben die Zeit nach der Auferstehung von Jesus und wie sich die ersten
christlichen Gemeinden entwickelt haben.

Beide Testamente zusammen enthalten 66 einzelne Biicher. Darum nennen Christinnen und Christen ihre Bibel auch "Buch der
Biicher". Die einzelnen Abschnitte der Bibel wurden in ganz unterschiedlichen Zeiten geschrieben. Insgesamt dauerte es ungefahr
800 Jahre bis das Erste und das Zweite Testament fertig waren. Der Begriff ,,Bibel kommt von dem Wort “biblia“. Das heif3t
WSchriften oder ,,Biicher”. Das Wort ,, Testament® bedeutet "Bund". Es weist auf den Glauben der Jiidinnen und Juden, Christinnen
und Christen und anderer Religionen hin, dass Gott mit den Menschen einen Bund oder eine Freundschaft geschlossen hat.
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Die Interpretation der biblischen Texte stofit auch heute auf reges Interesse und gibt zu wichtigen Diskussionen Anlal3. Diese haben
in den letzten Jahren neue Dimensionen gewonnen. Da die Bibel fiir den christlichen Glauben, fiir das Leben der Kirche und fiir die
Beziehungen zwischen Christen und Glaubigen anderer Religionen von entscheidender Bedeutung ist, wurde die Papstliche
Bibelkommission ersucht, sich zu diesem Thema zu dufern.

A. Die aktuelle Problematik

Das Problem der Bibelauslegung ist keine moderne Erfindung, wie man manchmal glauben machen will. In der Bibel selbst sehen
wir, daf} ihre Auslegung Schwierigkeiten bereitet. Neben eindeutigen Texten enthélt sie dunkle Stellen. Als Daniel gewisse
Prophetenworte von Jeremia las, suchte er lange nach ihrem Sinn (Dan 9, 2). In der Apostelgeschichte héren wir, wie ein Athiopier
im 1. Jahrhundert in bezug auf einen Abschnitt des Jesaja-Buches (Jes 53, 7-8) sich in der gleichen Lage befand und sich an einen
Interpreten wenden mufite (Apg 8, 30-35). Im 2. Petrusbrief lesen wir, daf ,,keine Weissagung der Heiligen Schrift eigenméchtig
ausgelegt werden darf* (2 Petr 1, 20), und weiter, dal3 in den Briefen des Apostels Paulus ,,manches schwer zu verstehen (ist), und
die Unwissenden, die noch nicht gefestigt sind, diese Stellen ebenso wie die {ibrigen Schriften zu ihrem eigenen Verderben
verdrehen® (2 Petr 3, 16).




Das Problem ist also nicht neu, doch hat es im Laufe der Zeit an Gewicht gewonnen: um zu den Fakten und Aussagen der Bibel
vorzudringen, miissen die Leser sich um fast zwanzig oder dreiflig Jahrhunderte zuriick versetzen, und das ist nicht ohne
Schwierigkeiten mdglich. Zudem sind heutzutage die Probleme der Interpretation wegen der Fortschritte der Geisteswissenschaften
komplexer geworden. Wissenschaftliche Methoden wurden zur ErschlieBung der Texte der Antike entwickelt. Inwieweit sind diese
Methoden auch fiir die Auslegung der Heiligen Schrift geeignet? Aus pastoraler Klugheit hat die Kirche lange Zeit sehr
zuriickhaltend auf diese Frage reagiert, denn oft waren diese Methoden trotz ihrer positiven Werte an Optionen gebunden, die dem
christlichen Glauben entgegengesetzt waren. SchlieB3lich hat eine positive Entwicklung stattgefunden, die durch eine ganze Reihe
pépstlicher Dokumente gekennzeichnet ist, angefangen von der Enzyklika Providentissimus von Leo XIII. (18. Nov. 1893) bis zur
Enzyklika Divino afflante Spiritu von Pius XII. (30. Sept. 1943). Diese Entwicklung wurde durch die Erkldrung Sancta Mater
Ecclesia (21. April 1964) der Pépstlichen Bibelkommission und vor allem durch die Dogmatische Konstitution Dei Verbum des II.
Vatikanischen Konzils (18. Nov. 1965) bestitigt.

Die Fruchtbarkeit dieser konstruktiven Haltung zeigte sich deutlich. Die biblischen Studien in der katholischen Kirche nahmen
einen bemerkenswerten Aufschwung, und ihr wissenschaftlicher Wert wurde im Kreis der Wissenschaftler und unter den Glaubigen
immer mehr anerkannt. Der 6kumenische Dialog wurde dadurch wesentlich erleichtert. Der Einflu3 der Bibel auf die Theologie
verstdrkte sich und half mit zu einer theologischen Erneuerung. Das Interesse an der Bibel wuchs bei den Katholiken und diente
dem Fortschritt des christlichen Lebens. All jene, die eine ernsthafte Ausbildung auf diesem Gebiet erworben haben, erachten es als
unmdglich, auf den Stand einer vorkritischen Auslegung zuriickzukommen, die sie zu Recht als ungeniigend erachten.
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Beschreibung

Im derzeitigen Stand ihrer Entwicklung durchlauft die historisch-kritische Methode folgende Etappen:

Die Textkritik, die seit langer Zeit geiibt wird, erdffnet die Reihe der wissenschaftlichen Forschungsvorginge. Indem sie sich auf
das Zeugnis der #ltesten und besten Manuskripte stiitzt, wie auch auf die Papyri, die alten Ubersetzungen und die Patristik, versucht
sie, nach bestimmten Regeln, einen biblischen Text zu erstellen, der dem Originaltext so nahe wie moglich kommt.

Danach wird der Text einer linguistischen (morphologischen und syntaktischen) und semantischen Analyse unterzogen, die die
Erkenntnisse der historisch-philologischen Forschung beniitzt. Die Literarkritik bemiiht sich dann, Anfang und Ende der groBen und
kleinen Texteinheiten zu bestimmen und die innere Kohérenz des Textes zu priifen. Die Existenz von Dubletten, unvereinbaren
Gegensitzen und anderen Indizien lassen den zusammengesetzten Charakter gewisser Texte erkennen; man unterteilt sie in kleine
Einheiten, um deren mogliche Zugehorigkeit zu verschiedenen Quellen zu ermitteln. Die Gattungskritik versucht, die literarischen
Gattungen, ihr Ursprungsmilieu, ihre spezifischen Merkmale und ihre Entwicklung zu bestimmen. Die Traditionskritik situiert die
Texte in den Uberlieferungsstromen, deren Entwicklung im Laufe der Geschichte sie zu prizisieren versucht. Die Redaktionskritik
schlieBlich untersucht die Verdnderungen, die die Texte erfahren haben, bevor sie zu ihrer endgiiltigen Form gelangten; sie
analysiert diese Endgestalt, indem sie die Texte unter dem Gesichtspunkt ihrer jeweiligen Orientierungen voneinander
unterscheidet. Wahrend man in den fritheren Schritten versucht hat, den Text in seinem Werden in einer diachronen Perspektive zu
erkldren, so schlief3t dieser letzte Schritt mit einer synchronen Untersuchung: Man erldutert nun den Text als solchen, dank der
gegenseitigen Beziehungen der verschiedenen Elemente untereinander, und betrachtet ihn unter dem Gesichtspunkt einer Botschaft,
die der Verfasser seinen Zeitgenossen vermitteln will. So kann auch die pragmatische Funktion des Textes beriicksichtigt werden.
Wenn die untersuchten Texte einer historischen literarischen Gattung (4) angehoren oder in Verbindung mit geschichtlichen
Ereignissen stehen, so ergédnzt die historische Kritik die Literarkritik, um die geschichtliche Bedeutung des Textes im modernen
Sinn des Ausdrucks festzustellen.

Auf diese Weise werden die verschiedenen Stufen der konkreten Entwicklung der biblischen Offenbarung ans Licht gebracht.
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Zum gleichen Zeitpunkt, wo die am weitesten verbreitete wissenschaftliche Methode - die ,,historisch-kritische- in der Exegese,
also auch in der katholischen Exegese, allgemein angewendet wird, wird diese Methode in Frage gestellt: einerseits durch das
Aufkommen anderer Methoden und Zugénge in der wissenschaftlichen Welt selbst und andererseits durch die Kritik vieler Christen,
die diese Methode vom Standpunkt des Glaubens aus als mangelhaft erachten. Zur historisch-kritischen Methode, die sich, wie ihr
Name sagt, besonders mit der historischen Entwicklung der Texte bzw. Traditionen beschiftigt, treten heute Methoden in
Konkurrenz, die auf einem synchronen Verstandnis der Texte bestehen, sei es in bezug auf die Sprache, die Komposition, die
narrative Struktur oder die rhetorische Form. AuBBerdem wird bei vielen der Versuch der diachronen Methoden, die Vergangenheit zu
rekonstruieren, durch die Tendenz ersetzt, die Texte zu hinterfragen, indem man sie in die Perspektive der heutigen Zeit setzt, sei es
unter philosophischer, psychoanalytischer, soziologischer oder politischer Hinsicht. Dieser Pluralismus der Methoden und Zugénge
wird von den einen als Reichtum geschitzt, bei andern jedoch hinterlafit er den Eindruck einer groflen Verwirrung.

Ob diese Verwirrung nun real oder vermeintlich ist, jedenfalls liefert sie den Gegnern der wissenschaftlichen Exegese neue
Argumente. Threr Meinung nach zeigt der Konflikt bei der Interpretation, dal man nichts dabei gewinnt, wenn die biblischen Texte
den Anspriichen der wissenschaftlichen Methoden unterworfen werden. Im Gegenteil, man verliere dabei viel. Sie betonen, die
wissenschaftliche Exegese schaffe Verwirrung und 16se Zweifel in Dingen aus, die vorher miihelos angenommen wurden; sie
dringe gewisse Exegeten zu Positionen, die dem Glauben der Kirche in so wichtigen Fragen widersprachen, wie der jungfraulichen
Empfingnis Jesu, seinen Wundern, ja sogar seiner Auferstehung und seiner Gottheit.

Auch wenn es nicht zu solchen Negierungen kommt, so charakterisiere sich ihrer Meinung nach die wissenschaftliche Exegese doch
durch ihre Sterilitdt in bezug auf das christliche Leben. Statt einen leichteren und sichereren Zugang zu den frischen Quellen des
Wortes Gottes zu schaffen, mache sie aus der Bibel ein verschlossenes Buch, dessen doch immer problematische Interpretation
raffinierte technische Mittel erheische und so aus der Bibel ein Reservat fiir Spezialisten mache. Fiir diese gilt, so glauben einige,
das Wort des Evangeliums: ,,Ihr habt den Schliissel (der Tiir) zur Erkenntnis weggenommen; ihr selbst seid nicht hineingegangen,
und die, die hineingehen wollten, habt ihr daran gehindert™ (Lk 11, 52; vgl. Mt 23, 13).

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Comme I’indique son titre, le cours qui suit est une introduction. Il s’adresse a des étudiants qui commencent leur formation en




théologie. Ce commencement est adapté a deux types d’approche. Il convient a des jeunes en dge de la premiere formation ou de
personnes d’expérience désireuses d’une réflexion miirie par I’expérience.

L’intitulé du cours précise aussi que cette introduction est théologique. Le terme « théologie » est entendu dans le sens qu’il a pris
dans la tradition chrétienne, d’intelligence de la foi développée dans une démarche conduite en raison. Il se distingue donc de
I’histoire des religions qui reste au plan des sciences humaines. Il entend en effet expliciter ce qui est dit de Dieu dans la Bible
présentée par les croyants comme livre inspiré. Le caractére théologique du cours se distingue aussi de ce que 1’on appelle «
exégese », étude rigoureuse du texte et des traditions ou cultures présentes dans la Bible. Le cours n’en ignore pas I’importance, au
contraire, il entend en montrer la nécessité ; mais conscient de la spécificité de cette démarche, il reste a distance des débats et des
conclusions sur lesquelles les spécialistes divergent. Il prend comme point d’appui dans ses analyses ce qui fait I’'unanimité des
spécialistes. Il montrera comment le sens littéral dégagé par I’exégése est ouvert sur la lecture spirituelle de 1’Ecriture en ses divers
modes.

Les questions posées sont donc spécifiquement théologiques. Il sera donc question de I’inspiration, de 1’histoire du salut, du statut
des prophétes et des sages, du rapport entre 1’ Ancien et le Nouveau Testament. Une question fondamentale est posée, celle de la
révélation : quel visage de Dieu parait dans la Bible et quelle conséquence cette reconnaissance a-t-elle sur la lecture du texte.
Enfin, le cours d’introduction se veut une invitation a lire le texte de maniére rigoureuse. Il n’est pas un guide de lecture, composé
de manicére scolaire, car il invite 8 comprendre les raisons et les motivations d’une lecture qui nourrit I’esprit et le cceur et permet de
vivre dans la lumiére » qui éclaire tout homme venant en ce monde » et dans la ferveur de I’Esprit d’amour.
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«Lire pour vivre ». Le titre de cet article veut souligner cette vérité premiére que les Ecritures, selon le dessein de Dieu, ont été
écrites pour que nous ayons la vie et que notre joie soit compléte. Comme le dit Saint Jean au terme de son Evangile, « Jésus a
accompli en présence des disciples encore bien d’autres signes qui ne sont pas relatés dans ce livre. Ceux-1a 1’ont été pour que vous
croyiez que Jésus est le Christ, le Fils de Dieu, et qu’en croyant vous ayez la vie en son nom » (Jn 20,30). Ce qui est dit ici de
I’Evangile peut étre étendu a toutes les Ecritures. Aussi bien, dans I’économie chrétienne, la lecture des Ecritures est-elle ordonnée a
la vie et a I’expérience du salut.

Pour entamer la réflexion, arrétons-nous briévement a 1’extrait de la deuxiéme épitre & Timothée mis ici en exergue. Il y est question
de Lettres appelées saintes. Elle sont saintes parce que inspirées de Dieu. Le verbe, remarquons-le, est utilisé au passif. Néanmoins,
elles demeurent opérantes, actives au moment de la lecture. Elles sont, en effet, capables, souligne le texte, d’insuffler une sagesse
salutaire et d’inspirer toute ceuvre bonne. Cette Ecriture n’est pas destinée & étre lue une fois pour toutes, mais toujours a nouveau.
Elle peut méme accompagner toute I’existence « depuis le plus jeune age » et étre 1a, pourrait-on dire, comme un champ qu’on
laboure sans cesse pour en tirer de quoi se nourrir et vivre selon les circonstances. L’Ecriture est objet de connaissance, précise
encore le texte : « Tu connais les saintes Lettres ». En ce sens, elle peut étre soumise a I’étude et a I’examen critique. Mais le
mouvement de la lecture ne s’arréte pas a la connaissance. Il la mobilise plutdt en vue de diverses fins utiles : « enseigner, éduquer,
redresser, former a la justice » — 1’énumération ne semble pas close — pour que I’homme, en définitive, s’humanise et
s’accomplisse. On a ici, remarquons-le, une approche pragmatique et fonctionnelle des Ecritures : il s’agit de s’en servir, de
s’appuyer sur elles, de les invoquer pour vivre. Elles sont pour ’homme comme un « équipement », comme une ressource, comme
un instrument qui lui permet d’affronter I’existence et d’y imprimer la marque de la bonté. « Ainsi I’homme de Dieu se trouve-t-il
équipé pour toute ceuvre bonne ».
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Pour préciser la notion de compétence, il n’est pas inutile de se référer aux perspectives qui se sont dégagées des sciences de
I’organisation du travail. Une notion nouvelle de compétence s’y est forgée dans sa différence par rapport a celle d’expertise. En
effet, pour corriger un mode de fonctionnement professionnel trop centré sur la spécialisation dont on percevait les limites
(morcellement, individualisation et finalement contreproductivité), des philosophes de 1’entreprise ont proné une formation plus
globale orientée vers 1’aptitude a résoudre les problemes posés dans le cadre de 1’activité professionnelle, compte tenu des contextes
concrets et toujours inédits. Cette perspective mettait en évidence la nécessité de faire face a des situations dans un ensemble. La
compétence ainsi comprise fait, dés lors, intervenir au moins quatre aspects essentiels: la coopération, 1’inventivité, I’efficacité et la
responsabilité. Elle implique aussi la capacité fondamentale de « transférer », c’est-a-dire la capacité de mettre en ceuvre, en les
ajustant, des savoirs ou savoir-faire relatifs a tel domaine ou a telles circonstances, dans un autre domaine et en de nouvelles
circonstances. Ainsi donc, dans sa différence par rapport a I’« expertise », la compétence est 1’aptitude, acquise et toujours
améliorable, que I’on reconnait chez une personne, a résoudre des questions complexes et nouvelles, de poursuivre des projets
variés, de réaliser un ensemble de tiches avec imagination dans le souci des personnes autant que d’adaptation aux impératifs de
I’action. En d’autres termes, et de maniére plus précise encore, la compétence, dans sa conception moderne, désigne 1’aptitude d’un
individu & mobiliser, de maniére intégrée et inventive, un ensemble de ressources (savoirs, savoir-faire, attitudes) pour répondre
adéquatement, avec inventivité, efficacité et responsabilité, a des situations données, toujours singuliéres, et a améliorer cette
aptitude par son exercice méme dans des situations variées. Comme le dit Ph. Zafirian, « la compétence est une intelligence pratique
des situations qui s’appuie sur des connaissances acquises et les transforme avec d’autant plus de force que la diversité des
situations augmentey.

Ces perspectives, notons-le, sont passées dans le domaine pédagogique. On a parlé alors de pédagogie des compétences Dans cette
optique, le systéme éducatif se donne pour objectif de rendre le citoyen capable de répondre de maniére ajustée aux situations-
problémes qu’il rencontre ou rencontrera dans les différents domaines de son existence. Dans cette problématique, on congoit la
formation comme un outillage de 1’¢léve pour qu’il devienne a méme de prendre en charge sa vie en ses différents aspects et qu’il
puisse ainsi contribuer a I’édification de la société avec talent et rigueur, avec inventivité et responsabilité.
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On peut tenter de transférer la notion moderne de compétence, élaborée dans le monde du travail, dans le domaine de la vie
chrétienne. Ce serait une maniere de penser en quoi consiste I’aptitude a vivre dans la foi. La tradition chrétienne, d’ailleurs, se
préte a ce transfert. Les notions d’aptitude, d’habilité, de capacité, d’inventivité ne lui sont pas, en effet, étrangéres. Elle parle de
I’homme comme capax Dei. Elle invite & vivre et a construire I’humanité avec audace, imagination et efficacité. Ainsi, pourrait-on
considérer que I’aptitude a vivre sa vie dans la foi est de ’ordre de la compétence au sens moderne du terme.

Mais il se fait aussi qu’une autre notion de « compétence » avec des nuances spécifiques appartient a la tradition chrétienne la plus




ancienne, en I’occurrence catéchétique. Dans le catéchuménat des premiers siécles, en effet, on appelait competentes ceux et celles
qui étaient admis, au début du Caréme, a entrer dans la préparation immédiate au baptéme lors de la veillée pascale. Dans ce
contexte, competere signifiait « désirer ardemment et ensemble ». Il s’agissait pour les catéchumeénes de désirer intensément
s’ajuster a la grace de leur prochain baptéme. Il s’agissait pour eux de s’adonner au désir de voir se déployer en eux, dans le concret
de la vie et dans la société, la grace du salut signifiée par le baptéme et de s’exercer a ce déploiement, avec 1’appui de la
communauté. La « compétence » chrétienne, dans la tradition catéchuménale était ainsi liée au désir, a I’émulation communautaire,
a I’apprentissage comme a I’exercice de I’aptitude a vivre une vie nouvelle conformément a la grace du baptéme. Conception
traditionnelle de la compétence, différente de celle que nous évoquions plus haut, mais qui peut s’y articuler avec intérét.

En croisant cette notion ancienne de la compétence chrétienne avec les perspectives modernes, en les enrichissant mutuellement,
nous pourrions construire la définition suivante : la compétence chrétienne désigne I’art de vivre dans la foi, de manicre libre,
responsable et inventive, non pas en vertu d’une obligation qui s’impose mais en vertu d’une grace offerte que 1’on désire voir se
déployer en soi, pour son propre bien et pour celui des autres. Elle est, en d’autres termes encore, 1’aptitude a mener sa vie, a I’«
écrire » personnellement dans la foi (foi/espérance/charité) en lien avec la communauté chrétienne et dans un contexte culturel
donné, en mobilisant de maniére intégrée et inventive, pour des fonctions et dans des circonstances variées, les diverses ressources
(savoirs, savoir-faire, attitudes et valeurs, ...) de la tradition chrétienne aussi bien que des cultures, pour I’accomplissement de «
toute ceuvre bonney.
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Dans I’exercice de la compétence chrétienne ainsi entendue, I’Ecriture occupe évidemment une place essentielle. Elle fait partie,
nous I’avons dit, de I’« équipement » du chrétien, pour reprendre 1’expression de I’épitre a Timothée. Il n’y a pas de vie chrétienne
qui ne s’appuie sur I’Ecriture, qu’elle soit proclamée dans ’assemblée liturgique, commentée dans 1’homélie, interprétée par les
théologiens et les pasteurs ou directement lue dans le texte. Aujourd’hui, bien entendu, dans notre contexte culturel, ce contact
direct avec le texte lui-méme, méme s’il n’est pas intrinséquement obligé pour étre chrétien, est néanmoins incontournable dans une
pastorale qui entend habiliter le peuple chrétien a vivre dans la foi. En d’autres termes, la compétence chrétienne est intimement liée
a la compétence de lecture de la Bible. On peut dire méme que la compétence de lecture de la Bible s’accomplit dans la compétence
chrétienne.

Mais qu’est-ce qu’un lecteur compétent de la Bible qui, sans €tre un spécialiste ni un technicien — il en faut, mais tout le monde ne
peut 1’étre — gotite de se rapporter au texte biblique et dispose de connaissances justes et pertinentes qui lui permettent de les
interpréter et d’en tirer profit pour sa vie ? Quel est-il cet « amateur éclairé » ? Quels sont les outils, les moyens, les théories dont il
a besoin pour acquérir de bons réflexes de lecture, sans en étre encombré pour autant ? Pour répondre a cette question, on peut
distinguer, me semble-t-il, des savoirs et des savoir-faire de base (en pédagogie, on parle de « socles de compétence ») qui sont de
trois ordres : ’ordre de la théologie des Ecritures, 1’ordre du désir de les lire et 1’ordre des méthodes de lecture. Ce qui importe,
c’est que, dans ces trois ordres, le lecteur dispose de bases pertinentes qui lui permettent de s’avancer dans la lecture, étant entendu
que sa compétence pourra s’affiner progressivement. Dans les trois ordres que je viens d’indiquer, quels pourraient étre les savoirs
et savoir-faire ¢lémentaires ?

IIpocmoTpoBoe uTeHME, IEpEcKas3
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Pour les quatre évangiles, on peut faire un certain nombre d’hypothéses sur les milieux producteurs

L’Evangile selon Marc, autour des années 70, est destiné a une communauté majoritairement pagano-chrétienne plutdt occidentale
(déplacements fréquents de Jésus en terre non judéenne ; explication de certains usages juifs), ce qui n’implique pas nécessairement
que I’auteur ne soit pas juif. La tradition a localisé 1’évangile a Rome, mais Alexandrie ou Antioche de Syrie ont aussi été
envisagées et méme la Galilée a cause du grand intérét de cet évangile pour la Galilée. Quant a la date, étant donné le discours du
chapitre 13 qui annonce la fin des temps a partir de la destruction du temple, la plus plausible est juste avant 70 ou juste apres selon
que I’on suppose la chute de Jérusalem imminente ou déja réalisée.

L’Evangile selon Matthieu, entre 80 et 90, est destiné 4 une communauté majoritairement judéo-chrétienne (réflexion trés
développée sur la Torah) qui vit en Syrie, peut-&tre a Antioche, dans le dernier quart du premier siécle. Ce texte peut avoir été porté
par un groupe qui aurait migré de Jérusalem vers la Syrie aprés la destruction du temple en 70.

L’Evangile selon Luc, entre 80 et 90, est localisable dans la partie orientale du bassin méditerranéen, sans qu’on puisse en dire plus.
Il semble viser unelarge audience, de culture grecque : les particularités palestiniennes sont effacées et les tournures résolument
grecques. L auteur semble plutot étre un chrétien non juif mais trés au fait des écritures juives et des traditions synagogales : il
connait tres bien la Septante.

L’Evangile selon Jean, vers 95 (aprés la date ou se sont pratiquées des exclusions de la synagogue 80-90), suppose connus les trois
évangiles synoptiques (Matthieu, Marc et Luc), constitue une ligne spécifique de développement sur plusieurs décennies. Ce travail
a été accompli par une école théologique dont la figure de référence est sans doute le disciple bien-aimé, que la tradition a identifié
a tort a Jean I’apdtre, fils de Zébédée. Celui qui a mis en ceuvre I’ensemble du récit est sans doute plus jeune d’une génération par
rapport au disciple bien-aimé. Quant au rédacteur final, il a, par le chapitre 21 (relatif a Pierre) et quelques gloses, permis a ce texte
d’étre requ par la grande Eglise, aprés un déplacement trés probable des églises johanniques de la Syrie vers I’ Asie Mineure, suite a
des exclusions de la synagogue qui mettaient les disciples de cette école en réelles difficultés religieuses et sociales.

Vers la fin de I’Exil, des représentants du milieu sacerdotal ont rassemblé les traditions sur les patriarches véhiculées surtout dans la
population — rurale — non déportée qui s’appuyait notamment sur la figure d’ Abraham pour légitimer sa possession du pays. Ces
textes sont marqués par une idéologie de cohabitation avec les autres peuples alors que les textes deutéronomistes pronent un
monothéisme exclusif et une séparation vis-a-vis des autres nations. Le milieu sacerdotal insiste sur I’importance du sabbat, des
régles alimentaires de base, de la circoncision, de la Paque.

A 1’époque perse, deutéronomistes et sacerdotaux se sont retrouvés pour éditer ensemble la Torah (les cinq livres du Pentateuque).
C’est alors que le Deutéronome est séparé de 1’historiographie deutéronomiste pour devenir le cinquiéme et dernier livre de la
Torah, laquelle devient la référence principale des juifs demeurant dans le pays comme de ceux qui sont en diaspora Quant au
Nouveau Testament, on peut dire que son écriture est aussi née d’une crise, celle provoquée par la mort de Jésus. Au lieu d’une fin,
c’est une littérature, portée par des hommes et des communautés, qui s’ouvre, plurielle elle aussi, a la fois dans la ressemblance des




projets littéraires (ex. quatre évangiles mais quatre évangiles différents) et dans la différence des genres : de la lettre de circonstance
a la lettre éminemment théologique, du genre « évangile » a la littérature apocalyptique en passant par I’histoire des témoins de ce
Jésus qui est la figure centrale de I’ensemble.

Le délai d’écriture de I’ensemble recouvre trois quarts de si¢cle entre les années cinquante (pour les premiéres Lettres de Paul) et les
années 110-125 pour les textes les plus récents comme la 2deLettre de Pierre. Quant aux textes évangéliques, on peut les situer entre
les années 70 pour Marc (le premier) et les années 95 pour Jean (le dernier). Rappelons que la prédication de Jésus a sans doute eu
lieu entre 27 et 30. I est tout a fait important de mesurer que, dans le christianisme primitif, on ne part pas d’un mais de plusieurs
points de départ. On se trouve, en effet, devant des présentations différentes de Jésus. On peut méme détecter les traces de tendances
diverses antérieures a la rédaction des textes évangéliques tels que nous les avons aujourd’hui.
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Au VIIIe avant notre ére, c’est le choc de I’hégémonie assyrienne dans tout le Proche-Orient ancien. Les premiers écrits
prophétiques, au moins des parties d’entre eux (car ces textes ont été remaniés et augmentés plus tard) voient le jour comme fagon
de préserver une identité et de résister aux puissances locales que 1’empire assyrien met en place. Cependant, la période et la
situation déterminantes pour la rédaction des textes de la Bible hébraique sont I’exil a Babylone. Avec la crise ou plutot en réponse a
la crise de I’Exil, naissent les livres. Les Judéens ont en effet perdu leur terre, leur ville Jérusalem, leur roi, leur temple sous le choc
de Nabuchodonosor en 587-586 avant notre ére ; ils ont été déportés pour 5 a 10 % d’entre eux (la minorité intellectuelle tandis que
la majorité de la population reste au pays devenu province babylonienne) et se trouvent sous la puissance des Babyloniens comme
sous celle de leur Dieu Marduk. La réponse attendue, en pareille situation, est la soumission au dieu des vainqueurs. C’est tout le
contraire qui se passe. Des scribes, que 1’on a appelés deutéronomistes parce qu’on retrouve chez eux 1’idéologie du livre du
Deutéronome, ont élaboré une présentation du passé d’Israé€l a partir certainement de documents antérieurs (récits et annales royales
a la cour de Samarie et de Jérusalem) en faisant la démonstration que la perte du pays, du temple n’était pas la preuve de la faiblesse
de Yahvé mais I’effet de sa sanction contre Israél pour son non-respect de I’alliance avec son Dieu, sa non-observance de la Loi.
Marduk n’était donc pas supérieur a Yahvé mais un jouet entre ses mains pour punir le peuple et ses chefs. On suit en effet, au fil
des textes, les évaluations des rois dont peu ont I’heur de plaire aux deutéronomistes. Trés souvent revient cette sentence : tel roi fit
ce qui est mal aux yeux de Yahvé. Il ne s’agit pas d’histoire au sens moderne, ni méme d’enquéte a la maniére grecque, mais de
rendre compte du présent de I’Exil, de 1’expliquer. Par ce fait méme, se prépare une place prépondérante accordée au Livre comme
référence vitale et cultuelle. Cette hypothése permet de rendre compte de ce que 1’on a appelé 1’ « historiographie deutéronomiste »
incluant le grand ensemble allant du livre du Deutéronome au 2nd livre des Rois. Voila pour les écrivains deutéronomistes.
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La premiére, la Bible hébraique, que nous ne pouvons donc pas appeler « ancien » testament , est constituée de 22 ou 24 livres
(selon la fagon dont on les compte) écrits en hébreu et pour une trés petite part en araméen, classés en trois grands ensembles:

. la Loi (Torah) composée de la Genése — qui traite des origines du monde et de I’humanité puis des ancétres d’Israél et
des peuples voisins — et des quatre autres livres de Moise guidant le peuple, depuis la servitude en Egypte, a travers le désert
jusqu’aux abords de la terre promise et lui transmettant plusieurs ensembles de lois et prescriptions (une partie d’Exode, tout le
Lévitique, le début des Nombres et la quasi-totalité duDeutéronome) ;

. les Prophetes (Nebiim) qui vont du livre de Josué a celui de Malachie. Les prophétes antérieurs (la distinction prophétes
« antérieurs » et prophétes « postérieurs » n’est attestée qu’au VIlle de notre ére) vont de Josué(qui décrit un état idéal du peuple
entrant en terre promise) jusqu’a la fin du 2e livre des Rois (qui mentionne la catastrophe compléte de la déportation a Babylone et
de la destruction du Temple). Les prophétes postérieurs s’ouvrent avec le livre d’Esaie qui, par ses annonces messianiques d’un roi
idéal a venir, fait renaitre 1’espoir ;

. et les Ecrits (Ketubim) constitués de douze livres. Le principe organisateur semble étre celui de I’anthologie. On note une
grande diversité de genres littéraires : des écrits de sagesse (Proverbes), un dialogue (Job), des réflexions philosophiques (Qohélet),
des chants religieux et profanes (Psaumes, Lamentations et Cantique des cantiques), des romans et nouvelles (Esther, Ruth, Daniel 1
-6), des historiographies (Esdras, Néhémie, Chroniques), un écrit apocalyptique (Daniel 7-12).
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L’organisation de la Bible

La Bible est plurielle. Elle s’accommode historiquement mal du singulier qui s’est imposé dans la perspective de la lecture
chrétienne. L’origine du mot : ta biblia, en grec, est un neutre pluriel, les livres, qui recouvrent des genres aussi différents que des
récits, des recueils de lois, des instructions de sagesse, des poémes, des généalogies, des oracles, lettres, évangiles, apocalypses. ..
qui supposent chacun une maniére de les lire. Ta biblia,c’est le mot qu’emploie Flavius Joséphe, un historien juif de langue grecque,
au Ier siécle de notre ére, pour désigner ce que, & la méme époque, ceux qui deviendront les auteurs de ce que 1’on appellera plus
tard Nouveau Testament désignent par hai graphai, les écritures, quelquefois simplement par hé graphé, 1’écriture. Par le truchement
du latin, qui ne connait pasd’article, le neutre pluriel grec biblia a été compris, seulement au Moyen Age, comme une terminaison
de féminin singulier, sans doute aussi parce que dans un unique objet étaient alors rassemblés plusieurs livres. Plus encore le terme
Bible, selon le groupe, la communauté qui s’y référe, désigne soit uniquement ce que, pour 1’instant, nous appellerons par facilité

I’ Ancien Testament — premier testament — soit un ensemble constitué de I’ Ancien Testament et du Nouveau Testament ou second
testament. Il y a au moins trois Bibles différentes:

la Bible hébraique (BH) ;

la Septante (LXX) ;

la Bible chrétienne, laquelle se décline en plusieurs variantes, les plus connues de notre univers occidental étant la Bible catholique
et la Bible protestante.

La premiére, la Bible hébraique, que nous ne pouvons donc pas appeler « ancien » testament , est constituée de 22 ou 24 livres
(selon la fagon dont on les compte) écrits en hébreu et pour une trés petite part en araméen, classés en trois grands ensembles.

Why Is It Relevant to the Study of the NT?

Precisely here — the use of Greek Bible(s) in antiquity — the relevance of the so-called Septuagint for us today becomes evident.
By definition, it is clearly relevant to studying the OT, particularly for reconstructing the authentic OT text (e.g., ESV at 1 Samuel
10:1; 14:41), exploring canon-related issues, and tracing early Jewish interpretation — vital topics that would merit a standalone
article.

But it is also of great relevance to studying the New Testament (NT), which is our focus here. Early Christians, like their Jewish
predecessors, were immersed in a Greek-speaking world. We see this not only in how some of Jesus’s disciples bore Greek names
alongside Semitic ones (Saul/Paul, Levi/Matthew, Simon/Peter) or were from Hellenistic backgrounds (Acts 6), but most clearly in
the writing of the entire NT in Greek. It should come as no surprise, then, that the authors sometimes make direct use of the Greek
form of the OT in addition to or even in place of the known Hebrew form. Just as a Korean-speaking pastor would naturally quote
from a Korean Bible in a sermon to a Korean congregation, so also the Greek-speaking apostolic authors would often default to a
Greek Bible when writing to Greek-speaking congregations.

Matthew offers a helpful example to prove the point. On the one hand, he uses the specific Hebrew form of Hosea 11:1 (“I have
called my son”) and not the Greek (“I have called my children”) in Matthew 2:15. On the other hand, he draws on the Greek form of
Isaiah 40:3, even where it differs from the Hebrew, in Matthew 3:2. Since Matthew was a bilingual tax collector, it makes sense that
he would be able to navigate the OT in both Hebrew and Greek.

In short, the Greek tradition of the OT influenced the writing of the NT in various ways alongside the Hebrew tradition, which
means that today’s student of the Bible would benefit to know something about it. I will trace three ways we can detect this
influence, offering brief implications at each step.

The Greek OT shaped the contours of certain words.

When my church congregation prays the Lord’s Prayer, I self-consciously avoid using thy and thine embedded in memory from the
KJV. Your Bible influences your theological vocabulary. Similarly, the Greek of the Septuagint texts shaped to varying degrees the
specific ways certain words were used by NT authors.

A marquee example is the use of ekkl€sia for “church.” Other options existed, and in secular Greek ekkl€sia often carried the sense
of a civic assembly. So why did this term get applied immediately (and with no apparent debate) to the spiritual gathering of
believers (Matthew 16:18; Galatians 1:2)? The Jewish community had already settled on this word as a suitable way of translating
Hebrew terms for the congregation or gathering of the Israelites for religious worship and instruction (e.g., Deuteronomy 4:10;
Joshua 8:5). Indeed, ekklgsia is used for the assembly of the Israelites in Acts 7:38 and, only a few breaths later, for the early church
in 8:1. Knowing something about the Greek OT, then, is crucial to grasping the identity of today’s church as the people of God.
Another key example is “gospel” or “good news.” Euangelion vocabulary was often used for reports of military victories in




antiquity. But in the Greek tradition of the prophets (especially Isaiah), it was applied to spiritual good news related to the saving
work of God, doubtless shaping the apostolic authors. For instance, Mark 1:1-3 traces the good news directly to Isaiah 40, and Paul
treats the good news as something pre-promised to the prophets as well (Romans 1:1-2).

A final example is the term used in the Greek OT for the “sin offering,” namely, peri hamartias (e.g., Leviticus 5:6). Strictly
speaking, this phrase means “concerning sin,” but it became a technical term for the specific Levitical sacrifice (see Hebrews 10:6).
Its influence can be felt most vividly in Romans 8:3, where Paul refers to Jesus as peri hamartias; though some English translations
take this as “for sin” (KJV, RSV), it is more accurate to render it “sin offering” (CSB, NIV), which concretely captures how Jesus’s
blood fulfills the Levitical sacrificial system.

Implication: Students of the NT can benefit from adding the Greek OT to their set of tools for studying the semantic ranges of NT
words (from covenant to mercy seat/propitiation and beyond). The Greek OT may not answer every question for every word, but it
can be a window on common use in the first century — and sure beats using Merriam-Webster!

The Greek OT was often used in specific quotations.

Additionally, NT authors often use wording from the Greek tradition when directly quoting an OT passage. When studying such
reuses of the OT in the NT, it is important to keep four basic patterns in mind.

The wording matches both the Hebrew and the Greek, particularly if the latter is a straightforward rendering of the former (e.g.,
Leviticus 19:18 in Matthew 19:19).

The wording matches the Hebrew more closely, and not the Greek (e.g., Zechariah 12:10 in John 19:37).

The wording matches neither fully but appears to involve apostolic retranslation or interpretation (e.g., Psalm 68:19 in Ephesians
4:8).

The wording matches the Greek more closely, even where it deviates from the Hebrew.

The fourth category is of most interest here, since it demonstrates the vital importance of the Greek translation(s) of the OT to NT
study. I will provide a few examples to illustrate the point.

Let us begin with instances where the use of the Greek OT is important Christologically.

In Jesus’s visit to the Nazareth synagogue, his reading of Isaiah 61:1-2 as recorded in Luke 4:18—19 includes “and recovering of
sight to the blind,” found only in Greek Isaiah and not the known Hebrew. This line is important to the Lukan context because it
frames Jesus as the Spirit-anointed deliverer who will, indeed, bring healing to both physical and spiritual blindness.

Amid the rapid-fire set of quotations in Hebrews 1:5—14, the author writes, “When he [God] brings the firstborn into the world, he
says, ‘Let all God’s angels worship him’” (Hebrews 1:6). This line is apparently drawn from the Greek tradition of Deuteronomy
32:43 and is absent in the standard Hebrew tradition, providing the author with helpful wording to express the divinity of Jesus.
(Note: some English translations incorporate the line into the text of Deuteronomy, effectively blending the Hebrew and Greek.)
Hebrews also reflects the distinct wording of the Greek of Psalm 40:6—8 in order to capture the humanity of Jesus via “A body have
you prepared for me” (Hebrews 10:5), whereas the Hebrew reads, “You have given me an open ear.”

These are but a few instances where the OT — and the Greek form, at that — is key to articulating the person and work of Christ.
The Greek OT is also missionally important to the NT authors. Occasionally, the ancient Greek translators had already enhanced
how a given passage anticipates the inclusion of the nations/Gentiles in the plan of God, allowing the apostolic authors more readily
to root the global mission of the church in Scripture.

Matthew draws on the distinctive Greek wording of Isaiah 42:1-3 to plant the seed that Jesus’s ministry is not only for Jews but
encompasses Gentiles, too: while the Hebrew reads, “The coastlands await his laws,” the Greek form that is used in Matthew 12:21
reads, “In his name the Gentiles will hope.”

Septuagint and Scripture
Much more could be said, but the hope is that this brief survey has whetted the reader’s appetite to explore the texts of the
Septuagint further (see here or here). It offers an exciting gateway to studying both OT and NT afresh, not only for scholars but for
ministers and laypersons too.
Many Christians often ask at this point, “If the apostles sometimes used the Septuagint, does that make it inspired?” A common
answer is that a NT quotation of the Greek OT does sanction its wording, even when it deviates from the Hebrew. This answer hits
the rocks, however, when NT authors do not always use identical wording for the same OT quotations (e.g., Isaiah 6:9—10 in
Matthew 13:14—15; Mark 4:12; Luke 8:10; John 12:39-40; Acts 28:25-27), making it hard to say which wording is “sanctioned.”
A better answer is this: the Jewish community and early Christians clearly privileged the Hebrew text as the locus of inspiration.
However, there were no efforts (then or now) at linguistic Judaizing, whereby new converts would be forced to learn Hebrew to
access Scripture. The Greek OT in its varied forms was seen as more than adequate as a translation of the word of God to reach a
Greek-speaking world, and the apostles used it accordingly. Does this mean that apostolic use of the Greek OT where it appears to
deviate from the Hebrew is an exercise in building theology off a faulty translation? Not at all — it simply means the NT writers felt
that the Greek “pew Bible” (in modern terminology) familiar to their readers faithfully captured the theological intent of God-given
words, so they used it accordingly.
Studying the Septuagint, if nothing else, is an illuminating exercise in tracing God’s faithfulness in using his word to motivate and
sustain the early church in proclaiming Christ from the Scriptures to the ends of the earth (Luke 24:44-47).
2
‘Write This in a Book’
Of all the named authors in the Bible, Moses is the first. Immediately after the exodus, and still before the giving of the law at
Mount Sinai, God tells Moses to start writing God’s words down (Exodus 17:14). Amalek had come out to fight Israel, and Moses
commanded Joshua to lead the army while Moses would lift up the staff of God. It is after this fight that God speaks to Moses (the
text does not tell us how) and commands him to write down what God’s ultimate judgment over Amalek will be as a memorial. The




first command to record God’s words in a book comes in order that this book would become a memorial, a testimony, to the acts of
God and the fulfilment of his promises. An interesting detail is that already this first Scripture is to be recited to Joshua. The future
leader is to be formed by the word of God from its very beginning.

Soon after the fight with Amalek, Israel arrives at Mount Sinai. Here God speaks directly from the mountain, but the people cannot
bear it (Exodus 20:19-21). Therefore, Moses goes up the mountain alone and receives the two tablets (Exodus 31:18; 32:15-16).
The first set is made and written by God himself, but Moses breaks them in anger because of the idolatry of the people (Exodus
32:19). Moses then brings up a second set so that these can be inscribed with the same words of the covenant (Exodus 34:1, 28;
Deuteronomy 10:4). It is also at this occasion that Moses is commanded to write down all the words, “for in accordance with these
words I have made a covenant with you and with Israel” (Exodus 34:27).

Numbers 33:2 teaches that Moses did not just write down the laws God gave to the people, but also the historical account of the
journey of Israel.

In the book of Deuteronomy, at the end of Israel’s time in the wilderness and just before the entrance into the Promised Land, Moses
addresses the people and reminds them of what had happened, what God had told them, and what it meant to be the covenant people
of God. As expected, the written basis of the covenant is again mentioned. In Deuteronomy 10:5 we learn that the two tablets are
kept in the ark. Deuteronomy 31:9 adds that the whole law is given to the Levites who carry the ark, but that it is also given to the
elders of the people. The actual book that Moses wrote is to be kept near the ark “for a witness against you” (Deuteronomy 31:26).
This is the beginning of the tabernacle, later replaced by the temple, as the place where the word of God is kept and preserved.
Deuteronomy gives us one unexpected insight into the actual practice of copying the law. We read about the stipulations for the
future kings in Deuteronomy 17. Once the king sits on his throne, he has to write for himself a copy of the law “from before” the
Levitical priests in order that he may read in it all the days of his life (Deuteronomy 17:18—19). The expression “from before” has
been interpreted as meaning “approved by,” which is certainly possible. However, there is a more direct interpretation. It seems
likely to me that the king is allowed to make his personal copy from the master scroll that Moses deposited with the Levites. This
was a true privilege for the king, but also a serious responsibility. The king is supposed to be a faithful scribe. And as with Joshua,
the leader of the people is supposed to be formed by the written word of God.

Die Tora / Der Pentateuch

Begriffsklarung

Der in der wissenschaftlichen Sprache iibliche Terminus Pentateuch bezeichnet die Einheit der 5 Biicher Mose, ein Gefiige aus 5
(gr. penta) Rollen tevym [teuchd] = verfertigen). Die jlidische Tradition bezeichnet dieses Werk als Tora, als Weisung Gottes fiir sein
Volk Israel. Als Weisung Gottes zu rechtem Wandel gelten nicht allein die Rechtssétze aus den Biichern Exodus bis
Deuteronomium, sondern auch die erzihlenden Passagen. Die Gleichung Tora = Gesetz riihrt von der Septuaginta-Ubersetzung
vopog (nomos) her, die aber das Bedeutungsspektrum von 1in (torah) zu sehr einschrénkt. Die Bezeichnung "5 Biicher Mose" gibt
nicht, dies gegen die jiidische und christliche Tradition, den Verfasser des Werks an (vgl. nur Dtn 34,5-12: Tod des Mose), sondern
bezeichnet eher die Hauptperson dieser Texte. Wichtig ist demnach, dass dieser Name die Perspektive der {ibergreifenden Einheit
hinter den einzelnen Biichern betont.

Buchnamen

In der jiidischen Tradition werden die Namen der einzelnen Biicher dem jeweils ersten Vers entnommen: n°wk12 (bere’sit, im
Anfang), niny (3emot, Namen [der Israeliten in Agypten]), Xp» (wajjiqra’, und es rief [der Herr den Mose]), 12722 (bemidbar, in
der Wiiste), 0127 (debarim, Worte [des Mose zu Israel]). Die in der wissenschaftlichen Sprache iiblichen griechisch-lateinischen
Namen geben Aufschluss iiber den Inhalt der einzelnen Biicher: Genesis: Schopfung; Exodus: Auszug (aus Agypten); Levitikus:
Levitische Gesetzgebung; Numeri: Zahlen (der Israeliten); Deuteronomium: Zweites Gesetz.

Entstehung des Pentateuch

Die Frage, wie der Pentateuch seine heutige Form erhalten hat, ist in der Forschung seit einiger Zeit aullerordentlich umstritten; ein
allgemein akzeptiertes Modell ist gegenwirtig nicht in Sicht. Die ndhere Diskussion dieses Sachverhalts gehort nicht in die
Bibelkunde, sondern ist Aufgabe der eigenen Disziplin "Einleitung in das Alte Testament" (vgl. das Thema-Kapitel: "Entstehung des
Pentateuch"). Die lange Zeit klassische Quellenscheidungstheorie, nach der der Pentateuch aus der nachtréiglichen Kombination und
Erweiterung von mindestens zwei durchgehenden und eigenstidndigen Quellenschriften entstanden ist, wurde zwar in der letzten
Zeit grundsitzlich hinterfragt. Sie hat jedoch noch immer wichtige Anhénger, und ihre Ergebnisse werden in einer Vielzahl von
Publikationen bis hin zu Schulbiichern vorausgesetzt. Daher finden sich in den folgenden Abschnitten Hinweise zu wichtigen
Textkomplexen oder Nahtstellen zwischen den bisher angenommenen Quellen.

Inhalt des Pentateuch

Der Pentateuch berichtet, verkiirzt gesagt, eine Beschreibung der Geschehnisse von Beginn der Welt bis zum Beginn der
Einwanderung der (spéteren) Israeliten in ihr Land. Den Mittelpunkt des gesamten Geschehens stellt die Offenbarung Gottes am
Sinai dar. Da der sinnvolle Abschluss der Darstellung, die eigentliche Landnahme, erst im Buch Josua erfolgt, wurde gelegentlich
iiberlegt, auch dieses Buch zum groBlen Gefiige hinzuzuzihlen. Ausgedriickt wird dies durch den wissenschaftlichen Namen
Hexateuch. Die Bezeichnung Tetrateuch benennt dagegen nur die vier Biicher Genesis bis Numeri, weil man das Deuteronomium
auch als eigenstindige GroBe oder als Teil des Deuteronomistischen Geschichtswerkes verstehen kann. SchlieBlich wird in jlingster
Zeit auch Enneateuch "Neunergefiige" verwendet, um auf eine umfassende Geschichtsdarstellung von der Schopfung zum Exil
(Gen-Kon; ohne Rut) abzuheben.

Einleitung zur Bibelkunde des Alten Testaments




Begriffsbestimmung AT

Die Bezeichnung "Altes Testament" wurde nach 2.Kor 3,14 gebildet, wo Paulus molod Stofnkn (palaia diatheéke) als Name fiir die
hebrdische Bibel verwendet hat. Der Begriff "Altes Testament" soll nach christlichem Verstéindnis zum Ausdruck bringen, dass die
Bibel aus zwei Teilen, dem alten/ ersten Testament und dem neuen/ zweiten Testament besteht. Lateinisch testamentum steht dabei
zur Ubersetzung von hb. n*12 (berit) und gr. 1007k (diatheks) und bedeutet "Bund, Verfiigung". Gemeint ist dabei der Bund
Gottes mit der Menschheit. Im christlich-jiiddischen Gesprach wurde Kritik an der Verwendung der Bezeichnung Altes Testament
geiibt, da "alt" auch die Konnotation "veraltet/ iiberholt" haben und dadurch der Eindruck entstehen kann, das AT habe seinen Wert
nur durch das NT. Daher finden sich oft als Kompromif3begriffe "hebrdische Bibel" und "erstes Testament". Im Judentum {ibliche
Bezeichnungen sind Tanach nach den Anfangskonsonanten der hebrdischen Bezeichnungen fiir die drei Teile der Bibel a°x°23 70in
2°23n1 (torah, nebi’im tGketibim = Weisung, Propheten und Schriften) oder Mikra = geschriebene Tora (von X1p [qara’], lesen) im
Unterschied zur spéteren Auslegung, der Mischna = miindliche Tora (von 1% [$anah], wiederholen).

Gliederung AT

Die ilteste iiberlieferte Gliederung der hebriischen Bibel findet sich im Vorwort der griechischen Ubersetzung des Buches Jesus
Sirach (ca. 132 v.Chr.), hier sind Gesetz (Tora bedeutet eigentlich Weisung), Propheten und iibrige Schriften erwahnt. Dabei zéhlen
auch die Biicher Josua bis 2. Kénige zum Teil Propheten (sog. vordere Propheten). Im christlichen Bereich ist die Gliederung der
Lutherbibel bedeutsam geworden, hier werden Altes und Neues Testament parallel in Geschichtsbiicher (1. Mose bis Ester /
Matthdus bis Apostelgeschichte), Lehrbiicher (Hiob bis Hoheslied / Briefe) und Prophetische Biicher (Jesaja bis Maleachi /
Offenbarung) gegliedert. Die griechische Bibel untergliedert zusétzlich den ersten Bereich in Pentateuch und Geschichtsbiicher, hat
also eine Vierteilung.

Umfang AT

Nach den éltesten erreichbaren Zeugnissen hat die hebréische Bibel einen Umfang von 22 oder 24 Biichern gehabt (Josephus,
Contra Apionem 1,8; 4.Esra 14,42ff.). Um auf die Zahl 24 zu kommen (so 4.Esra), gelten die Samuelis-, Konigs- und Chronikbiicher
als ein Buch, ebenso Esra/ Nehemia und das Dodekapropheton (Zwolfprophetenbuch). Zusitzlich konnten noch Richterbuch und
Rut sowie Jeremia und Klagelieder zusammengezogen werden (22 Biicher, so Josephus). Nach heute iiblicher Zahlung kommt man
auf 39 Schriften, was dem Umfang des hebrdischen Kanons entspricht.

Pour préciser la notion de compétence, il n’est pas inutile de se référer aux perspectives qui se sont dégagées des sciences de
I’organisation du travail. Une notion nouvelle de compétence s’y est forgée dans sa différence par rapport a celle d’expertise. En
effet, pour corriger un mode de fonctionnement professionnel trop centré sur la spécialisation dont on percevait les limites
(morcellement, individualisation et finalement contreproductivité), des philosophes de 1’entreprise ont proné une formation plus
globale orientée vers ’aptitude a résoudre les problémes posés dans le cadre de I’activité professionnelle, compte tenu des contextes
concrets et toujours inédits.

Ainsi donc, dans sa différence par rapport a I’« expertise », la compétence est 1’aptitude, acquise et toujours
améliorable, que I’on reconnait chez une personne, a résoudre des questions complexes et nouvelles, de poursuivre des projets
variés, de réaliser un ensemble de tiches avec imagination dans le souci des personnes autant que d’adaptation aux impératifs de
I’action. En d’autres termes, et de maniere plus précise encore, la compétence, dans sa conception moderne, désigne I’aptitude d’un
individu & mobiliser, de maniére intégrée et inventive, un ensemble de ressources (savoirs, savoir-faire, attitudes) pour répondre
adéquatement, avec inventivité, efficacité et responsabilité, a des situations données, toujours singuliéres, et a améliorer cette
aptitude par son exercice méme dans des situations varié¢es. Comme le dit Ph. Zafirian, « la compétence est une intelligence pratique
des situations qui s’appuie sur des connaissances acquises et les transforme avec d’autant plus de force que la diversité des
situations augmentey.

Ces perspectives, notons-le, sont passées dans le domaine pédagogique. On a parlé alors de pédagogie des compétences Dans cette
optique, le systéme éducatif se donne pour objectif de rendre le citoyen capable de répondre de maniere ajustée aux situations-
problémes qu’il rencontre ou rencontrera dans les différents domaines de son existence. Dans cette problématique, on congoit la
formation comme un outillage de I’éléve pour qu’il devienne 8 méme de prendre en charge sa vie en ses différents aspects et qu’il
puisse ainsi contribuer a I’édification de la société avec talent et rigueur, avec inventivité et responsabilité.

Ces
textes sont marqués par une idéologie de cohabitation avec les autres peuples alors que les textes deutéronomistes pronent un
monothéisme exclusif et une séparation vis-a-vis des autres nations. Le milieu sacerdotal insiste sur I’importance du sabbat, des
régles alimentaires de base, de la circoncision, de la Paque.

A I’époque perse, deutéronomistes et sacerdotaux se sont retrouvés pour éditer ensemble la Torah (les cinq livres du Pentateuque).
C’est alors que le Deutéronome est séparé de 1’historiographie deutéronomiste pour devenir le cinquiéme et dernier livre de la
Torah, laquelle devient la référence principale des juifs demeurant dans le pays comme de ceux qui sont en diaspora Quant au
Nouveau Testament, on peut dire que son écriture est aussi née d’une crise, celle provoquée par la mort de Jésus. Au lieu d’une fin,
c’est une littérature, portée par des hommes et des communautés, qui s’ouvre, plurielle elle aussi, a la fois dans la ressemblance des
projets littéraires (ex. quatre évangiles mais quatre évangiles différents) et dans la différence des genres : de la lettre de circonstance




a la lettre éminemment théologique, du genre « évangile » a la littérature apocalyptique en passant par I’histoire des témoins de ce
Jésus qui est la figure centrale de I’ensemble.
Le délai d’écriture de I’ensemble recouvre trois quarts de siécle entre les années cinquante (pour les premiéres Lettres de Paul) et les
années 110-125 pour les textes les plus récents comme la 2deLettre de Pierre. Quant aux textes évangéliques, on peut les situer entre
les années 70 pour Marc (le premier) et les années 95 pour Jean (le dernier). Rappelons que la prédication de Jésus a sans doute eu
lieu entre 27 et 30. 11 est tout a fait important de mesurer que, dans le christianisme primitif, on ne part pas d’un mais de plusieurs
points de départ. On se trouve, en effet, devant des présentations différentes de Jésus. On peut méme détecter les traces de tendances
diverses antérieures a la rédaction des textes évangéliques tels que nous les avons aujourd’hui.

Opposition to Renewal

Ironically, however, the Eastern Catholic liturgical renewal so strenuously fostered by the Holy See since Pope Leo XIII
(1878-1903) has been opposed every step of the way by those who should have welcomed it on bended knee as a grace of God: I
mean, of course, the Eastern Catholic hierarchy, with a few notable exceptions like Andryj Sheptytskyj (1865-1944), Archbishop of
Lviv, Metropolitan of Halych, and primate of the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church.

Various reasons are given for this opposition, but as usual in such matters, the real roots go much deeper. The real issue is
not ritual practice at all. Many of the rubrical niceties that divide the clergy—the size and shape of a veil or diskos, the cut and
length of a vestment, the amplitude of one’s ryasa sleeves, where to put the antimension—are of little or no significance in
themselves. But these have become symbols of religious identity, much as was true of the Ritualist Movement in late 19th c.
Anglicanism. At issue were not mere differences of rubric, but symbolic affirmations of the High-Church conviction that
Anglicanism was not “Protestant” but “Catholic.”

At bottom, then, what we face is two different interpretations of a community’s past, two different historical visions. This
is possible because history is not just a shared past, but one’s view of that past seen through the lens of present concerns. This vision
is not a passive view of the past as an objective reality, but a pattern formed through a process of selection determined by one’s
present outlook.

Some Eastern Catholic clergy see their history as a progress from schism and spiritual stagnation to a life of discipline,
renewal, and restored religious practice in the Catholic communion. For this group, the adoption of certain Latin—they would say
“Catholic”—devotions and liturgical uses is a sign of this new identity. Such attitudes reflect an interior erosion of the Eastern
Christian consciousness, a “latinization of the heart” resulting from a formation insensitive to the true nature of the variety of
traditions within the Catholic Church.

Others, like myself, while not at all denying their commitment to the Catholic communion nor underestimating the
obvious spiritual benefits it has brought their Churches, see themselves as Orthodox in communion with Rome, distinguished from
their Orthodox Sister Churches in nothing but the fact of that communion and its doctrinal and ecclesial consequences. They see the
latinizations that have crept into their tradition as a loss of identity, an erosion of their heritage in favor of foreign customs with
which they can in no wise identify themselves. So for some, latinization is a sign of their identity, for others its negation, and both
are right because they perceive themselves differently.

Underlying these issues, of course, is the more serious question of Rome’s credibility: is the Holy See to be believed in
what it says about restoring the Eastern Catholic heritage?

A few attempts were made later in the seventeenth century to revise the King JamesVersion or even to produce a fresh translation,
but nothing came of them. The Long Parliament seriously thought of a new revision. A bill was introduced in April 1653 to the
effect that a committee be appointed to revise King James’s Version, but the project failed because of the dissolution of the
Parliament in 1660.

As time passed, expressions of dissatisfaction with the King James Bible began to be replaced by the growth of approval for the
version. From the 1760s onward, critical evaluation became increasingly favorable, and the 1611 version quietly superseded all its
predecessors and rivals in the family and in the church. It owes its authority and popularity not to royal favor or legal enactments,
but—what is far better—to its intrinsic merits and the verdict of English readers in general.

In the nineteenth century, the board of managers of the American Bible Society expressed concern that their English Bibles be
correctly printed. In 1847 the board charged a committee to investigate the matter and prepare a standard text for the society. The
committee’s report pointed out that although there were twenty-four thousand variations among the half-dozen copies obtained from




well-known printers, “there is not one, which mars the integrity of the text, or affects any doctrine or precept of the Bible.” After
lengthy discussions, in 1861various kinds of changes (chiefly orthographic) were introduced into the society’s editions of the King
James Bible. Further changes were made in 1932 to conform the orthography to American usage, and pronunciation marks were
placed over most proper names. No further changes were made until the Reference Bible of 1962, in which the text was arranged in
paragraph form, section headings were inserted, pronunciation marks simplified, a few changes in punctuation and orthography
introduced, and a new system of references prepared.

Entstanden ist die Russisch-Orthodoxe Kirche, als GroBfiirst Wladimir I., Herrscher der Kiewer Rus, 988 die Taufe empfing und
seine Untertanen taufen lie. Die Annahme des griechisch-orthodoxen Christentums in Dogma, Kultus, Kirchenlehre,Kirchenrecht
und Verfassung pragte die Kultur der Ostslawen in vielféltiger Weise. Die herrschaftsstiitzende Lehre der Russisch-Orthodoxen
Kirche, dass alle Obrigkeit von Gott komme, festigte die Stellung des Fiirsten von Kiew erheblich. Durch die Annahme des
Glaubens steigerte sich das Prestige der Kiewer Fiirsten, wodurch das Kiewer Reich Ebenbiirtigkeit mit den anderen christlichen
Vélkern erhielt. Besonders wihrend der Tatarenherrschaft wurde das Zusammenwachsen der russischen Fiirstentiimer unter
Moskauer Fithrung durch den einigenden Glauben vorangetrieben. Gleichzeitig grenzte sich das Kiewer Reich durch die Annahme
des Christentums griechisch-orthodoxer Glaubensrichtung vom lateinisch geprigtenAbendland ab. Diese religiose Grenze fiihrte zu
einer Eigenentwicklung der russischen Kultur, die sich erst ab dem 18. Jahrhundert unter den Sakularisierungsbemiihungen Peters I.
verringerten.

Die Kirche Kiews wurde als Teilkirche des Patriarchates von Konstantinopel zunéchst von Exarchen verwaltet, was keine
Auswirkungen auf die politische Selbstiandigkeit der Kiewer GroBfiirsten hatte. Die ersten Metropoliten kamen noch aus
Griechenland und Bulgarien. Metropolitensitz war als erstes Kiew, ab 1326 auf Wunsch des Metropoliten Peter Moskau. Der letzte
griechische Metropolit war Isidor von Kiew, der 1441 wegen seiner Zustimmung zurKirchenunion von Florenz vom Moskauer
Grofifiirsten Wassili II. abgesetzt wurde. Am 15. Dezember 1448, flinf Jahre vor dem Fall des bereits zunehmend
handlungsunfihigenKonstantinopel, wihlte die Synode der russischen Bischéfe ohne voriges Einverstidndnis desPatriarchen von
Konstantinopel Bischof Tona von Rjasan zum ,,Metropoliten von Kiew und ganz Russland®, was eine faktische Trennung von der
byzantinischen Mutterkirche bedeutete. Im Januar 1589 schlug eine Moskauer Kirchensynode dem Zaren Fjodor I. drei Kandidaten
fiir die Besetzung des neu errichteten Patriarchats in Moskau vor. Der Zar wahlte den bisherigen Moskauer Metropoliten Iov. Eine
o6kumenische Synode in Konstantinopel unter Beteiligung aller Patriarchen der Ostkirche bestétigte 1590 die Errichtung des neuen
Patriarchats in Moskau und wies ihm — nach Jerusalem — den fiinften Rang zu.

Aufgrund seiner vielen Kirchen und Kldster und seiner Bedeutung fiir die orthodoxe Christenheit war Kiew seit dem Mittelalter als
Jerusalem des Nordens bezeichnet worden, oder auchJerusalem des Ostens. Ferner wird Kiew aufgrund seiner geschichtlichen Rolle
als Mutter aller russischen Stddte bezeichnet.

1652 initiierte der damalige Patriarch Nikon die erste Reform des russischen Ritus. Es wurde behauptet, der russische Ritus wire —
wegen Fehlern beim Kopieren der Kirchenbiicher — abgewichen vom griechischen Urtext und Ritus. Dieser Standpunkt diente fiir
Nikon und seine Anhédnger als Rechtfertigung, Kirchenreformen durchzufiihren.

DIE ORTHODOXIE IN DER WELT

Nach allgemeinen Schitzungen gibt es in der Welt ca. 400 Millionen Orthodoxe. Dies ist natiirlich nur eine grobe
Schitzung, denn die Orthodoxen haben keine genauen Statistiken iiber die Zahl ihrer Mitglieder. Dies bezieht sich vor allem auf die
orthodoxen Lénder, die vormals unter kommunistischer Fithrung waren. Im Gegensatz zur rémisch-katholischen Kirche, die auf
Zentralismus begriindet ist und deren komplette Kirchenmacht im Vatikan konzentriert ist, unter der Fiihrung des Papstes, sind die
orthodoxen Kirchen selbststindige Einheiten, gegriindet als nationale Kirchen einzelner Vélker. Die ersten vier alten Patriarchate
(Jerusalem, Antiochien, Alexandrien und Konstantinopel) tragen ihren Namen nach dem Sitz des Patriarchen, wéhrend alle anderen
nach dem Volk benannt sind, in dem sie organisiert sind.

Alle Orthodoxen sind Mitglieder einer der Autokephalen orthodoxen Kirche, die alle zusammen die eine, heilige,
allumfassende (katholische) und apostolische Orthodoxe Kirche ausmachen, verteilt in der ganzen Welt. Dieser orthodoxen Familie
gehdren heute, wie es in der Kirchengeschichte festgelegt wurde und von allen orthodoxen Kirchen anerkannt wird, nach ihrem
Rang, folgende Autokephale oder Autonome orthodoxe Kirchen an: Autokephale orthodoxe Kirche von Konstantinopel
(Patriarchat), von Alexandrien (Patriarchat) ...

All diese orthodoxen Kirchen haben die gleiche Glaubenslehre, die gleiche Liturgie, die gleiche Organisation und gleiche
Kirchenstrukturen und das gleiche Kirchenrecht. Sie erkennen sich gegenseitig an und haben die volle Kircheneinheit (Liturgie- und
Sakramentengemeinschaft), weshalb sie auch kanonisch orthodoxe Kirchen bezeichnet werden.

Alle autokephalen und autonomen Kirchen haben ihren ,,kanonischen Bereich®, in dem sie wirken. Die Einmischung in das
kanonische Gebiet einer autokephalen Kirche ist nicht gestattet und dariiber wird streng gewacht.

L'« Eglise orthodoxe» ou «Communion des Eglises orthodoxes» regroupe les nombreuses Eglises territoriales qui se
réclament de la théologie des sept premiers conciles du christianisme et des canons ou lois qu'ils ont édictés.
Le christianisme orthodoxe (en grec OpBodo&ia, signifiant «opinion juste») professe descendre directement des premiéres




communautés chrétiennes fondées par les apdtres de Jésus dans les provinces orientales de 'Empire romain.

Sept de ces Eglises orthodoxes se réclament d'une fondation par un apdtre, ou un évangéliste, au Ier siécle, 'Eglise
orthodoxe de Constantinople fondée par I'apotre André, 'Eglise d'Alexandrie et de toute I'Afrique fondée par Marc, 'Eglise
d'Antioche et de tout I'Orient fondée par les apdtres Pierre et Paul, I'Eglise orthodoxe de Jérusalem fondée par l'apotre Jacques,
I'Eglise de Géorgie fondée par I'apotre André, I'Eglise orthodoxe de Chypre fondée par Paul et I'Eglise orthodoxe de Gréce fondée
par Paul : certaines portent la dénomination officielle d’apostoliques, d'autres non.

Les Eglises orthodoxes se sont réparties dans le monde entier au travers de la diaspora des communautés d'origine et par
le biais de convertis. Ces Eglises en inter-communion partagent une compréhension, un enseignement et des offices qui avaient
cours a l'origine dans 'Empire romain d'Orient et se considére comme faisant partie d'une seule et méme Eglise.

Avec les chrétiens orthodoxes des Eglises des deux conciles et ceux des Eglises des trois conciles, les chrétiens
orthodoxes des Eglises des sept conciles représentent dans le monde la troisiéme plus grande confession chrétienne en nombre de
fideles apres I'Eglise catholique et les dénominations protestantes. On estime a 250 millions le nombre de chrétiens orthodoxes dans
le monde.

Elles sont principalement présentes dans l'antique zone de culture grecque, c'est-a-dire dans la zone orientale du bassin de
la Méditerranée (Gréce, Turquie, Syrie, Liban, Israél, Palestine, Egypte, Arménie, Géorgie), dans les zones de peuplement slave
(Russie, Ukraine, Biélorussie, Bulgarie, Serbie, Monténégro, République de Macédoine) ainsi qu'en Roumanie et Moldavie.

Les Eglises orthodoxes célébrent la liturgie selon cinq rites différents (byzantin, arménien, antiochien, chaldéen et
alexandrin); la Bible et la Liturgie sont lues dans les langues nationales actuelles ou anciennes (araméen, arménien classique, grec
des Evangiles, vieux-slave).

L'Eglise orthodoxe se comprend comme 1'Eglise chrétienne « des origines », « une, sainte, catholique et apostolique ».
Ainsi, elle considére que toutes les autres Eglises (ou confessions), y compris la catholique romaine, sont ses membres ou
potentiellement ses membres, méme si des séparations ont pu, provisoirement ou durablement, empécher la communion. Une Eglise
orthodoxe congoit aussi tous les chrétiens résidant dans son territoire canonique comme relevant de sa responsabilité pastorale
méme si certains d'entre eux ne la reconnaissent pas comme leur patrie spirituelle.

Le cceur de la spiritualité orthodoxe est riche, principalement dans le chant, de la liturgie fortement symbolique, dont la forme
actuelle, au moins partiellement, s'enracine au [Ve siécle. Selon l'Eglise orthodoxe dont il dépend, le fidele suit un calendrier
liturgique pécifique qui détermine les dates des fétes dans I'année.

La premiére partie de la liturgie, appelée Liturgie des Catéchumeénes avec pricre et lectures bibliques se référe au cultes synagogal,
tel que Jésus dut le connaitre ; la deuxieme partie, la Liturgie des fideles, célébrant I'Eucharistie est d'origine proprement chrétienne.
Le nom de chacune des parties se référe au temps ou tous les candidats non encore baptisés devaient quitter 1'église apres la
premiére partie et ou l'on fermait les portes a clef.

La liturgie originale dure cing heures, la liturgie basilienne dure environ deux heures, la liturgie de Jean Chrysostome ne dure
environ qu'une heure et demie et c'est celle qui est célébré la plupart des dimanches tandis que, pour les fétes plus importantes, on
préfére la liturgie de Saint-Basile.

Avec les orthros (matines) et d'autres prieres, 1'office dure aussi trois heures les dimanches normaux; de ce fait, tous ne restent pas
du début a la fin. L'antienne Kyrie eleison (Seigneur, prends piti¢) fréquente est typique de la liturgie.

Le chant revét une importance particuliere dans la liturgie orthodoxe, en particulier géorgienne, russe ou serbe. Ils sont compris
comme priere a part entiére; ils ne doivent donc étre «produits» que par les voix humaines. L'utilisation des instruments n'y est pas
admise parce que les instruments ne peuvent prier. Dans les autres Eglises orthodoxes, la musique instrumentale est rare. Une
théorie, envisageant cette aversion contre la musique instrumentale, la rapproche des orchestres usuels dans les jeux du cirque
romains ; les chrétiens considérent les jeux du cirque, dans lesquels ils étaient parfois les victimes, comme un culte idolatre.
